The appropriation in this section is subject to the following5

conditions and limitations:6
(1) The appropriation in this section is provided solely for the7

department of commerce, in collaboration with the department of8
social and health services, to issue grants to hospitals or other9
entities to establish new community hospital inpatient psychiatric10
beds, free-standing evaluation and treatment facilities, enhanced11
services facilities, triage facilities, or crisis stabilization12
facilities with sixteen or fewer beds for the purpose of providing13
short-term detention services through the publicly funded mental14
health system. Funds may be used for construction and equipment costs15
associated with establishment of the community hospital inpatient16
psychiatric beds, free-standing evaluation and treatment facilities,17
enhanced services facilities, triage facilities, or crisis18
stabilization facilities. These funds may not be used for operating19
costs associated with the treatment of patients using these services.20
The department shall establish criteria for the issuance of grants21
and priority must be given to those proposals to establish new22
community hospital inpatient psychiatric beds or free-standing23
evaluation and treatment facilities. The criteria must include:24

(a) Evidence that the application was developed in collaboration25
with one or more regional support networks, as defined in RCW26
71.24.025;27

(b) Evidence that the applicant has assessed and would meet gaps28
in geographical access to short-term detention services under chapter29
71.05 RCW in their region;30

(c) A commitment by applicants to serve persons who are publicly31
funded and persons detained under the involuntary treatment act under32
chapter 71.05 RCW;33

(d) A commitment by the applicant to maintain the beds or34
facility for at least a ten-year period;35

(e) The date upon which structural modifications or construction36
would begin and the anticipated date of completion of the project;37

(f) A detailed estimate of the costs associated with opening the38
beds;39
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(g) The applicant's commitment to work with local courts and1
prosecutors to ensure that prosecutors and courts in the area served2
by the hospital or facility will be available to conduct involuntary3
commitment hearings and proceedings under chapter 71.05 RCW; and4

(h) A lack of local resources, including nonmedicaid operating5
reserves, and regional fund balances that are not contractually6
encumbered.7

(2) To accommodate the emergent need for inpatient psychiatric8
services, the department of health and the department of commerce, in9
collaboration with the department of social and health services shall10
establish a concurrent and expedited process for the purpose of grant11
applicants meeting any applicable regulatory requirements necessary12
to operate inpatient psychiatric beds, free-standing evaluation and13
treatment facilities, enhanced services facilities, triage14
facilities, or crisis stabilization facilities.15
