AN ACT Relating to transportation appropriations; making
appropriations; providing an effective date; and declaring an

emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

For
the purposes of this section, the expenditures for compensation paid to
ferry employees shall be limited to salaries and wages and employee
benefits as defined in the office of financial management’s policies,
regulations, and procedures named under objects of expenditure "A" and

contributions for retirement, industrial insurance, and medical aid
granted to state general government employees through enactment of the
omnibus state appropriations act are less than amounts assumed in the
operating programs in this appropriations act, such portion of the
appropriations shall be withheld and assigned to a reserve status
pursuant to RCW 43.88.110(2).

(3) A copy of each feasibility study and project management plan
shall be provided to the department of information services, the office
of financial management, and the legislative transportation committee.
Authority to expend any funds for individual information systems
projects shall be conditioned upon approval of the relevant feasibility
study and project management plan by the department of information
services and the office of financial management or the legislative
transportation committee as appropriate.

(4) A project status report shall be submitted to the department of
information services, the office of financial management, and the
legislative transportation committee for each project prior to reaching
key decision points identified in the relevant project management plan.
Project status reports shall examine and evaluate project management,
accomplishments, budget, action to address variances, risk management,
cost and benefits analysis, and other aspects critical to completion of
a project.
