BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 18.39.290 and 1986 c 259 s 69 are each amended to read

All certificates of registration issued pursuant to this chapter
shall continue in force until the expiration date unless suspended or
revoked. A certificate shall be subject to renewal annually ninety
days after the end of its fiscal year, as stated on the original
application, by the funeral establishment and payment of the required
fees.
