BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:3

Sec. 1. RCW 59.22.090 and 1991 c 32 7 s 4 are each amended to read4

as follows:5

(1) A manufactured housing task force is established to study and6

make recommendations concerning the structure state government should7

use to regulate manufactured housing in this state. In conducting this8

study, the task force shall review the structures used in other states,9

including those states with a commission structure. The task force10

shall consider the report prepared by the department of licensing, the11

department of labor and industries, and the department of community12

development on consolidating mobile home-related functions in13

conducting its study. The task force may not consider any form of14
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mobile home rent control, but shall consider mobile home park siting1

and density regulatory issues.2

(2) The task force shall submit a final report containing its3

findings and recommendations to the house of representatives housing4

committee and the senate commerce and labor committee by December 1,5

((1992)) 1993 . The task force shall terminate on December 31, ((1992))6

1993 .7

(3) The task force shall consist of the following members:8

(a) Two members of the house of representatives appointed by the9

speaker of the house of representatives, from different political10

caucuses;11

(b) Two members of the senate appointed by the president of the12

senate, from different political caucuses;13

(c) Two members who represent mobile home park owners, appointed by14

the governor;15

(d) Two members who represent mobile home owners, appointed by the16

governor;17

(e) One member who represents mobile home manufacturers, appointed18

by the governor;19

(f) One member who represents mobile home dealers, appointed by the20

governor;21

(g) One member who represents mobile home transporters, appointed22

by the governor;23

(h) One member who represents local building officials, appointed24

by the governor;25

(i) One member who is either an elected or appointed government26

official of a county with a population of one hundred thousand or more27

persons, appointed by the governor;28
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(j) One member who is either an elected or appointed government1

official of a county with a population of less than one hundred2

thousand persons, appointed by the governor;3

(k) One member who is either an elected or appointed government4

official of a city with a population of thirty-five thousand persons,5

appointed by the governor;6

(l) One member who is either an elected or appointed government7

official of a city with a population of less than thirty-five thousand8

persons, appointed by the governor;9

(m) One member who represents local health officials, appointed by10

the governor; and11

(n) The director, or the director’s designee from the department of12

community development, the department of licensing, the department of13

labor and industries, and the attorney general’s office. The designees14

shall be nonvoting, ex officio members of the task force.15

(4) The members of the task force shall select the chair or co-16

chairs of the task force.17

(5) Staff assistance for the task force will be provided by18

legislative staff and staff from the agencies or offices listed in19

subsection (3)(n) of this section.20
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
