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BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:1

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the long-term2

health of the state and its citizens depends upon the broad3

availability of family-wage jobs, the flexibility and innovativeness of4

business firms, the skills and capacity of the work force, local5

communities that are strong and adaptive, the availability of6

affordable housing, local and regional planning to anticipate and plan7

for changing circumstances, and infrastructure to support local social8

and economic needs, human services, and safe communities. These needs9

are tied to one another and are all critical to maintaining the state’s10

quality of life and economic health in the face of changing11

circumstances.12

The legislature further finds that as a result of the rapid pace of13

social and economic change, maintaining the quality of life and14

standard of living for the citizens of the state will require new and15

inventive responses by communities, firms, industries, and individuals.16

The state can play a helpful role in assisting such efforts by17

reorganizing state assistance efforts and requiring new partnerships at18

the local level and new relations between the state and industries and19

within industries.20

The legislature finds that the consolidation of the department of21

trade and economic development and the department of community22

development into one department will improve the efficiency and23

effectiveness with which state services are delivered to build the24

skill and capacity of businesses and local communities to respond to25

economic change. Such a consolidation will increase the accountability26

to the public, the executive, and the legislature for the performance27

of economic and community development functions.28

It is the intent of the legislature in consolidating the two29

agencies that the economic and community development functions be30

merged in a manner that allows the new department to direct state31

resources of significant scope and scale to (1) geographic areas with32

the greatest relative economic need and the fewest resources and (2)33

targeted sectors of the economy that have the greatest potential for34

either wealth generation through value-added production, or for35

negative economic impact on the state or substate regions. The36

legislature intends through this consolidation to encourage state37

actions to build and diversify the economy to encourage long-term,38
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family-wage employment and promote and assist in providing the physical1

and social infrastructure needed to support the creation and2

maintenance of such employment. It is also the intent of the3

legislature to support economic growth that is environmentally4

sustainable and employment that is derived from maintaining the5

environment and from sustainable use of natural resources.6

It is the further intent of the legislature in this consolidation7

to maximize the use of local expertise and local community resources in8

the delivery of economic and community development services, and to9

ensure that the services offered are the ones desired by the state’s10

community and business customers. The community services and community11

development services of the department, such as growth management,12

community services block grants, early childhood education, and the13

housing trust fund shall be administered in accord with their original14

implementing legislation.15

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. The purpose of this chapter is to establish16

the broad outline of the structure of the department of economic and17

community development, leaving specific details of its internal18

organization and management to those charged with its administration.19

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. Unless the context clearly requires20

otherwise, the definitions in this section apply throughout this21

chapter.22

(1) "Associate development organization" means a local economic23

development nonprofit corporation.24

(2) "Department" means the department of economic and community25

development.26

(3) "Director" means the director of the department of economic and27

community development.28

(4) "Small business" means any business entity, including a sole29

proprietorship, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity, that30

is owned and operated independently from all other businesses, that has31

the purpose of making a profit, and that has fifty or fewer employees.32

(5) "Distressed area" has the meaning in RCW 43.165.010.33

(6) "Impact area" means (a) distressed counties as defined in RCW34

43.165.010(3)(a); (b) subcounty areas in those counties which are not35

covered under (a) of this subsection which are timber impact areas as36

defined in RCW 43.31.601; (c) urban subcounty areas as defined in RCW37
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43.165.010(3)(c); and (d) areas not currently experiencing economic1

distress which the department anticipates as likely to experience2

distress in the near future, such as areas experiencing defense budget3

reductions or suffering dislocations from natural resource issues such4

as salmon recovery.5

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A state department of economic and community6

development is created. The department shall be vested with all powers7

and duties established or transferred to it under this chapter and such8

other powers and duties as may be authorized by law.9

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. The executive head of the department shall10

be the director. The director shall be appointed by the governor with11

the consent of the senate, and shall serve at the pleasure of the12

governor. The director shall be paid a salary to be fixed by the13

governor in accordance with RCW 43.03.040.14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 6. (1) The director shall supervise and15

administer the activities of the department and shall advise the16

governor and the legislature with respect to economic and community17

development matters affecting the state.18

(a) The director may:19

(i) Enter into contracts on behalf of the state to carry out the20

purposes of this chapter;21

(ii) Act for the state in the initiation of or participation in any22

multigovernmental program relative to the purpose of this chapter; and23

(iii) Accept gifts and grants, whether such grants be of federal or24

other funds;25

(b) The director shall:26

(i) Appoint such deputy directors, assistant directors, and up to27

seven special assistants as may be needed to administer the department.28

These employees are exempt from the provisions of chapter 41.06 RCW;29

(ii) Prepare and submit for executive and legislative action on the30

budget for the department;31

(iii) Submit recommendations for legislative actions as are deemed32

necessary to further the purposes of this chapter; and33

(iv) Adopt rules in accordance with chapter 34.05 RCW and perform34

all other functions necessary and proper to carry out the purposes of35

this chapter.36
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(2) When federal or other funds are received by the department,1

