AN ACT Relating to enployers failure to pay industrial insurance
prem uns; adding a new section to chapter 51.32 RCW adding a new
section to chapter 51.04 RCW and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that there is a
continuing problem of enployers illegally failing to insure their
wor kers for industrial insurance. Wen an enpl oyee of an enpl oyer who
has failed to insure his or her workers files a claimfor benefits, the
departnent of | abor and industries is forced to pass on the cost of the
benefits provided to legally insured enployers in the same risk

classification. It is the intent of the legislature to place the
financial burden of paying for the industrial insurance benefits
provided to the injured enployee on the illegally uninsured enpl oyer.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 51.32 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) If a worker is enployed by an enpl oyer who has not secured the
paynment of conpensation as required by this title, the worker is
entitled only to nedical benefits under chapter 51.36 RCW However,
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conpensation in addition to nedical benefits shall be paid if the
worker who is otherwise entitled provides payroll records, canceled
checks, pay stubs, or other docunentation acceptable to the supervisor
of industrial insurance indicating that the worker had reason to
believe that premuns were paid for insuring the worker under this
title.

(2) Al costs related to the benefits paid on behalf of a worker
whose enpl oyer did not secure coverage as required by this title are
the obligation of the enployer and may not be charged by the depart nent
to any other enployer. If an enployer fails to secure the paynent of
conpensation for his or her workers covered under this title and
benefits are paid as authorized under subsection (1) of this section,
the departnent may demand paynent from the enpl oyer of the actual or
estimated cost, whichever is greater, of the benefits provided to the
worker. |If the enpl oyer does not make paynent within ten days fromthe
mai | i ng of such demand by the departnent, the departnent may have and
recover judgnent, warrant, or file liens as provided under this title
for such estimated costs or the actual costs, whichever is greater.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 51.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The director shall report biennially to the appropriate commttees
of the |egislature concerning the anount of noney paid out by the
departnment, and not recovered under section 2(2) of this act, for
benefits provided under this title to enpl oyees of enpl oyers who fail ed
to secure the paynent of conpensation as required by this title.
