WHEREAS, A citizen suit filed under the federal C ean Water Act has
sought enforcenent of the provisions of the federal act regarding
violations of water quality standards in bodies of water and segnents
of streans in this state; and

VWHEREAS, The United States Environnmental Protection Agency has
agreed to a settlenent of that suit that provides for the
i npl enentation, over the next one and one-half decades, of the
provi sions of the federal act regarding total maxi numdaily | oads for
t hose bodi es of water and stream segnents; and

VWHEREAS, The executive branch of state governnent has entered into
an agreenent with the federal agency to provide a program for
inplementing the settlement with the state’s Departnent of Ecol ogy
acting as the | ead agency for that inplenentation; and

WHEREAS, Conducting the programw |l involve the dedication of a
consi der abl e anmount of state resources and the products of the program
have the potential for affecting in very significant ways citizens and
a broad range of communities, from urban to silvicultural and
agricultural, and their equally broad range of interests; and

WHEREAS, It is essential that the | egislature examne all aspects
of the departnent’s programfor inplenenting the settlenent, including
but not limted to, an exam nation of the decisions that affect how

water quality problens are defined, the causes of those problens, and
t he means by which solutions to these problens are to be devel oped and
i npl enent ed,;

NOW THEREFORE, BE | T RESOLVED, By the House of Representatives of
the state of Washington, the Senate concurring, That a joint select
commttee on water quality be appointed to exam ne these deci sions,
causes, solution devel opnent, and other aspects of the departnent’s
program to inplenent the settlenment and to engage this state’s
communities, industries, interest groups, and citizens in this
exam nation; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the joint select commttee be conposed
of three nenbers of the House of Representatives selected by the
Speaker of the House of Representatives, two fromthe majority party
caucus in the House of Representatives and one fromthe mnority party
caucus in the House of Representatives, and three nenbers of the Senate
appoi nted by the President of the Senate, two fromthe majority party
caucus in the Senate and one from the mnority party caucus in the
Senate; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the nenbers of the joint select
commttee select cochairs of the commttee, one from the House of
Representatives and one fromthe Senate and that staff support for the
joint select commttee be provided by the office of program research
and Senate committee services; and

BE | T FURTHER RESOLVED, That the joint select commttee report its
recommendations to the | egislature at the regul ar session held in 1999.
