Murray Morgan worked for the august institutions of Tinme nagazine, the
Col unbi a Broadcasti ng Conpany, The New York Heral d Tri bune, the Hoqui am
Washi ngt oni an, and the Tacoma News Tri bune; and
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WHEREAS, Murray Myrgan’s penchant for nmeandering around the Puget
Sound region, the Northwest, and the world on a shoestring and at the
drop of a hat, and often with his wife of fifty plus years, Rosa, has
given rise to his historical tones on Tacoma, Seattle, the A ynpic
Peni nsula, the Colunbia River, Gand Coulee Dam the St. Paul and
Tacoma Lunber Conpany, the Al aska gold rush, the 1962 Seattle Wrld's
Fair, and his nost favorite topic, the Aleutian Islands; and

WHEREAS, By conveying his many interests and adventures through
written and verbal nediuns, Murray Morgan has brought the world cl oser
to Tacoma, and Tacoma and the Pacific Northwest closer to the rest of
the world; and

WHEREAS, Murray Mirgan in the early 1950's, while serving as a
bridge tender on the Eleventh Street Bridge on State Route No. 509 in
Tacoma, Washington, wote nuch of his famed Skid Road,

NOW THEREFORE, Your Menoralists respectfully pray that the
Washi ngton State Transportati on Comm ssi on conmence proceedi ngs to nane
the Eleventh Street Bridge on State Route No. 509 "The Murray Morgan
Bridge," and that a cerenpny to nanme the bridge take place as soon as
is practicable.
