AN ACT Rel ating to the sumrer school junp start program adding a
new section to chapter 28A. 630 RCW creating a new section; and maki ng
an appropriation.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that students could
get a quick start on the next school year if they had the opportunity
to spend tine learning during the sunmer. The legislature further
finds that school districts are often only able to provide |limted
sumrer school opportunities due tolimted resources. The |egislature
further finds that sonme students in sixth, seventh, and eighth grade
face difficult academ c chall enges during the m ddl e school years and
that future academ c problens can be prevented through academ c help
during the summer nonths.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 28A 630
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) The sunmmer school junp start program is created to give
students a junp start on the next school year.
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(2) The program shall be designed to provide funds, to the extent
funds are appropriated, for eligible school districts to provide sunmer
school prograns to students who woul d be entering grades six, seven, or
ei ght .

(3) A school district or group of school districts are eligible for
funds if the district or districts:

(a) Provide the summer school services in the sumer school junp
start programto students w thout charge;

(b) Provide a mnimumof fifty percent of the cost of the summer
school program from other funds including but not limted to private
donations, contributions fromother public entities, or fromdistrict
sour ces;

(c) Design the sumrer school junp start program to help students
better neet the academ c | earning standards and | earning goals; and

(d) Develop and inplenent a plan to assess the effect of the junp
start program on students’ achievenents in school

(4) The superintendent of public instruction shall adm nister the
program and nmay adopt rul es as necessary for the adm nistration of the
program

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 3. The sumof five hundred thousand dollars, or
as nmuch thereof as nay be necessary, is appropriated for the fisca
year endi ng June 30, 1998, fromthe general fund to the superintendent
of public instruction for the purposes of this act.
