AN ACT Relating to solid waste managenent; and anending RCW
70. 95. 030.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW70.95.030 and 1998 ¢ 36 s 17 are each anended to read
as follows:

As used in this chapter, unless the context indicates otherw se:

(1) "Cty" nmeans every incorporated city and town.

(2) "Conmm ssion"” neans the utilities and transportati on comm ssi on.

(3) "Conmttee" neans the state solid waste advisory conmmttee.

(4) "Conposted material" neans organic solid waste that has been
subjected to controll ed aerobic degradation at a solid waste facility
in compliance with the requirenments of this chapter. Natural decay of
organic solid waste under uncontrolled conditions does not result in
conposted nateri al

(5) "Departnent" neans the departnent of ecol ogy.

(6) "Director"” nmeans the director of the departnent of ecol ogy.

(7) "Disposal site" neans the | ocation where any final treatnent,
utilization, processing, or deposit of solid waste occurs.
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(8) "Energy recovery" neans a process operating under federal and
state environnmental |aws and regulations for converting solid waste
into usable energy and for reducing the volune of solid waste.

(9) "Functional standards" neans criteria for solid waste handling
expressed in ternms of expected performance or solid waste handling
functi ons.

(10) "Incineration" nmeans a process of reducing the volune of solid
waste operating under federal and state environnental |aws and
regul ations by use of an enclosed device using controlled flane
conbusti on.

(11) "Jurisdictional health departnent” neans city, county, city-
county, or district public health departmnent.

(12) "Landfill"™ nmeans a disposal facility or part of a facility at
which solid waste is placed in or on land and which is not a |and
treatnment facility.

(13) "Local governnent" neans a city, town, or county.

(14) "Mdify" neans to substantially change the design or
operational plans including, but not limted to, renoval of a design
el ement previously set forthin apermt application or the addition of
a disposal or processing activity that is not approved in the permt.

(15) "Multiple fam |y residence" nmeans any structure housing two or
nore dwel ling units.

(16) "Person" neans individual, firm association, copartnershinp,
political subdivision, governnment agency, nunicipality, industry,
public or private corporation, or any other entity what soever.

(17) "Recyclable materials" nmeans those solid wastes that are
separated for recycling or reuse, such as papers, netals, and gl ass,
that are identified as recyclable material pursuant to a |ocal
conprehensive solid waste plan. Prior to the adoption of the |oca
conpr ehensi ve solid waste plan, adopted pursuant to RCW 70. 95.110(2),
| ocal governnments may identify recyclable materials by ordi nance from
July 23, 1989.

(18) "Recycling" neans transformng or remanufacturing waste
materials into usable or marketable materials for use other than
landfill disposal or incineration.

(19) "Residence" neans the regular dwelling place of an individual
or individuals.

(20) "Sewage sludge" neans a sem solid substance consisting of
settled sewage solids conbined with varying anounts of water and
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di ssol ved materials, generated froma wastewater treatnent system that
does not neet the requirenents of chapter 70.95J RCW

(21) "Soil anendnent” neans any substance that is intended to
i nprove the physical characteristics of the soil, except conposted
mat eri al , commer ci al fertilizers, agricul tural limng agents,
unmani pul ated ani mal manures, unmani pul ated vegetable manures, food
wast es, food processing wastes, and materials exenpted by rule of the
departnent, such as biosolids as defined in chapter 70.95J RCW and
wast ewater as regul ated in chapter 90.48 RCW

(22) "Solid waste" or "wastes" neans all putrescible and
nonputresci ble solid and sem solid wastes including, but not limted
to, garbage, rubbish, ashes, industrial wastes, swll, sewage sl udge,

denolition and construction wastes in containers under ten cubic yards
in size, abandoned vehicles or parts thereof, and recycl able materi al s.

(23) "Solid waste handling”" neans the nmanagenent, storage,
collection, transportation, treatnent, wutilization, processing, and
final disposal of solid wastes, including the recovery and recycling of
materials from solid wastes, the recovery of energy resources from
solid wastes or the conversion of the energy in solid wastes to nore
useful forms or conbinations thereof.

(24) "Source separation" nmeans the separation of different kinds of
solid waste at the place where the waste origi nates.

(25) "Vehicle" includes every device physically capable of being
noved upon a public or private highway, road, street, or watercourse
and in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be
transported or drawn upon a public or private highway, road, street, or
wat er cour se, except devices noved by human or animal power or used
excl usively upon stationary rails or tracks.

(26) "Waste-derived soil anmendnent” neans any soil anendment as
defined in this chapter that is derived fromsolid waste as defined in
RCW 70. 95. 030, but does not include biosolids or biosolids products
regul ated under chapter 70.95J RCW or wastewaters regulated under
chapter 90.48 RCW

(27) "Waste reduction" neans reducing the amount or toxicity of
wast e generated or reusing materials.
