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(2) The supreme court shall prescribe by rule a schedule of1

monetary penalties for designated traffic infractions. This rule shall2

also specify the conditions under which local courts may exercise3

discretion in assessing fines and penalties for traffic infractions.4

The legislature respectfully requests the supreme court to adjust this5

schedule every two years for inflation.6
