BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:8

Sec. 1. RCW 9.96A.020 and 1999 c 1 6 s 1 are each amended to read9

as follows:10

(1) Subject to the exceptions in subsections (3) ((and (4)))11

through (5) of this section, and unless there is another provision of12

law to the contrary, a person is not disqualified from employment by13

the state of Washington or any of its counties, cities, towns,14

municipal corporations, or quasi-municipal corporations, nor is a15

person disqualified to practice, pursue or engage in any occupation,16

trade, vocation, or business for which a license, permit, certificate17

or registration is required to be issued by the state of Washington or18

any of its counties, cities, towns, municipal corporations, or quasi-19
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municipal corporations solely because of a prior conviction of a1

felony. However, this section does not preclude the fact of any prior2

conviction of a crime from being considered.3

(2) A person may be denied employment by the state of Washington or4

any of its counties, cities, towns, municipal corporations, or quasi-5

municipal corporations, or a person may be denied a license, permit,6

certificate or registration to pursue, practice or engage in an7

occupation, trade, vocation, or business by reason of the prior8

conviction of a felony if the felony for which he or she was convicted9

directly relates to the position of employment sought or to the10

specific occupation, trade, vocation, or business for which the11

license, permit, certificate or registration is sought, and the time12

elapsed since the conviction is less than ten years. However, for13

positions in the county treasurer’s office, a person may be14

disqualified from employment because of a prior guilty plea or15

conviction of a felony involving embezzlement or theft, even if the16

time elapsed since the guilty plea or conviction is ten years or more.17

(3) A person is disqualified for any certificate required or18

authorized under chapters 28A.405 or 28A.410 RCW, because of a prior19

guilty plea or the conviction of a felony involving sexual exploitation20

of a child under chapter 9.68A RCW, sexual offenses under chapter 9A.4421

RCW where a minor is the victim, promoting prostitution of a minor22

under chapter 9A.88 RCW, or a violation of similar laws of another23

jurisdiction, even if the time elapsed since the guilty plea or24

conviction is ten years or more.25

(4) A person is disqualified from employment by school districts,26

educational service districts, and their contractors hiring employees27

who will have regularly scheduled unsupervised access to children,28

because of a prior guilty plea or conviction of a felony involving29

sexual exploitation of a child under chapter 9.68A RCW, sexual offenses30

under chapter 9A.44 RCW where a minor is the victim, promoting31

prostitution of a minor under chapter 9A.88 RCW, or a violation of32

similar laws of another jurisdiction, even if the time elapsed since33

the guilty plea or conviction is ten years or more.34

(5) The department of social and health services is exempt from the35

requirements of subsections (1) and (2) of this section when employing36

a person who, in the course of his or her employment, will or may have37

unsupervised access to children, juveniles as defined in RCW 72.05.020,38
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vulnerable adults as defined in RCW 43.20A.020, or individuals with1

developmental disabilities or mental illness.2

(6) Subsections (3) and (4) of this section only apply to a person3

applying for a certificate or for employment on or after July 25, 1993.4

Sec. 2. RCW 41.06.475 and 1993 c 281 s 38 are each amended to read5

as follows:6

(1) The Washington personnel resources board shall adopt rules,7

consistent with RCW 43.20A.710, and in cooperation with the secretary8

of social and health services, ((for)) concerning the background9

investigation of ((persons being considered for state employment in10

positions directly responsible for the supervision, care, or treatment11

of children or developmentally disabled persons)) current employees or12

applicants seeking or being considered for any position that will or13

may allow unsupervised access, as defined in RCW 43.43.830, to14

children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with15

developmental disabilities or mental illness.16

(2) The rules shall:17

(a) Specify that the department of social and health services shall18

conduct a background investigation, including a conviction record check19

through the Washington state patrol in accordance with chapter 10.9720

RCW, on all current department of social and health services’21

employees, volunteers and students, and all applicants who are being22

considered for any existing or new position under this act;23

(b) Require that the background investigation conducted on24

applicants or current department of social and health services’25

employees be equivalent to the investigation required to be conducted26

for any service provider, entity, agency, facility, organization or27

business, their staff, and volunteers and students. The secretary of28

social and health services shall use the information solely to29

determine the character, suitability, and competence of the applicant30

to have unsupervised access to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults,31

or individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness;32

(c) Require that the disqualification of an applicant or current33

department of social and health services’ employee from unsupervised34

access to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with35

developmental disabilities or mental illness is based on a standard36

equivalent to the disqualification requirements for service providers37

who are not department of social and health services’ employees;38
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(d) Specify that one year from the effective date of this act, the1

