House Bills

HB 1053-S by House Committee on State Government
(originally sponsored by Representatives
Miloscia, Armstrong, Haigh, Simpson, Schoesler, Quall,
O'Brien, Kirby, Cox, Eickmeyer, Berkey, McCoy,
Ruderman, Hatfield, Sullivan, Morris, Linville, Ahern,
Veloria, Bush, Conway, Dickerson, Lovick, Fromhold,
Dunshee, Gombosky, Kenney, Kagi, Schual-Berke and
Campbell)

Enhancing government accountability.

(AS OF HOUSE 2ND READING 6/10/03)

Finds that: (1) Public confidence in government is
essential. Public programs must continuously improve in
quality, efficiency, and effectiveness in order to increase
public trust;

(2) Washington state government and other entitiesthat
receive tax dollars must continuously improve the way they
operate and deliver services so citizens receive maximum
value for their tax dollars;

(3) Anindependent citizen oversight board is necessary
to establish a program to ensure that government services,
customer satisfaction, program efficiency, and management
systems are world class in performance; and

(4) Fair, independent, professional performance audits
of state agencies by the state auditor are essentia to
improving the efficiency and effectiveness of government.

Creates the citizen oversight board to improve
efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability in state
government.

Provides that the board and the state auditor shall work
together regarding performance audits of state government.

Directs the board to establish criteria for performance
audits. Agenciesshall be audited using criteriathat include
generally accepted government auditing standardsaswell as
legislativemandatesand performance objectivesestablished
by state agencies. Mandates include, but are not limited to,
agency strategies, time lines, program objectives, and
mission and goals as required in RCW 43.88.090.

Authorizes the state auditor and the board to develop a
grading system for the audits. The audit report may include
the agency grade, evaluation and identification of best
practices, and findings and recommendations for efficiency
and effectiveness of state programs. The board and the state
auditor shall examine a system for grading the audits. The
board shall report itsfindingsto thelegislature by December
31, 2003.

Requires the state auditor to solicit comments on
preliminary performance audit reportsfrom theaudited state
agency, the office of the governor, the office of financia
management, the board, and the joint legidative audit and
review committee for comment.

Requires the final reports to be submitted to the board
by the state auditor. The board and the state auditor shall
jointly releasefinal reportstothecitizensof Washington, the
governor, and the appropriate | egislative committees. Final
performance audit reports shall be posted on the internet.

Provides that the audited agency is responsible for
follow-up and corrective action on al performance audit
findings and recommendations. The audited agency’s plan
for addressing each audit finding and recommendation shall
be included in the final audit report.

Providesthat the citizen oversight board created inthis
act and its powers and duties shall be terminated June 30,
2010.

Appropriates the sum of one hundred ninety-two
thousand dollars, or as much thereof as may be necessary,
for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2004, from the general
fund to the state auditor for the purposes of this act.

Appropriates the sum of seven hundred sixty-eight
thousand dollars, or as much thereof as may be necessary,
for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2005, from the general
fund to the state auditor for the purposes of this act.

Appropriates the sum of forty thousand dollars, or as
much thereof as may be necessary, for thefiscal year ending
June 30, 2005, from the general fund to thejoint legislative
audit and review committee for the purposes of this act.

(this act) takes effect on the first day of the month in which
the governor and a manufacturer of commercial airplanes
sign amemorandum of agreement regarding an affirmative
final decision to site asignificant commercial airplanefinal
assembly facility in Washington state. The department shall
provide notice of the effective date of chapter . . ., Laws of
2003 1st sp. sess. (this act) to affected taxpayers, the
legislature, and others as deemed appropriate by the
department.

Provides that chapter . . ., Laws of 2003 1st sp. sess.

Declares an intent to authorize the establishment of
publiccharter school swithinthegeneral and uniform system
of publicschoolsfor the primary purposeof providingmore,
high quality learning environments to assist educationally
disadvantaged students and other students in meeting the
state' s academic standards.

Declares an intent for charter schoolsto function as an
integral element of the public school system maintained at
public expense, free from discrimination, and open to all
studentsin the state, and to be subject to the same academic
standards and performance outcomes as other public
schools.

Intends to encourage school districts to consider using
the chartering process as an optional tool for achieving state
and federal accountability goals.

Finds that in addition to providing more, high quality
public school choices for families, teachers, and students,
public charter schoolsmay be atool for theimprovement of
schoolsinwhich significant numbersof studentspers stently
fail to meet state standards.

Intendsto authorize the use of the chartering process as
a state intervention strategy, consistent with the provisions
of the federal no child left behind act of 2001, to provide
assistance to schools in which significant numbers of
students persistently fail to meet state standards.

Provides that a charter school shall operate
independently of any school district board, under a charter
approved by asponsor or an alternate sponsor under thisact.

Provides that charter schools are exempt from all state
statutes and rules applicable to school districts and school
district boards of directors except those statutesand rules as
provided for and made applicable to charter schools in
accordance with this act and in the school’s approved
charter.

Provides that, to effectuate the primary purpose for
which the legislature established charter schools, a charter
school must bewillingto enroll educationally disadvantaged
studentsand may not limit admission on any basisother than
age group and grade level. Consistent with the legidative
intent of this act, a charter school shall conduct timely
outreach and marketing efforts to educationally
disadvantaged students in the school district in which the
charter school will be located.

Designates a charter application--chartering process.

Establishes application requirements.

Designates approval criteria

Provides for charter renewal and revocation.

Provides that, subject to funding, the Washington
institutefor publicpolicy shall study theimplementationand
effectiveness of this act. The ingtitute shall report to the
legislature on the effectiveness of charter schoolsin raising
student achievement and the impact of charter schools. The
institute also shall examine and discuss whether and how
charter school s have enhanced education reform effortsand
recommend whether relaxing or eliminating certain
regulatory requirementsfor other public schoolscould result
in improved school performance at those schools. The
institute shall recommend changes to this act including
improvements that could be made to the application and
approval process. A preliminary report of the study is due
tothelegislature by March 1, 2006, and afinal report is due
September 1, 2007.

Providesfor the maximum number of charter schools.
