(SUBSTI TUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Provides that a student who has taken the Washington
assessnent of student |earning once but has not successfully
nmet the state standards on one or nore content areas required
for the certificate of academc achievenmrent nmay earn a
certificate of academ c achi evenent by conpleting at | east two
senmesters of additional coursework. |In determning what
coursework and the amount of coursework that shall count
towards attaining the certificate of academ c achi evenent, the
student and his or her parents or guardians shall neet wth
one of the student's classroom instructors for the content
area in which the student failed to successfully neet standard
and the student's gui dance counselor, advisor, or nmentor to
devel op the student |earning plan as established in this act
and to develop the student's high school and beyond plan as
est abli shed by state board of education rules. The follow ng
criteria shall be met in order for the coursework to count
towards attaining the certificate of academ c achi evenment: (1)
The coursework taken shall contribute to the student achieving
t he conpetencies necessary to pursue the goals established in
the student's high school and beyond pl an;

(2) A student nust obtain at |east the equivalent of a C+
grade in each of the courses taken;

(3) The totality of the coursework nmust include
instruction in each of the conpetencies in which the student
failed to neet standard; and

(4) The student nust maintain at |east a seventy-five
percent attendance rate in each of the courses. The instructor
for the course nmay waive the attendance requirenent for
illness.

Directs the state board of education to develop an
accountability plan for use by schools and school districts in
neeting the requirenents of RCW 28A 655.100 (3) and (4) and to
develop and inplenent accountability neasures for schoo
districts and schools that do not neet the yearly progress
benchmarks and the three-year increase goals.

Requi res the Washington state institute for public policy
to review the alternative assessnent created in RCW
28A. 655. 061(10)(c) for effectiveness in hel ping students who
choose this alternative to increase achievenent on the
Washi ngton assessnent of student |earning, graduate on tine
from high school, and, to the extent information is avail abl e,
pursue a college or career pathway of their choice. The
institute for public policy shall issue an initial report to
t he education comrittees of the |egislature in Decenber 2010,
and a second report in Decenber 2012.
