12 (iii) Inflicts bodily injury; ((or))
13 (b) He or she commits a robbery within and against a financial
14 institution as defined in RCW 7.88.010 or 35.38.060; or
15 (c) He or she commits a robbery within and against a pharmacy as
16 defined in RCW 18.64.011.
17 (2) Robbery in the first degree is a class A felony.
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
