thousand or more hours.

(i) In a two-year electrical training program, a minimum of two
thousand four hundred hours of student/instructor c ontact time must be
technical electrical instruction directly related t o the scope of work
of the electrical specialty. Student/instructor co ntact time includes
lecture and in-school lab.

(i) The department may not allow credit for a pr ogram that
accepts more than one thousand hours transferred fr om another school's
program.

(iv) Electrical specialty training school programs of less than
two years will have all of the above student/instru ctor contact time
hours proportionately reduced. Such programs may n ot apply to more
than fifty percent of the work experience required to attain
certification.

(v) Electrical training programs of less than two years may not be
credited towards qualification for journeyman elect rician unless the
training program is used to gain qualification for a four thousand
hour electrical specialty.

(k) No other requirement for eligibility may be im posed.

(2) The department shall establish reasonable rule s for the
examinations to be given applicants for certificate s of competency.
In establishing the rules, the department shall con sult with the
board. Upon determination that the applicant is el igible to take the
examination, the department shall so notify the app licant, indicating
the time and place for taking the examination.
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(3) No noncertified individual may work unsupervis ed more than one

year beyond the date when the trainee would be elig ible to test for a
certificate of competency if working on a full-time basis after
original application for the trainee certificate. For the purposes of
this section, full-time basis means two thousand ho urs."
