NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 19.02 RCW
to read as foll ows:

A person seeking a work permt for the enploynent of m nors under
RCW 49.12.121 is not required to conplete an entirely new naster
application if there are no changes to any other information submtted
on the nost recent master application. The person need only conplete
the parts of a new master application that identify the enployer
seeking the mnor work permt, including address and contact
information, and that indicate the enployer plans to enpl oy one or nore
m nors, the duties to be perfornmed by mnors, and the estinmated nunber
of hours to be worked by m nors.
