Sec. 1. RCW79.10.130 and 2003 ¢ 334 s 540 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The departnent is hereby authorized to carry out all activities
necessary to achieve the purposes of RCW 79.10.060, 79.10.070,
79.10.100 through 79.10.120, 79.10.130, 79.10.200 through 79.10. 330,
79.44.003, and ((#9-96-456-)) 79.105.050 including, but not limted to:

((5)) (a) Planning, construction, and operation of conservation,
recreational sites, areas, roads, and trails, by itself or in
conjunction with any public agency, nonprofit organization, volunteer,

( ( setent++e—and—educational—assectations)) organi zati ons, vol unteers,
and volunteer organizations. 1In addition, nothing in this section is
intended to conflict with the departnent's trust obligations

(2) The definitions in_this subsection apply throughout this
section unless the context clearly requires otherw se.

(a) "Nonprofit organi zation" nmeans: (i) Any organization described
in section 501(c)(3) of the internal revenue code of 1986 (26 U.S.C
Sec. 501(c)(3)) and exenpt from tax under section 501(a) of the
internal revenue code; or (ii) any not-for-profit organization that is
organi zed and conducted for _public benefit and operated primarily for
charitable, civic, educational, religious, welfare, or health purposes.

(b) "Volunteer" or "volunteer organization” neans an individual or
entity performng services for a_ nonprofit organization or a
governnental entity who does not receive conpensation, other than
reasonabl e rei nbursenent or allowances for expenses actually incurred,
or _any other thing of value, in_excess_of five hundred dollars per
year. "Volunteer" includes a volunteer serving as a director, officer,
trustee, or direct service volunteer.
