
WAC 132F-164-150  Mistakes in bids.  The buyer shall examine all 
bid forms for mistakes. In cases of apparent mistakes (where the buyer 
has reason to believe that a mistake has been made) he shall request 
from the bidder a clarification, calling attention to the suspected 
mistake. If the bidder acknowledges a mistake, the matter shall be re-
solved to the satisfaction of the buyer, either by having the bidder 
withdraw or by acceptance.
