
WAC 132W-112-001  Policy.  Wenatchee Valley College shall admit 
all individuals who qualify according to current admission require-
ments. The college, in compliance with Titles VI and VII of the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, Sec-
tion 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, The Americans with Disa-
bilities Act, and other applicable laws and regulations, does not dis-
criminate on the basis of race, creed, religion, color, national ori-
gin, sexual orientation, mental or physical handicaps, age, or gender 
in any of its policies, practices, or procedures. This includes, but 
is not limited to, admissions, employment, financial aid, and educa-
tional services, programs, and activities.

Admissions under the running start program are subject to the 
rules and regulations of the office of the superintendent of public 
instruction, the state board for community and technical colleges, and 
the higher education coordinating board. Curriculum offerings shall be 
provided to meet the educational and training needs of the community. 
All students, regardless of their courses of study, shall be consid-
ered, known, and recognized equally as members of the student body.
