
WAC 308-29-080  Does a collection agency have to notify the cred-
it reporting agency when the debt is satisfied?  If a collection agen-
cy informs a credit-reporting agency of the existence of a claim, the 
collection agency shall promptly notify the credit-reporting agency 
that the claim has been satisfied. In the absence of other applicable 
law, "promptly" shall mean within forty-five days after satisfaction 
of the claim.
