
WAC 392-121-250  Definition—Highest degree level.  As used in 
this chapter, the term "highest degree level" means:

(1) The highest degree earned by the employee from an accredited 
institution of higher education, pursuant to WAC 392-121-249; or

(2) "Nondegreed" for a certificated instructional employee who
holds no bachelor's or higher level degree.
