The prehearing conference may be conduc-
ted by telephone, television, or other electronic means, at the dis-
cretion of the presiding officer and where the rights of the parties
will not be prejudiced. Each participant in the conference shall have
an opportunity to participate effectively in, to hear, and if techni-
cally and economically feasible, to see the entire proceeding while it
is taking place.