they shall be promptly transferred to the state treasurer and2

thereafter expended only upon the approval of the director.3

(3) The director may request information and assistance from all4

other agencies, departments, and officials of the state, and may5

reimburse such agencies, departments, or officials if such a request6

imposes any additional expenses upon any such agency, department, or7

official.8

(4) The director shall, in carrying out the responsibilities of9

office, consult with governmental officials, private groups, and10

individuals and with officials of other states, and may, if the11

director deems it desirable, hold public hearings to obtain information12

to carry out the purposes of this chapter. All state agencies and13

their officials and the officials of any political subdivision of the14

state shall cooperate with and give such assistance to the department,15

including the submission of requested information, to allow the16

department to carry out its purposes under this chapter.17

(5) The director may establish additional advisory or coordinating18

groups with the legislature, within state government, with state and19

other governmental units, with the private sector and nonprofit20

entities or in specialized subject areas as may be necessary to carry21

out the purposes of this chapter.22

NEW SECTION. Sec. 7. The internal affairs of the department shall23

be under the control of the director in order that the director may24

manage the department in a flexible and intelligent manner as dictated25

by changing contemporary circumstances. Unless specifically limited by26

law, the director shall have complete charge and supervisory powers27

over the department. The director may create such administrative28

structures as the director deems appropriate, except as otherwise29

specified by law, and the director may employ such personnel as may be30

necessary in accordance with chapter 41.06 RCW.31

NEW SECTION. Sec. 8. The department shall be responsible for32

promoting community and economic development within the state by33

assisting the state’s communities to increase their quality of life and34

economic vitality and the state’s businesses to maintain and increase35

their economic competitiveness, while maintaining a healthy36

environment. Community and economic development efforts shall include:37
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Efforts to increase economic opportunity; local planning to accommodate1

growth while maintaining a healthy environment; the promotion and2

provision of affordable housing and providing public infrastructure;3

business and trade development and assisting firms and industrial4

sectors to increase their competitiveness; technology development,5

transfer, and diffusion; community services; and public and public6

safety efforts. The department shall have the following functions and7

responsibilities:8

(1) Provide advisory assistance to the governor, other state9

agencies, and the legislature on community and economic development10

matters and issues;11

(2) Assist the governor in coordinating the activities of state12

agencies that have an impact on local government and communities;13

(3) Cooperate with the legislature and the governor in the14

development and implementation of strategic plans for the state’s15

community and economic development efforts;16

(4) Provide technical and financial assistance to local17

governments, businesses and community-based organizations serving the18

communities of the state for the purpose of aiding and encouraging19

orderly, productive, and coordinated development of the state, and,20

unless stipulated otherwise, give priority to local communities with21

the greatest relative need and the fewest resources;22

(5) Solicit private and federal grants for economic and community23

development programs and administer such programs in conjunction with24

other programs assigned to the department by the governor or the25

legislature;26

(6) Administer community services programs directed to the poor and27

infirm through private, nonprofit organizations and units of general28

purpose local government and coordinate these programs with other29

community and economic development and self-sufficiency efforts of the30

department;31

(7) Undertake business development and retention efforts in32

coordination with other state agencies, local governments, tribal33

governments, and public and private local development groups seeking34

new business investment and the expansion and retention of existing35

businesses, including providing assistance to local organizations to36

resolve environmental and natural resource issues related to economic37

development;38
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(8) Identify and work with Washington businesses that can use1