department of social and health services will initiate background check2

investigations for all current department of social and health3

services’ employees, students, and volunteers who hold positions4

covered by this section and have not previously had a department of5

social and health services’ background check investigation under this6

act;7

(e) Specify that any current employee or applicant seeking or being8

considered for employment with the department of social and health9

services in a position covered under this act who has resided in the10

state less than three years prior to the application for the position11

will be required to be fingerprinted for the purpose of conducting a12

background check through the federal bureau of investigation;13

(f) Describe the actions the department of social and health14

services will take if, as a result of a background investigation, a15

current permanent employee is not eligible to have unsupervised access16

to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with17

developmental disabilities or mental illness;18

(g) Ensure that if an employee’s position is changed due to a19

reduction in force or reorganization, and the new position includes20

unsupervised access to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or21

individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness, the22

department of social and health services will conduct a background23

investigation unless a background investigation has previously been24

conducted in accordance with this section;25

(h) Require that information obtained from a background26

investigation will be private in accordance with chapter 10.97 RCW,27

Washington state criminal records privacy act, and be handled under the28

confidentiality requirements of the Washington state patrol and the29

federal bureau of investigation; and30

(i) Specify that department of social and health services’31

employees who work for more than one administration, or those that32

transfer from one administration to another, will be responsible to33

meet the background investigation standards of the administration with34

the more rigorous requirement .35

As used in this chapter, unless the context indicates otherwise:38
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(1) "Applicant" means applicant as defined in RCW 43.43.830.1

(2) "Background investigation" means a review of conviction2

records, and may include: Review of in-state and/or out-of-state3

disciplinary board final decisions; civil adjudication records; records4

of protection orders issued against the applicant; department findings;5

license status; and pending charges.6

(3) "Department" means the department of social and health7

services.8

(((2) "Secretary" means the secretary of the department of social9

and health services.10

(3))) (4) "Department finding" means a determination by the11

department that an individual has physically, sexually, or verbally12

abused, neglected, or exploited a child, juvenile, vulnerable adult, or13

individual with a developmental disability or mental illness.14

(8) "License status" means the current and past history of an29

individual’s professional license, certification, or registration or30

the current and past history of a license issued to a service provider,31

organization, agency, or other entity to provide care or service to32

children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with33

developmental disabilities or mental illness.34

(9) "Overpayment" means any department payment or department35

benefit to a recipient or to a vendor in excess of that to which the36

recipient or vendor is entitled by law, rule, or contract, including37

amounts in dispute pending resolution.38
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(((5))) (10) "Secretary" means the secretary of the department of1