local, state, and federal assistance to increase domestic and foreign2

exports and that are capable of increasing production of goods and3

services;4

(9) Market the state’s products and services internationally in5

close cooperation with other private and public international trade6

efforts and act as a centralized location for the assimilation and7

distribution of trade information;8

(10) Assist in the production, development, rehabilitation, and9

operation of owner-occupied or rental housing for low and moderate-10

income persons, and qualify as a participating state agency for all11

programs of the federal department of housing and urban development or12

its successor;13

(11) Participate with other states or subdivisions thereof in14

interstate programs and assist cities, counties, municipal15

corporations, governmental conferences or councils, and regional16

planning commissions to participate with other states and provinces or17

their subdivisions;18

(12) Hold public hearings and meetings to carry out the purposes of19

this chapter;20

(13) Market and coordinate the attraction of visitors and21

conventions to the state and the expansion of the tourism industry22

throughout the state in cooperation with the visitor industry, as well23

as public and private tourism development organizations;24

(14) Promote, market, and encourage growth in the production of25

films and videos, as well as television commercials, within the state;26

(15) Administer family services and programs to promote the state’s27

policy as provided in RCW 74.14A.025;28

(16) Conduct research and analysis in furtherance of the state’s29

economic and community development efforts including maintenance of30

current information on market and economic trends as they affect31

different industrial sectors, geographic regions, and communities with32

special economic problems in the state;33

(17) Provide support to strengthen local capacity for controlling34

risk to life and property that may result from fires and emergencies,35

and provide a comprehensive state-level focus for fire protection36

services, funding, and policy;37

(18) Provide for the identification and preservation of the state’s38

historical and cultural resources;39
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(19) Coordinate a comprehensive state program for mitigating,1

preparing for, responding to, and recovering from emergencies and2

disasters;3

(20) Promote volunteerism and citizen service as a means for4

accomplishing local community and economic development goals and5

objectives; and6

(21) Assist local governments to plan for new growth while7

preserving environmental quality and open space.8

NEW SECTION. Sec. 9. (1) The director of the department of trade9

and economic development and the director of the department of10

community development shall, by November 15, 1993, jointly submit a11

plan to the governor for the consolidation and smooth transition of the12

department of trade and economic development and the department of13

community development into the department of economic and community14

development so that the departments will operate as a single entity on15

July 1, 1994.16

(2) The plan shall include:17

(a) Strategies for a sectoral focus, and a targeted geographic18

focus in the delivery of economic and community development services;19

(b) Implementation steps for the department’s efforts at:20

(i) Technology transfer and technology diffusion;21

(ii) Self-employment assistance and entrepreneurial development;22

(iii) Enhancing the participation of the state’s businesses in23

global trade;24

(iv) Linking work force training to its other community and25

business assistance efforts;26

(v) Cooperating with the governor and the legislature in developing27

strategic plans;28

(vi) Assisting local governments in planning;29

(vii) Addressing capital gaps;30

(viii) Providing small business assistance;31

(ix) Marketing and promotion of Washington products;32

(x) Coordination of federal, state, and local community and33

economic development efforts with the state;34

(xi) Maximizing federal economic and community development35

resources within the state;36

(xii) Leveraging limited state resources and broadening the base of37

involvement by working collaboratively with private and public38

institutes of higher education and other public, private, and nonprofit1

organizations;2

(xiii) Encouraging a balance of economic growth between urban and3

rural areas;4

(xiv) Addressing the special needs of economically disadvantaged5

communities and business sectors in transition; and6

(xv) Increasing economic diversification.7

(3) The establishment of benchmarks by which to measure progress8

and the evaluation of the performance and effectiveness of the9

department’s efforts.10

(4) In developing this plan, the directors shall consider existing11

functions and programs of both agencies and make recommendations for12

any changes in programs and functions.13

(5) In developing this plan, the directors shall establish an14

advisory committee, including representatives of groups using services15

and programs of both agencies.16

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. In the next four years after the effective17

date of this section, the department shall pursue the following policy18

objectives:19

(1) Develop, promote, and support partnerships at the local and20

regional level between local development organizations including local21

governments, associate development organizations, port districts,22

private industry councils, chambers of commerce, community colleges,23

vocational institutes, technical colleges, and other institutions of24

higher education;25

(2) Diversify the state economy in economic sectors that offer the26

prospect of family-wage employment through (a) the establishment of27

flexible networks of firms and (b) identification of problems and28

opportunities in industrial competitiveness;29

(3) Encourage environmentally sustainable development that30

maintains the health of the state’s environment while providing31

employment.32

NEW SECTION. Sec. 11. (1) The local economic development service33

program is established in the department. This program shall34

coordinate the delivery of economic development services to local35

communities or regional areas. It shall promote partnerships between36

the public and private sectors and between state and local officials to37
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encourage appropriate economic growth in communities throughout the1