social and health services.2

(11) "Vendor" means an entity that provides goods or services to or3

for clientele of the department and that controls operational4

decisions.5

(12) "Vulnerable adult, or an individual with a developmental6

disability or mental illness" means the same as those terms are defined7

in RCW 43.43.830 and chapter 74.34 RCW, except for agencies certified8

under chapter 70.96A RCW, vulnerable adult means individuals admitted9

for detoxification treatment or who are involuntarily committed under10

chapter 70.96A RCW.11

(1) The secretary shall ((investigate the conviction records,14

pending charges or disciplinary board final decisions of)) conduct15

background investigations for :16

(a) ((Persons being considered for state employment in positions17

directly responsible for the supervision, care, or treatment of)) Any18

current employee or applicant seeking or being considered for any19

position with the department who will or may have unsupervised access20

to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with mental21

illness or developmental disabilities according to rules adopted under22

RCW 41.06.475 ;23

(b) ((Persons being considered for state employment in positions24

involving unsupervised access to vulnerable adults)) Any current25

employee or applicant seeking or being considered for any position with26

the department who will or may have unsupervised access to children,27

juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with developmental28

disabilities or mental illness to conduct comprehensive assessments,29

financial eligibility determinations, licensing and certification30

activities, investigations, surveys, or case management; or for state31

positions otherwise required by federal law to meet employment32

(c) Individual providers who are paid by the state and providers34

who are paid by home care agencies to provide in-home services35

involving unsupervised access to persons with physical, mental, or36

provided under chapter 74.39 or 74.39A RCW; and2

(d) Individuals or businesses or organizations for the care,3

supervision, case management, or treatment of children, developmentally4

disabled persons, or vulnerable adults, including but not limited to5

services contracted for under chapter 18.20, 18.48, 70.127, 70.128,6

72.36, or 74.39A RCW or Title 71A RCW.7

(2) The investigation may include an examination of state and8

national criminal identification data. The secretary shall use the9

information solely ((for the purpose of determining)) to determine the10

character, suitability, and competence of ((these)) applicants to have11

unsupervised access to children, juveniles, vulnerable adults, or12

individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness .13

(3) An individual provider or home care agency provider who has14

resided in the state less than three years before applying for15

employment involving unsupervised access to a vulnerable adult as16

defined in chapter 74.34 RCW must be fingerprinted for the purpose of17

investigating conviction records both through the Washington state18

patrol and the federal bureau of investigation. This subsection19

applies only with respect to the provision of in-home services funded20

by medicaid personal care under RCW 74.09.520, community options21

program entry system waiver services under RCW 74.39A.030, or chore22

services under RCW 74.39A.110. However, this subsection does not23

supersede RCW 74.15.030(2)(b).24

(4) An individual provider or home care agency provider hired to25

provide in-home care for and having unsupervised access to a vulnerable26

adult as defined in chapter 74.34 RCW must have no conviction for a27

disqualifying crime under RCW 43.43.830 and 43.43.842. An individual28

or home care agency provider must also have no conviction for a crime29

relating to drugs as defined in RCW 43.43.830. This subsection applies30

only with respect to the provision of in-home services funded by31

medicaid personal care under RCW 74.09.520, community options program32

entry system waiver services under RCW 74.39A.030, or chore services33

under RCW 74.39A.110.34

(5) The secretary shall provide the results of the background check35

on individual providers to the persons hiring them or to their legal36

guardians, if any, for their determination of the character,37

suitability, and competence of the applicants. If the person elects to38

hire or retain an individual provider after receiving notice from the39
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department that the applicant has a conviction for an offense that1

would disqualify the applicant from having unsupervised access to2

persons with physical, mental, or developmental disabilities or mental3

illness, or to vulnerable adults as defined in chapter 74.34 RCW, then4

the secretary shall deny payment for any subsequent services rendered5

by the disqualified individual provider.6

(6) Criminal justice agencies shall provide the secretary such7

information as they may have and that the secretary may require for8

such purpose.9

Unless the context clearly requires otherwise, the definitions in12

this section apply throughout RCW 43.43.830 through ((43.43.840))13

43.43.842 .14

(1) "Applicant" means:15

(a) Any prospective employee or student who will or may have16

unsupervised access to children under sixteen years of age ((or17

developmentally disabled persons or)), juveniles, vulnerable adults, or18

individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness during19

the course of his or her employment or involvement with the business or20

organization;21

(b) Any prospective volunteer who will or may have regularly22

scheduled unsupervised access to children under sixteen years of age,23

((developmentally disabled persons, or)) juveniles, vulnerable adults,24

or individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness during25

the course of his or her employment or involvement with the business or26

organization under circumstances where such access will or may involve27

groups of (i) five or fewer children under twelve years of age, (ii)28

three or fewer children between twelve and sixteen years of age, (iii)29

In5

the case of vulnerable adults, civil adjudication means a specific6

court finding of abuse or financial exploitation in a protection7

proceeding under chapter 74.34 RCW. It does not include administrative8

proceedings. The term "civil adjudication" is further limited to court9

findings that identify as the perpetrator of the abuse a named10

individual, over the age of eighteen years, who was a party to the11

dependency or dissolution proceeding or was a respondent in a12

protection proceeding in which the finding was made and who contested13

the allegation of abuse or exploitation.14

(4) "Conviction record" means "conviction record" information as15

defined in RCW 10.97.030(3) relating to a crime against children or16

other persons committed by either an adult or a juvenile. It does not17

include a conviction for an offense that has been the subject of an18

expungement, pardon, annulment, certificate of rehabilitation, or other19

equivalent procedure based on a finding of the rehabilitation of the20

person convicted, or a conviction that has been the subject of a21

pardon, annulment, or other equivalent procedure based on a finding of22

innocence.