state. The program shall promote local economic development by2

assisting businesses to start up, maintain, or expand their operations,3

by encouraging public infrastructure investment and private capital4

investment in local communities, and by expanding employment5

opportunities.6

(2) The department’s local economic development service program7

shall, among other things, (a) contract with associate development8

organizations for the delivery of economic development services to9

local communities or regional areas; (b) enter into interagency10

agreements with appropriate state agencies, such as the department of11

agriculture and the employment security department, to coordinate the12

delivery of economic development services to local communities or13

regional areas; (c) enter into agreements with other public14

organizations or institutions that provide economic development15

services, such as the small business development center, the Washington16

technology center, community colleges, vocational-technical institutes,17

the University of Washington, Washington State University, four-year18

colleges and universities, the federal small business administration,19

ports, and others, to coordinate the delivery of economic development20

services to local communities and regional areas; and (d) provide21

training, through contracts with public or private organizations, and22

other assistance to associate development organizations to the extent23

resources allow.24

(3) The department shall coordinate economic development efforts to25

minimize program redundancy and maximize accessibility. The department26

shall work to develop links between the state and service users as well27

as among the service users themselves.28

(4) It is the intent of the legislature that the associate29

development organizations contracted with under this program shall30

promote and coordinate, through local service agreements or other31

methods, the delivery of economic development services in their areas32

that are provided by public and private organizations, including state33

agencies.34

(5) The legislature encourages local associate development35

organizations to form partnerships with other associate development36

organizations in their region to combine resources for better access to37

available services, to encourage regional delivery of state services,38
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and to more effectively build the local capacity of communities in the1

region.2

(6)(a) The department shall divide the state into service delivery3

regions. In creating these regions, the department shall consult with4

associate development organizations, port districts, and other local5

economic development entities. The department may use a challenge6

grant process to carry out the purposes of this section. Each region7

shall meet the following criteria:8

(i) Each region shall have a population of no less than one hundred9

thousand;10

(ii) Each region shall contain at least one institution of higher11

education as defined in RCW 28B.10.016; and12

(iii) Each region shall have organizations and resources capable of13

supporting the delivery of community and economic development services14

to all parts of the region.15

The department shall minimize problems of accessibility to services16

that result from a geographically large region, and maximize17

commonalities between the communities in the region.18

(b) In each service delivery region the department shall contract19

with one associate development organization or a consortium of such20

organizations, or another appropriate locally based organization to21

coordinate the delivery of economic development services within the22

region. The contracting organization shall work with local23

governments, associate development organizations, local chambers of24

commerce, private industry councils, port districts, labor groups,25

institutions of higher education, community action programs, and other26

appropriate private, public, or nonprofit community and economic27

development groups within the region and shall involve them in the28

planning for and delivery of economic and community development29

services required by this section.30

The contracting organization shall designate five traded sectors of31

the region’s economy that represent the five most significant sectors32

within the region. The contracting organization shall survey33

businesses and employees in these sectors on an annual basis to gather34

information on the sector’s business needs, expansion plans, relocation35

decisions, training needs, potential layoffs, financing needs,36

availability of financing, and other appropriate information about37

economic trends and specific employer and employee needs in the region.38

The results of these surveys shall be compiled by the department.39
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The contracting organization shall be responsible for coordinating1

the delivery of those public or private training and technical2

assistance services required by the businesses and employees in the3

targeted sectors within its region, as indicated by survey responses.4

Such services shall include entrepreneurial training, job skills5

training, production process analysis, product development assistance,6

marketing, and financial and other management services. The7

contracting organization shall develop a list of individuals and firms8

qualified to meet specialized training or business development needs.9

The department’s selection of contracting organizations or10

consortiums shall be based on the sufficiency of the organization’s or11

consortium’s proposal to carry out the survey of targeted sectors12

within its region and coordinate the delivery of training and technical13

assistance as required by this section.14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 12. The department shall work with private15

sector organizations, local governments, local economic development16

organizations, and institutions of higher education to assist in the17

development of a targeted sectors program. The targeted sectors may18

include, but are not limited to, software, forest products,19

biotechnology, environmental industries, aerospace, food processing,20

tourism, film and video, microelectronics, new materials, robotics, and21

machine tools. The department shall, on a continuing basis, evaluate22

the potential return to the state from devoting additional resources to23

a targeted sectors approach to economic development and including24

additional sectors in its efforts. The department shall use the25

sectorial surveys conducted in each service delivery region in26

formulating its sectorial strategies and in designating new targeted27

sectors.28

In assisting in the development of a targeted sector, the29

department’s activities may include, but are not limited to:30

(1) Conducting focus group discussions, facilitating meetings, and31

conducting studies to identify members of the sector, appraise the32

current state of the sector, and identify issues of common concern33

within the sector;34

(2) Supporting the formation of industry associations, publications35

of association directories, and related efforts to create or expand the36

activities or industry associations;37
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(3) Assisting in the formation of flexible networks by providing1