degree rape of a child; first or second degree robbery; first degree31

arson; first degree burglary; first or second degree manslaughter;32

first or second degree extortion; indecent liberties; incest; vehicular33

homicide; first degree promoting prostitution; communication with a34

minor; unlawful imprisonment; simple assault; sexual exploitation of35

minors; first or second degree criminal mistreatment; child abuse or36

(7) "Crimes relating to financial exploitation" means a conviction10

for first, second, or third degree extortion; first, second, or third11

degree theft; first or second degree robbery; forgery; or any of these12

crimes as they may be renamed in the future.13

(8) "Disciplinary board final decision" means any final decision14

issued by a disciplining authority under chapter 18.130 RCW or the15

secretary of the department of health for the following businesses or16

professions:17

(a) Chiropractic;18

(b) Dentistry;19

(e) Midwifery;22

(12) "Agency" means any person, firm, partnership, association,11

corporation, or facility which receives, provides services to, houses,12

or otherwise cares for vulnerable adults, children, juveniles, or13

individuals with developmental disabilities or mental illness.14

(13) "Juvenile" means juvenile as defined in RCW 43.20A.020 .15

Sec. 6. RCW 43.43.832 and 2000 c 8 7 s 1 are each amended to read16

as follows:17

(1) The legislature finds that businesses and organizations18

providing services to children, ((developmentally disabled persons,19

and)) juveniles, vulnerable adults, or individuals with developmental20

disabilities or mental illness need adequate information to determine21

which employees or licensees to hire or engage. The legislature22

further finds that many ((developmentally disabled)) individuals23

((and)) with developmental disabilities or mental illness, or other24

vulnerable adults desire to hire their own employees directly and also25

need adequate information to determine which employees or licensees to26

hire or engage. Therefore, the Washington state patrol criminal27

identification system shall disclose, upon the request of a business or28

organization as defined in RCW 43.43.830, ((a developmentally disabled29

person)) an individual with a developmental disability or mental30

illness , or a vulnerable adult as defined in RCW 43.43.830 or his or31

her guardian, an applicant’s record for convictions of offenses against32

children or other persons, convictions for crimes relating to financial33

exploitation, but only if the victim was a vulnerable adult,34

adjudications of child abuse in a civil action, the issuance of a35

protection order against the respondent under chapter 74.34 RCW, and36

disciplinary board final decisions and any subsequent criminal charges37

(2) The legislature also finds that the state board of education3

may request of the Washington state patrol criminal identification4

system information regarding a certificate applicant’s record for5

convictions under subsection (1) of this section.6

(3) The legislature also finds that law enforcement agencies, the7

office of the attorney general, prosecuting authorities, and the8

department of social and health services may request this same9

information to aid in the investigation and prosecution of child,10

developmentally disabled person, and vulnerable adult abuse cases and11

to protect children and adults from further incidents of abuse.12

conduct comprehensive assessments, financial eligibility27

determinations, licensing and certification activities, investigations,28

(a) L icensing agencies or facilities with individuals in positions33

directly responsible for the care, supervision, or treatment of34

children, ((developmentally disabled persons)) juveniles , ((or))35

vulnerable adults, ((including but not limited to agencies or36

facilities licensed under chapter 74.15 or 18.51 RCW)) or individuals37

with developmental disabilities or mental illness ;38
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(((d) When)) (b) C ontracting with individuals or businesses or1

organizations for the care, supervision, case management, or treatment2

of children, ((developmentally disabled persons)) juveniles , ((or))3

vulnerable adults, ((including but not limited to services contracted4

for under chapter 18.20, 18.48, 70.127, 70.128, 72.36, or 74.39A RCW or5

Title 71A RCW)) or individuals with developmental disabilities or6

(((e) When)) (c) I ndividual providers are paid by the state or8

providers are paid by home care agencies to provide in-home services9

involving unsupervised access to persons with physical, mental, or10

developmental disabilities or mental illness, or to vulnerable adults11

as defined in ((chapter 74.34)) RCW 43.43.830 , including but not12

limited to services provided under chapter 74.39 or 74.39A RCW.13

(((5))) (6) Whenever a state conviction record check is required by14

state law, persons may be employed or engaged as volunteers or15

independent contractors on a conditional basis pending completion of16

the state background investigation. Whenever a national criminal17

record check through the federal bureau of investigation is required by18

state law, a person may be employed or engaged as a volunteer or19

independent contractor on a conditional basis pending completion of the20

national check.21

(7) The Washington personnel resources board shall adopt rules in22

accordance with RCW 41.06.475 to accomplish the purposes of this23

subsection as it applies to state employees.24

(((6))) (8) (a) For purposes of facilitating timely access to25

criminal background information and to reasonably minimize the number26

of requests made under this section, recognizing that certain health27

care providers change employment frequently, health care facilities28

may, upon request from another health care facility, share copies of29

completed criminal background inquiry information.30

(b) Completed criminal background inquiry information may be shared31

by a willing health care facility only if the following conditions are32

satisfied: The licensed health care facility sharing the criminal33

background inquiry information is reasonably known to be the person’s34

most recent employer, no more than twelve months has elapsed from the35

date the person was last employed at a licensed health care facility to36

the date of their current employment application, and the criminal37

background information is no more than two years old.38
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(c) If criminal background inquiry information is shared, the1