(a) trained agency employees or private sector consultants to act as2

flexible network brokers and (b) funding for potential flexible network3

participants for the purpose of organizing or implementing a flexible4

network;5

(4) Helping establish research consortia;6

(5) Conducting joint training and education programs and developing7

curricula related to the specific needs of targeted sectors;8

(6) Promoting cooperative market development activities;9

(7) Analyzing the need, feasibility, and cost of establishing10

product certification and testing facilities and services; and11

(8) Providing for methods of electronic communication and12

information dissemination among firms and groups of firms to facilitate13

network activity.14

By January 10th of each year, the department shall report in15

writing on its targeted sector programs to the legislature. The16

department’s report shall include an appraisal of the sector,17

activities the department has undertaken to assist in the development18

of each sector, and recommendations to the legislature regarding19

activities that the state should implement but are currently beyond the20

scope of the department’s program or resources.21

NEW SECTION. Sec. 13. (1) The department shall establish a22

technical assistance and training program. The program shall be23

designed to increase the economic and community development skills24

available in local communities by providing training and funding for25

training for local citizens and businesses. Services shall be targeted26

to those communities most in need of state assistance and shall be27

provided in impact areas.28

(2) The department shall provide direct technical assistance to29

local communities to strengthen their role in building their local30

economies. This assistance shall include, but not be limited to:31

(a) Identifying emerging problems in impact areas for businesses,32

workers, and communities and providing timely assistance;33

(b) Evaluating the economic health of a community including its34

economic base and its strengths, weaknesses, and opportunities;35

(c) Assisting communities and nonprofit development entities in36

developing local economic development strategies, including the37

technical analysis necessary to carry out the strategies;38
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(d) Providing assistance to communities in broadening their local1

economic base, including providing management and financial assistance,2

entrepreneurial training, and assistance to firms in identifying new3

markets and introducing new processes;4

(e) Assisting communities in responding to economic change,5

including supporting organizational and leadership development;6

(f) Assisting local governments to facilitate the siting of7

businesses;8

(g) Facilitating the formation of flexible networks among groups of9

businesses; and10

(h) Providing technical and managerial assistance to small11

businesses including assistance in securing available financing and12

industrial modernization.13

(3) The department shall administer a technical assistance funding14

pool for the delivery to impact areas of the technical assistance15

identified in this section.16

(4) The department shall establish a community development training17

institute to provide intensive economic and community development18

skills training to local communities.19

(5) The department shall establish an entrepreneurial development20

institute using a competitive bidding process among educational21

institutions and nonprofit development organizations.22

NEW SECTION. Sec. 14. (1) To provide local communities with23

flexible sources of funding and client-based community and economic24

development programs, the department shall establish and operate a25

local development grant program. The program shall coordinate funding26

for eligible projects with other federal, state, local, private and27

nonprofit funding sources. Federal community development block grant28

funds administered by the state shall be administered in conjunction29

with this program and the department shall, within federal guidelines,30

give priority to economic development projects in the use of community31

development block grant funds.32

(2) To be eligible to receive funds under this program an33

organization must be a local government, community-based organization,34

nonprofit development organization, port district, or Indian tribe.35

Any local government, associate development organization, or port36

district requesting funds shall demonstrate the participation of a37
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cultural, economic, and ethnic cross-section of the local community in1

the project, including business, labor, and educational institutions.2

(3) In awarding grants under this program, preference shall be3

given to efforts that have the prospect of resulting in long-term,4

family-wage employment, to development that is environmentally5

sustainable, and to projects that are developed and supported jointly6

with nonstate partners. Funds shall not be used for entertainment or7

hosting. Funds granted for economic development projects require a8

contribution of local funds or resources to the project. No less than9

twenty-five percent of available grant funds awarded yearly under this10

program shall be awarded to nonprofit, community-based organizations,11

and no less than twenty-five percent of available grant funds awarded12

yearly under this program shall be awarded to associate development13

organizations.14

(4) The grant program shall include the use of available community15

development block grant funds, loan fund or reserve fund resources to16

make grants to local development organizations for the establishment of17

revolving loan funds for microloans to low-income individuals wishing18

to become self-employed. Such grants shall be conditioned on the local19

development organization’s (a) operating a structured entrepreneurial20

training program for its low-income clients and (b) requiring21

participation in the training program before awarding a microloan to22

those desiring a microloan.23

Sec. 15. RCW 28C.18.060 and 1991 c 238 s 7 are each amended to24

read as follows:25

The board, in cooperation with the operating agencies of the state26

training system shall:27

(1) Concentrate its major efforts on planning, coordination28

evaluation, policy analysis, and recommending improvements to the29

state’s training system.30

(2) Advocate for the state training system and for meeting the31

needs of employers and the work force for work force education and32

training.33

(3) Establish and maintain an inventory of the programs of the34

state training system, and related state programs, and perform a35

biennial assessment of the vocational education, training, and adult36