health care facility employing the subject of the inquiry must require2

the applicant to sign a disclosure statement indicating that there has3

been no conviction or finding as described in RCW 43.43.842 since the4

completion date of the most recent criminal background inquiry.5

(d) Any health care facility that knows or has reason to believe6

that an applicant has or may have a disqualifying conviction or finding7

as described in RCW 43.43.842, subsequent to the completion date of8

their most recent criminal background inquiry, shall be prohibited from9

relying on the applicant’s previous employer’s criminal background10

inquiry information. A new criminal background inquiry shall be11

requested pursuant to RCW 43.43.830 through 43.43.842.12

(e) Health care facilities that share criminal background inquiry13

information shall be immune from any claim of defamation, invasion of14

privacy, negligence, or any other claim in connection with any15

dissemination of this information in accordance with this subsection.16

(f) Health care facilities shall transmit and receive the criminal17

background inquiry information in a manner that reasonably protects the18

subject’s rights to privacy and confidentiality.19

(g) For the purposes of this subsection, "health care facility"20

means a nursing home licensed under chapter 18.51 RCW, a boarding home21

licensed under chapter 18.20 RCW, or an adult family home licensed22

under chapter 70.128 RCW.23

(((7))) (9) If a federal bureau of investigation check is required24

in addition to the state background check by the department of social25

and health services, an applicant who is not disqualified based on the26

results of the state background check shall be eligible for a one27

hundred twenty day provisional approval to hire, pending the outcome of28

the federal bureau of investigation check. The department may extend29

the provisional approval until receipt of the federal bureau of30

investigation check. If the federal bureau of investigation check31

disqualifies an applicant, the department shall notify the requestor32

that the provisional approval to hire is withdrawn and the applicant33

may be terminated.34

(1) A person shall not be eligible for an employed or volunteer37

position within the juvenile rehabilitation administration or any38
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agency with which it contracts in which the person may have regular or1

(4) For purposes of this section "may have regular access to20

juveniles" means access for more than a nominal amount of time.21

(5) The department shall adopt rules to implement this section.22

(1) In consultation with law enforcement personnel and other state25

agencies , the secretary shall have the power and duty to investigate26

the ((conviction record and the protection proceeding record27

information under chapter 43.43 RCW of each prospective employee of))28

background of any current employee or applicant, as defined in RCW29

43.20A.020, seeking or being considered for any position that will or30

may allow unsupervised access, as defined in RCW 43.43.830, to clients31

residing in a state hospital.32

at the expense of the licensee except that in the case of a foster1

family home, if this expense would work a hardship on the licensee, the2

department shall pay the expense. The licensee may not pass this cost3

on to the employee or prospective employee, unless the employee is4

determined to be unsuitable due to his or her criminal history record.5

The secretary shall use the information solely for the purpose of6

determining eligibility for a license and for determining the7

character, suitability, and competence of those persons or agencies,8

excluding parents, not required to be licensed who are authorized to9

care for children, expectant mothers, and ((developmentally disabled10

persons)) individuals with developmental disabilities . Criminal11

justice agencies shall provide the secretary such information as they12

may have and that the secretary may require for such purpose;13

(c) The number of qualified persons required to render the type of14

care and treatment for which an agency seeks a license;15

(3) To investigate any person, including relatives by blood or28

marriage except for parents, for character, suitability, and competence29

in the care and treatment of children, expectant mothers, and30

((developmentally disabled persons)) individuals with developmental31

disabilities prior to authorizing that person to care for children,32

expectant mothers, and ((developmentally disabled persons)) individuals33

with developmental disabilities . However, if a child is placed with a34

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(4) On reports of alleged child abuse and neglect, to investigate1

agencies in accordance with chapter 26.44 RCW, including child day-care2

centers and family day-care homes, to determine whether the alleged3

(5) To issue, revoke, or deny licenses to agencies pursuant to6

chapter 74.15 RCW and RCW 74.13.031. Licenses shall specify the7

category of care which an agency is authorized to render and the ages,8

them improve their methods and facilities for the care of children,22

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. The Washington personnel resources board25

and the department of social and health services must adopt emergency26

rules to implement this act to protect the health and safety of the27

vulnerable clients of the department of social and health services.28

NEW SECTION. Sec. 11. This act is necessary for the immediate29

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the30

state government and its existing public institutions, and takes effect31

immediately.32
