WAC 392-172A-01000 Authority. The state authority for this
chapter is RCW 28A.155.090(7). This authority enables the superintend-
ent of public instruction to promulgate rules and regulations to im-
plement chapter 28A.155 RCW. This authority is supplemented by RCW
28A.300.070 which authorizes the superintendent of public instruction
to receive federal funds in accordance with the provisions of federal
law.

WAC 392-172A-01005 Purposes. The purposes of this chapter are
to:

(1) Implement chapter 28A.155 RCW consistent with the Individuals
with Disabilities Education Act, 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1400 et seq.;

(2) Ensure that all students eligible for special education serv-
ices have available to them a free appropriate public education (FAPE)
that emphasizes special education and related services designed to
meet their unique needs and prepare them for further education, em-
ployment, and independent living;

(3) Ensure that the rights of students eligible for special edu-
cation services and their parents are protected;

(4) Assist school districts, educational service agencies and
federal and state agencies to provide for the education of all stu-
dents eligible for special education services; and

(5) Assess and ensure the effectiveness of efforts to educate
students eligible for special education services.

WAC 392-172A-01010 Applicability. (1) (a) The provisions of this
chapter apply to all political subdivisions and public institutions of
the state that are involved in the education of students eligible for
special education services, including:

(1) The office of superintendent of public instruction (OSPI) to
the extent that it receives payments under Part B and exercises super-
visory authority over the provision of the delivery of special educa-
tion services by school districts and other public agencies;

(3) Each school district and educational service agency 1is re-
sponsible for ensuring that the rights and protections under Part B of
the act are given to students eligible for special education services

The term
does not include a medical device that is surgically implanted, or the
replacement of such device.

(1) The evaluation of the needs of a student, including a func-
tional evaluation of the student in the student's customary environ-
ment;

(2) Purchasing, leasing, or otherwise providing for the acquisi-
tion of assistive technology devices by students eligible for special
education services;

(3) Selecting, designing, fitting, customizing, adapting, apply-
ing, maintaining, repairing, or replacing assistive technology devi-
ces;

(4) Coordinating and wusing other therapies, interventions, or
services with assistive technology devices, such as those associated
with existing education and rehabilitation plans and programs;

(5) Training or technical assistance for a student eligible for
special education services or, if appropriate, that student's family;
and

(6) Training or technical assistance for professionals (including
individuals providing education or rehabilitation services), employ-
ers, or other individuals who provide services to, employ, or are oth-
erwise substantially involved in the major life functions of that stu-
dent.

WAC 392-172A-01031 Behavioral intervention plan. A Dbehavioral
intervention plan is a plan incorporated into a student's IEP if de-
termined necessary by the IEP team for the student to receive FAPE.
The behavioral intervention plan, at a minimum, describes:

(1) The pattern of behavior(s) that impedes the student's learn-
ing or the learning of others;

(2) The instructional and/or environmental conditions or circum-
stances that contribute to the pattern of behavior(s) being addressed
by the IEP team;

(3) The positive behavioral interventions and supports to:

(a) Reduce the pattern of behavior (s) that impedes the student's
learning or the learning of others and increases the desired prosocial
behaviors;

(b) Ensure the consistency of the implementation of the positive
behavioral interventions across the student's school-sponsored in-
struction or activities;

(4) The skills that will be taught and monitored as alternatives
to challenging behavior(s) for a specific pattern of behavior of the
student.

WAC 392-172A-01032 Charter school. A charter school means a
public school governed by a charter school board and operated accord-
ing to the terms of a charter contract executed under chapter 28A.710

A charter school also has the same meaning given in section 5210(1) of
the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, as amended, 29

WAC 392-172A-01035 Child with a disability or student eligible
for special education services. (1) (a) Child with a disability or as
used in this chapter, a student eligible for special education serv-
ices means a student who has been evaluated and determined to need
special education services because of having a disability in one of
the following eligibility categories: Intellectual disability, deaf-
ness (including hard of hearing), a speech or language impairment, a
visual impairment (including blindness), an emotional/behavioral disa-
bility, an orthopedic impairment, autism, traumatic brain injury, an
other health impairment, a specific learning disability, deafblind-
ness, multiple disabilities, or for students, three through nine, a
developmental delay and who, because of the disability and adverse ed-
ucational impact, has unique needs that cannot be addressed exclusive-
ly through education in general education classes with or without in-
dividual accommodations, and needs special education and related serv-
ices.

(b) For purposes of providing a student with procedural safeguard
protections identified in WAC 392-172A-05015, the term, "student eli-
gible for special education services" also includes a student whose
identification, evaluation or placement is at issue.

(c) If it is determined, through an appropriate evaluation, that
a student has one of the disabilities identified in (a) of this sub-
section, but only needs a related service and not special education
services, the student is not a student eligible for special education
services under this chapter. School districts and other public agen-
cies must be aware that they have obligations under other federal and
state civil rights 1laws and rules, including 29 U.S.C. 764, RCW
49.60.030, and 43 U.S.C. 12101 that apply to students who have a disa-
bility regardless of the student's eligibility for special education
and related services.

(d) Speech and language pathology, audiology, physical therapy,
and occupational therapy services, may be provided as specially de-
signed instruction, if the student requires those therapies as spe-
cially designed instruction, and meets the eligibility requirements
which include a disability, adverse educational impact and need for
specially designed instruction. They are provided as a related service
under WAC 392-172A-01155 when the service is required to allow the
student to benefit from specially designed instruction.

(e) Special education services may not be solely based on the
disability category for which the student is eligible.

(2) The terms used in subsection (1) (a) of this section are de-
fined as follows:

(a) (1) Autism means a developmental disability significantly af-
fecting wverbal and nonverbal communication and social interaction,
generally evident before age three, that adversely affects a student's
educational performance. Other characteristics often associated with
autism are engagement in repetitive activities and stereotyped move-
ments, resistance to environmental change or change in daily routines,
and unusual responses to sensory experiences.

(ii) Autism does not apply if a student's educational performance
is adversely affected primarily because the student has an emotional/
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behavioral disability, as defined in subsection (2) (e) of this sec-
tion.

(11ii) A student who manifests the characteristics of autism after
age three could be identified as having autism if the criteria in
(a) (1) of this subsection are satisfied.

(b) Deafblindness means concomitant deafness and visual impair-
ments, the combination of which causes such severe communication and
other developmental and educational needs that a student's educational
performance is adversely affected and the student cannot be accommoda-
ted in special education programs solely for students with deafness or
students with blindness.

(c) Deafness means a student who is deaf or hard of hearing which
manifests in severe difficulty processing linguistic information
through hearing, with or without amplification, that adversely affects
a student's educational performance.

(d) (1) Developmental delay means a student three through nine who
is experiencing developmental delays that adversely affect the stu-
dent's educational performance in one or more of the following areas:
Physical development, cognitive development, communication develop-
ment, social or emotional development or adaptive development and who
demonstrates a delay on a standardized norm referenced test, with a
test-retest or split-half reliability of .80 that is at least:

(A) Two standard deviations below the mean in one or more of the
five developmental areas; or

(B) One and one-half standard deviations below the mean in two or
more of the five developmental areas.

(ii) The five developmental areas for students with a developmen-
tal delay are:

(A) Cognitive development: Comprehending, remembering, and making
sense out of one's experience. Cognitive ability is the ability to
think and is often thought of in terms of intelligence;

(B) Communication development: The ability to effectively use or
understand age-appropriate language, including vocabulary, grammar,
and speech sounds;

(C) Physical development: Fine and/or gross motor skills requir-
ing precise, coordinated, use of small muscles and/or motor skills
used for body control such as standing, walking, balance, and climb-
ing;

(D) Social or emotional development: The ability to develop and
maintain functional interpersonal relationships and to exhibit age ap-
propriate social and emotional behaviors; and

(E) Adaptive development: The ability to develop and exhibit age-
appropriate self-help skills, including independent feeding, toilet-
ing, personal hygiene and dressing skills.

(iii) A school district is not required to adopt and use the cat-
egory "developmentally delayed" for students, three through nine.

(iv) If a school district uses the category "developmentally de-
layed," the district must conform to both the definition and age range
of three through nine, established under this section.

(v) School districts wusing the category "developmentally de-
layed," for students three through nine may also use any other eligi-
bility category.

(vi) Students who qualify under the developmental delay eligibil-
ity category must be reevaluated before age ten and determined eligi-
ble for services under one of the other eligibility categories in or-
der to continue receiving special education services.
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(vii) The term "developmentally delayed, birth to three vyears"
are those infants and toddlers under three years of age who:

(A) Meet the eligibility criteria established by the state lead
agency under Part C of IDEA; and

(B) Are in need of early intervention services under Part C of
IDEA. Infants and toddlers who qualify for early intervention services
must be evaluated prior to age three in order to determine eligibility
for special education and related services.

(e) (1) Emotional/behavioral disability means a condition where
the student exhibits one or more of the following characteristics over
a long period of time and to a marked degree that adversely affects a
student's educational performance:

(A) An inability to learn that cannot be explained by intellectu-
al, sensory, or health factors.

(B) An inability to build or maintain satisfactory interpersonal
relationships with peers and teachers.

(C) Inappropriate types of behavior or feelings under normal cir-
cumstances.

(D) A general pervasive mood of unhappiness or depression.

(E) A tendency to develop physical symptoms or fears associated
with personal or school problems.

(ii) Emotional/behavioral disability includes schizophrenia and
other psychiatric conditions. The term does not apply to students who
are socially maladjusted, unless it 1s determined that they have an
emotional/behavioral disability under (e) (i) of this subsection.

(f) Hard of hearing means difficulty hearing, whether permanent
or fluctuating, that adversely affects a student's educational per-
formance but that is not included under the definition of deafness in
this section.

(g) Intellectual disability means significantly subaverage gener-
al intellectual functioning, existing concurrently with deficits in
adaptive behavior and manifested during the developmental period, that
adversely affects a student's educational performance.

(h) Multiple disabilities means concomitant impairments, the com-
bination of which causes such severe educational needs that they can-
not be accommodated in special education programs solely for one of
the impairments. The term, multiple disabilities does not include
deafblindness.

(1) Orthopedic impairment means a severe orthopedic impairment
that adversely affects a student's educational performance. The term
includes impairments caused by a congenital anomaly, impairments
caused by disease (e.g., poliomyelitis, bone tuberculosis), and im-
pairments from other causes (e.g., cerebral palsy, amputations, and
fractures or burns that cause contractures).

(j) Other health impairment means having limited strength, vital-
ity, or alertness, including a heightened alertness to environmental
stimuli, that results in limited alertness with respect to the educa-
tional environment, that:

(i) Is due to chronic or acute health problems such as asthma,
attention deficit disorder or attention deficit hyperactivity disor-
der, diabetes, epilepsy, a heart condition, hemophilia, lead poison-
ing, leukemia, nephritis, rheumatic fever, sickle cell anemia, and
Tourette syndrome; and

(ii) Adversely affects a student's educational performance.

(k) (1) Specific learning disability means a disorder in one or
more of the basic psychological processes involved in understanding or
in using language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself in the
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imperfect ability to listen, think, speak, read, write, spell, or to
do mathematical calculations, including conditions such as perceptual
disabilities, brain injury, minimal brain dysfunction, dyslexia, and
developmental aphasia, that adversely affects a student's educational
performance.

(ii) Specific learning disability does not include learning prob-
lems that are primarily the result of visual, hearing, or motor disa-
bilities, of intellectual disability, of emotional disturbance, or of
environmental, cultural, or economic disadvantage.

(1) Speech or language impairment means a communication disorder,
such as stuttering, impaired articulation, a language impairment, or a
voice impairment, that adversely affects a student's educational per-
formance.

(m) Traumatic brain injury means an acquired injury to the brain
caused by an external physical force, resulting in total or partial
functional disability or psychosocial impairment, or both, that ad-
versely affects a student's educational performance. Traumatic brain
injury applies to open or closed head injuries resulting in impair-
ments in one or more areas, such as cognition; language; memory; at-
tention; reasoning; abstract thinking; Jjudgment; problem solving; sen-
sory, perceptual, and motor abilities; psychosocial behavior; physical
functions; information processing; and speech. Traumatic brain injury
does not apply to brain injuries that are congenital or degenerative,
or to brain injuries induced by birth trauma.

(n) Visual impairment including blindness means an impairment in
vision that, even with correction, adversely affects a student's edu-
cational performance. The term includes both partial sight and blind-
ness.

(b) The parent understands and agrees in writing to the carrying
out of the activity for which consent is sought, and the consent de-
scribes that activity. This includes a list of any records that will
be released, and to whom they will be released, or records that will

(2) If a parent revokes consent, that revocation is not retroac-
tive. This means that it does not undo an action that occurred after
consent was given and before the consent was revoked.

(b) Limits the responsibility of a public agency to appropriately
monitor and maintain medical devices that are needed to maintain the
health and safety of the student, including breathing, nutrition, or
operation of other bodily functions, while the student is transported
to and from school or is at school; or

(c) Prevents the routine checking of an external component of a
surgically implanted device to make sure it is functioning properly.

(3) Individual related services terms used in this definition are
defined as follows:

(a) Audiology includes:

(1) Identification of students with hearing loss;

(ii) Determination of the range, nature, and degree of hearing
loss, including referral for medical or other professional attention
for the habilitation of hearing;

(iii) Provision of habilitative activities, such as language ha-
bilitation, auditory training, speech reading (lip reading), hearing
evaluation, and speech conservation;

(iv) Creation and administration of programs for prevention of
hearing loss;

(v) Counseling and guidance of students, parents, and teachers
regarding hearing loss; and

(vi) Determination of students' needs for group and individual
amplification, selecting and fitting an appropriate aid, and evaluat-
ing the effectiveness of amplification.

(b) Counseling services means services provided by qualified so-
cial workers, psychologists, school counselors, or other qualified
personnel.

(c) Early identification and assessment of disabilities in stu-
dents means the implementation of a formal plan for identifying a dis-
ability as early as possible in a student's life.

(d) Interpreting services includes:

(1) Oral transliteration services, cued language transliteration
services, sign language transliteration and interpreting services, and
transcription services, such as communication access real-time trans-
lation (CART), C-Print, and TypeWell for students who are deaf or hard
of hearing; and
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(ii) Special interpreting services for students who are deaf-
blind.

(e) Medical services means services provided by a licensed physi-
cian to determine a student's medically related disability that re-
sults in the student's need for special education and related serv-
ices.

(f) Occupational therapy means services provided by a qualified
occupational therapist and includes:

(1) Improving, developing, or restoring functions impaired or
lost through illness, injury, or deprivation;

(ii) Improving ability to perform tasks for independent function-
ing if functions are impaired or lost; and

(iii) Preventing through early intervention, initial or further
impairment or loss of function.

(g) Orientation and mobility services means services provided to
blind or visually impaired students by qualified personnel to enable
those students to attain systematic orientation to and safe movement
within their environments in school, home, and community; and can in-
clude teaching the student:

(1) Spatial and environmental concepts and use of information re-
ceived by the senses (such as sound, temperature and vibrations) to
establish, maintain, or regain orientation and line of travel (e.g.,
using sound at a traffic light to cross the street);

(ii) To use the long cane or a service animal to supplement visu-
al travel skills or as a tool for safely negotiating the environment
for students with no available travel vision;

(iii) To understand and use remaining vision and distance low vi-

(h) Parent counseling and training means assisting parents in un-
derstanding the special needs of their child; providing parents with
information about child development; and helping parents to acquire
the necessary skills that will allow them to support the implementa-
tion of their child's IEP.

(1) Physical therapy means services provided by a qualified phys-
ical therapist.

(J) Psychological services includes:

(1) Administering psychological and educational tests, and other
assessment procedures;

(ii) Interpreting assessment results;

(iii) Obtaining, integrating, and interpreting information about
child behavior and conditions relating to learning;

(iv) Consulting with other staff members in planning school pro-
grams to meet the special educational service needs of students as in-
dicated by psychological tests, interviews, direct observation, and
behavioral evaluations;

(v) Planning and managing a program of psychological services,
including psychological counseling for students and parents; and

(vi) Assisting 1in developing positive behavioral intervention
strategies.

(k) Recreation includes:

) Assessment of leisure function;

i) Therapeutic recreation services;

iii) Recreation programs in schools and community agencies; and
iv) Leisure education.

(1) Rehabilitation counseling services means services provided by
qualified personnel in individual or group sessions that focus specif-

(iv) Mobilizing school and community resources to enable the stu-
dent to learn as effectively as possible in his or her educational
program; and

(v) Assisting 1in developing positive behavioral intervention
strategies.

(0) Speech-language pathology services includes:

(1) Identification of children with speech or language impair-
ments;

(ii) Diagnosis and appraisal of specific speech or language im-
pairments;

(iii) Referral for medical or other professional attention neces-
sary for the habilitation of speech or language impairments;

(iv) Provision of speech and language services for the habilita-
tion or prevention of communicative impairments; and

(v) Counseling and guidance of parents, children, and teachers
regarding speech and language impairments.

(p) Transportation includes:

(1) Travel to and from school and between schools;

(ii) Travel in and around school buildings; and

(iii) Specialized equipment (such as special or adapted buses,
lifts, and ramps), if required to provide special transportation for a
student eligible for special education services.

FAPE REQUIREMENTS

WAC 392-172A-02000 Students' rights to a free appropriate public
education (FAPE). (1) Each school district and residential or day
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schools operated under chapters 28A.190 and 72.40 RCW shall provide
every student who is eligible for special education services between
the age of three and twenty-one years, a free appropriate public edu-
cation program (FAPE). The right to a FAPE includes special education
services for students who have been suspended or expelled from school.
A FAPE 1is also available to any student determined eligible for spe-
cial education services even though the student has not failed or been
retained in a course or grade and is advancing from grade to grade.
The right to special education services for eligible students starts
on their third birthday with an IEP in effect by that date. If an eli-
gible student's third birthday occurs during the summer, the student's
IEP team shall determine the date when services under the individual-
ized education program will begin.

(2) A student who is determined eligible for special education
services shall remain eligible until one of the following occurs:

(a) A group of qualified professionals and the parent of the stu-
dent, based on a reevaluation, determines the student is no longer el-
igible for special education services; or

(b) The student has met high school graduation requirements es-
tablished by the school district pursuant to rules of the state board
of education, and the student has graduated from high school with a
regular high school diploma. A regular high school diploma does not
include a certificate of high school completion, or a general educa-
tional development credential. Graduation from high school with a reg-
ular high school diploma constitutes a change in placement, requiring
written prior notice in accordance with WAC 392-172A-05010; or

(c) The student enrolled in the public school system or is re-
ceiving services pursuant to chapter 28A.190 or 72.40 RCW has reached
age twenty-one. The student whose twenty-first birthday occurs on or
before August 31 would no longer be eligible for special education
services. The student whose twenty-first birthday occurs after August
31, shall continue to be eligible for special education and any neces-
sary related services for the remainder of the school year; or

(d) The student stops receiving special education services based
upon a parent's written revocation to a school district pursuant to
WAC 392-172A-03000 (2) (e) .

WAC 392-172A-02020 Extended school year services. (1) Extended
school year services means services meeting state standards contained
in this chapter that are provided to a student eligible for special
education services:

(a) Beyond the normal school year;

(b) In accordance with the student's IEP; and

(c) Are provided at no cost to the parents of the student.

(2) School districts must ensure that extended school year serv-
ices are available when necessary to provide a FAPE to a student eli-
gible for special education services.

(3) Extended school year services must be provided only if the
student's IEP team determines on an individual basis that the services
are necessary for the provision of FAPE to the student.

(4) A school district may not limit extended school year services
to particular categories of disability or unilaterally limit the type,
amount or duration of those services.

(5) The purpose of extended school year services 1is the mainte-
nance of the student's learning skills or behavior, not the teaching
of new skills or behaviors.

(6) School districts must develop criteria for determining the
need for extended school year services that include regression and re-
coupment time based on documented evidence, or on the determinations
of the IEP team, based upon the professional judgment of the team and
consideration of factors including the nature and severity of the stu-
dent's disability, rate of progress, and emerging skills, with evi-
dence to support the need.

(7) For the purposes of subsection (6) of this section:

(a) Regression means significant loss of skills or behaviors if
educational services are interrupted in any area specified on the IEP;

(b) Recoupment means the recovery of skills or behaviors to a
level demonstrated before interruption of services specified on the
IEP.

(3) If specially designed physical education is required in a
student's individualized education program, the school district shall
ensure that the public agency responsible for the education of that
student provides the service directly, or makes arrangements for it to
be provided through other public or private programs.

(4) The school district shall ensure that any student eligible
for special education services who is enrolled in a separate facility
will be provided with appropriate physical education services.

The child
find activities shall extend to students residing within the school
district boundaries whether or not they are enrolled in the public
school system; except that students attending approved nonprofit pri-
vate elementary or secondary schools located within the school dis-
trict boundaries shall be located, identified and evaluated consistent
with WAC 392-172A-04005.

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child find activities for infants and toddlers, consistent with the
child find requirements of the lead agency for Part C of the act.

(3) The school district shall have policies and procedures in ef-
fect that describe the methods it uses to conduct child find activi-
ties in accordance with subsections (1) and (2) of this section. Meth-
ods used may include, but are not limited to, activities such as:

(a) Providing written notification to all parents of students in
the school district's jurisdiction regarding access to and the use of
its child find system;

(b) Posting notices in school buildings, other public agency of-
fices, medical facilities, and other public areas, describing the
availability of child find;

(c) Offering preschool developmental screenings;

(d) Conducting local media informational campaigns;

(e) Coordinating distribution of information with other child
find programs within public and private agencies; and

(f) Using internal district child find methods such as screening,
reviewing district-wide test results, providing in-service education
to staff, and other methods developed by the school district to iden-
tify, locate and evaluate students including a systematic, interven-
tion based, process within general education for determining the need
for a special education services referral.

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LEAST RESTRICTIVE ENVIRONMENT AND PLACEMENT

WAC 392-172A-02050 Least restrictive environment. Subject to
the exceptions for students in adult correctional facilities, school
districts shall ensure that the provision of services to each student
eligible for special education services, including preschool students
and students in public or private institutions or other care facili-
ties, shall be provided:

(1) To the maximum extent appropriate in the general education
environment with students who are nondisabled; and

(2) Special classes, separate schooling or other removal of stu-
dents eligible for special education services from the general educa-
tional environment occurs only i1f the nature or severity of the disa-
bility is such that education in general education classes with the
use of supplementary aids and services cannot be achieved satisfacto-
rily.

(3) The public agency responsible for providing FAPE to a pre-
school child with a disability must ensure that FAPE is provided in
the least restrictive environment where the child's unique needs (as
described in the child's IEP) can be met, regardless of whether the
local education agency operates public preschool programs for children
without disabilities. Least restrictive environment must be determined
based on each individual child's needs and should not automatically be
developmental preschool.

(4) For children ages three to five, a general education environ-
ment 1s a regular early childhood program as defined in WAC
392-172A-01152.

(2) The continuum required in this section for eligible students
kindergarten (including five vyear olds in kindergarten) through age
twenty-one must:

(a) Include the placements listed in the definition of special
education services in WAC 392-172A-01175, such as instruction in gen-
eral education classes, special education classes, special schools,
home instruction, and instruction in hospitals and institutions; and

(b) Make provision for supplementary services such as resource
room or itinerant instruction to be provided in conjunction with gen-
eral education classroom placement.

(3) The continuum of alternative placements a public agency pro-
viding special education and related services to a preschool child
with a disability may include, but is not limited to, the following:

(a) Providing opportunities for the participation of preschool
children with disabilities in preschool programs operated by public
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agencies other than school districts (such as head start or community-
based child care);

(b) Enrolling preschool children with disabilities 1in private
preschool programs for nondisabled preschool children;

(c) Locating classes for preschool children with disabilities in
regular public elementary schools; and

(d) Providing services and instruction in the home.

(4) If a public agency determines that placement in a private
preschool program is necessary for a child with a disability to re-
ceive FAPE, the public agency must make that program available at no
cost to the parent.

(2) The selection of the appropriate placement for each student
shall be based upon:

(a) The student's IEP;

(b) The least restrictive environment requirements contained in
WAC 392-172A-02050 through 392-172A-02070, including this section;

(c) The placement option(s) that provides a reasonably high prob-
ability of assisting the student to attain his or her annual goals;
and

(d) A consideration of any potential harmful effect on the stu-
dent or on the quality of services which he or she needs.

(3) Unless the IEP of a student requires some other arrangement,
the student shall be educated in the school that he or she would at-
tend 1if nondisabled. In the event the student needs other arrange-
ments, placement shall be as close as possible to the student's home.

(4) A student shall not be removed from education in age-appro-
priate general classrooms solely because of needed modifications in
the general education curriculum.

(5) Notwithstanding subsections (1) through (4) of this section,
an IEP team, or other team making placement decisions for a student
convicted as an adult and receiving educational services in an adult
correctional facility, may modify the student's placement if there is
a demonstrated bona fide security or compelling penclogical interest
that cannot otherwise be accommodated.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS

WAC 392-172A-02075 Prohibition on mandatory medication. (1)
School district personnel are prohibited from requiring parents to ob-
tain a prescription for the following substances as a condition of a
student attending school, participating in school district sponsored
activities, receiving an evaluation, or receiving special education
services:

(a) Substances identified under Schedules I, II, III, IV, or V in
section 202(c) of the Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. Sec.
812 (c));

(b) Substances identified under Schedules I, II, III, IV, or V of
the Uniform Controlled Substances Act (chapter 69.50 RCW); and

(c) Any legend drug as defined by RCW 69.41.010, unless otherwise
required under RCW 28A.210.320.

(2) Nothing in subsection (1) of this section shall be construed
to create a federal prohibition against teachers and other school per-
sonnel consulting or sharing classroom-based observations with parents
or guardians regarding a student's academic and functional perform-
ance, or behavior in the classroom or school, or regarding the need
for evaluation for special education or related services.

WAC 392-172A-02076 Prohibited practices. (1) School district
personnel are prohibited from using aversive interventions with a stu-
dent eligible for special education services, and are prohibited from
physically restraining or isolating any student, except when the stu-
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dent's behavior poses an imminent likelihood of serious harm as de-
fined in WAC 392-172A-01092 and 392-172A-01109.

(2) There are certain practices that are manifestly inappropriate
by reason of their offensive nature or their potential negative physi-
cal consequences, or their illegality. The purpose of this section is
to prohibit the use of certain practices with students eligible for
special education services as follows:

(a) Electric current. No student may be stimulated by contact
with electric current including, but not limited to, tasers.

(b) Food services. A student who is willing to consume subsis-
tence food or liquid when the food or 1ligquid is customarily served
must not be denied or subjected to an unreasonable delay in the provi-
sion of the food or liquid.

(c) (1) Force and restraint in general. A district must not use
force or restraint that is either unreasonable under the circumstances
or deemed to be an unreasonable form of corporal punishment as a mat-
ter of state law. See RCW 9A.16.100, which prohibits the following
uses of force or restraint including:

( Throwing, kicking, burning, or cutting a student.

Striking a student with a closed fist.

( Shaking a student under age three.

( Interfering with a student's breathing.

( Threatening a student with a deadly weapon.

( Doing any other act that is likely to cause bodily harm to a
student greater than transient pain or minor temporary marks.

(ii) The statutory 1listing of worst case uses of force or re-
straint described in this subsection may not be read as implying that
all unlisted uses (e.g., shaking a four vyear old) are permissible.
Whether or not an unlisted use of force or restraint 1is permissible
depends upon such considerations as the balance of these rules, and
whether the use is reasonable under the circumstances.

(d) Hygiene care. A student must not be denied or subjected to an
unreasonable delay in the provision of common hygiene care.

(e) Isolation. A student must not be excluded from his or her
regular instructional or service area and isolated within a room or
any other form of enclosure, except under the conditions set forth in
WAC 392-172A-02110.

(f) Medication. A student must not be denied or subjected to an
unreasonable delay in the provision of medication.

(g) Noise. A student must not be forced to listen to noise or
sound that the student finds painful.

(h) Noxious sprays. A student must not be forced to smell or be
sprayed in the face with a noxious or potentially harmful substance.

(1) Physical restraints. A student must not be physically re-
strained or immobilized by binding or otherwise attaching the stu-
dent's limbs together or by binding or otherwise attaching any part of
the student's body to an object or against a wall or the floor, except
under the conditions set forth in WAC 392-172A-02110.

(j) Prone, supine, and wall restraints. A student must not be
subjected to the use of prone (lying face-down) and supine (lying
face-up) restraint, wall restraint, or any restraint that interferes
with the student's breathing.

(k) Taste treatment. A student must not be forced to taste or in-
gest a substance which is not commonly consumed or which is not com-
monly consumed in its existing form or concentration.

(1) Water treatment. A student's head must not be partially or
wholly submerged in water or any other liquid.

WAC 392-172A-02080 Transition of children from the Part C pro-
gram to preschool programs. Each school district shall have policies
and procedures for transition to preschool programs to ensure that:

(1) Students participating in early intervention programs assis-
ted under Part C of the IDEA, and who will participate in preschool
programs assisted under Part B of the IDEA, experience a smooth and
effective transition to those preschool programs in a manner consis-
tent with the Part C requirements.

(2) (a) Each school district will participate in transition plan-
ning conferences arranged by the designee of the lead agency for Part
C in the state. A transition planning conference will be convened for
each student who may be eligible for preschool services at least nine-
ty days prior to the student's third birthday.

(b) Within twenty-five school days following the transition plan-
ning conference, a determination whether or not to evaluate the stu-
dent for Part B will be made. The district will provide prior written
notice of the decision that complies with the requirements of WAC
392-172A-05010.

(3) By the third birthday of a student described in subsection
(1) of this section, an IEP has been developed and is being implemen-
ted for the student consistent with WAC 392-172A-02000(1).

WAC 392-172A-02090 Personnel qualifications. (1) All school
district personnel providing special education services and/or related
services shall meet the following qualifications:

(a) All employees shall hold such credentials, licenses, certifi-
cates, endorsements or permits as are now or hereafter required by the
professional educator standards board for the particular position of
employment and shall meet such supplemental standards as may be estab-
lished by the school district of employment. Supplemental standards
established by a district or other public agency may exceed, but not
be less than, those established by the professional educator standards
board in accordance with Title 181 WAC and this section.
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(b) In addition to the requirement in (a) of this subsection, all
special education personnel providing, designing, supervising, moni-
toring or evaluating the provision of special education services shall
possess "substantial professional training." "Substantial professional
training" as used in this section shall be evidenced by issuance of an
appropriate special education endorsement (or early childhood special
education endorsement, deaf education endorsement, deaf education with
American sign language proficiency endorsement, teacher of the visual-
ly impaired endorsement) on an individual teaching certificate issued
by the OSPI, professional education and certification section.

(c) A teacher will be considered to meet the applicable require-
ments in (a) and (b) of this subsection if that teacher is participat-
ing in an alternative route to a special education certification pro-
gram under which the teacher:

(1) Receives high-quality professional development that is sus-
tained, intensive, and classroom-focused in order to have a positive
and lasting impact on classroom instruction, before and while teach-
ing;

(ii) Participates in a program of intensive supervision that con-
sists of structured guidance and regular ongoing support for teachers
or a teacher mentoring program;

(iii) Assumes functions as a teacher only for a specified period
of time not to exceed three years; and

(iv) Demonstrates satisfactory progress toward full certification
according to the state professional educator standards board rules,
and the state ensures, through its certification and endorsement proc-
ess, that the provisions of subsection (2) of this section are met.

(d) Other certificated related services school personnel provid-
ing specially designed instruction or related services as defined in
this chapter, shall meet standards established under the educational
staff associate rules of the professional educator standards board, as
now or hereafter amended.

(e) Employees with only an early childhood special education en-
dorsement may be assigned to programs that serve students birth
through eight. Preference for an early childhood special education as-
signment must be given first to employees having early childhood spe-
cial education endorsement, but may be assigned to an individual with
a special education endorsement.

(f) Certified and/or classified staff assigned to provide in-
struction in Braille, the use of Braille, or the production of Braille
must demonstrate competency by successful completion of a test ap-
proved by the professional educator standards board pursuant to WAC
181-82-130.

(g) Certified and/or classified staff assigned as educational in-
terpreters, must meet the performance standards outlined in RCW
28A.410.271 by passing an educational interpreter assessment approved
by the professional educator standards board.

(h) Paraeducator staff and aides shall present evidence of skills
and knowledge established under the rules of the professional educator
standards board, necessary to meet the needs of students eligible for
special education services, and shall be under the supervision of a
certificated teacher with a special education endorsement, or a certi-
ficated educational staff associate or a licensed staff, as provided
in (i) of this subsection. Paraeducator staff assigned to Title 1
schoolwide programs shall also meet ESEA standards for paraeducators.

(1) Special education and related services must be provided by
appropriately qualified staff. Other staff including general education
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teachers and paraeducators may assist in the provision of special edu-
cation and related services, provided that the instruction is designed
and supervised by special education certificated staff (or early
childhood special education certificated staff, deaf education certi-
ficated staff, deaf education with American sign language proficiency
certificated staff, teacher of the visually impaired certificated
staff), or for related services by a certificated educational staff
associate. Student progress must be monitored and evaluated by special
education certificated staff or for related services, a certificated
educational staff associate.

(2) School districts must take measurable steps to recruit, hire,
train, and retain personnel, who meet the applicable requirements de-
scribed in subsection (1) (a) of this section, to provide special edu-
cation and related services to students eligible for special education
services. There may be occasions when, despite efforts to hire or re-
tain teachers who meet the applicable requirements, they are unable to
do so. The following options are available in these situations:

(a) Teachers who meet professional educator standards board cri-
teria pursuant to WAC 181-82-110(3) as now or hereafter amended, are
eligible for a preendorsement waiver. Application for the special edu-
cation preendorsement waiver shall be made to the special education
division at the OSPI.

(b) In order to temporarily assign a classroom teacher without a
special education endorsement to a special education position, the
district or other public agency must keep written documentation on the
following:

(1) The school district must make one or more of the following
factual determinations:

(A) The district or other public agency was unable to recruit a
teacher with the proper endorsement who was qualified for the posi-
tion;

(B) The need for a teacher with such an endorsement could not
have been reasonably anticipated and the recruitment of such a class-
room teacher at the time of assignment was not reasonably practicable;
and/or

(C) The reassignment of another teacher within the district or
other public agency with the appropriate endorsement to such assign-
ment would be unreasonably disruptive to the current assignments of
other classroom teachers or would have an adverse effect on the educa-
tional program of the students assigned such other classroom teachers.

(ii) Upon determination by a school district that one or more of
these criteria can be documented, and the district determines that a
teacher has the competencies to be an effective special education
teacher but does not have endorsement in special education, the dis-
trict can so assign the teacher to special education. The school dis-
trict 1s responsible for determining that the assigned teacher must
have completed ninety continued education credit hours of course work
applicable to an endorsement in special education.

(iii) Pursuant to WAC 181-82-110, if teachers are so assigned,
the following requirements apply:

(A) A designated representative of the district and any such
teacher shall mutually develop a written plan which provides for nec-
essary assistance to the teacher, and which provides for a reasonable
amount of planning and study time associated specifically with the
out-of-endorsement assignment;

(B) Such teachers shall not be subject to nonrenewal or probation
based on evaluations of their teaching effectiveness in the out-of-en-
dorsement assignments; and

(C) Such teaching assignments shall be approved by a formal vote
of the local school board for each teacher so assigned.

(3) Teachers placed under the options described in subsection (2)
of this section do not meet the definition of substantial professional
training.

(4) Notwithstanding any other individual right of action that a
parent or student may maintain under this chapter, nothing in this
section shall be construed to create a right of action on behalf of an
individual student or a class of students for the failure of a partic-
ular school district employee to meet the applicable requirements de-
scribed in subsection (1) (a) of this section, or to prevent a parent
from filing a state complaint about staff qualifications with the OSPI
under WAC 392-172A-05025 through 392-172A-05040.

(5) School districts and other public agencies that are recipi-
ents of funding under Part B of the act must make positive efforts to
employ, and advance in employment, qualified individuals with disabil-
ities in programs assisted under Part B of the act.

WAC 392-172A-02095 Transportation. (1) Methods. Transportation
options for students eligible for special education services shall in-
clude the following categories and shall be exercised in the following
sequence:

(a) A scheduled school bus;

(b) Contracted transportation, including public transportation;
and

(c) Other transportation arrangements, including that provided by
parents. Board and room cost in lieu of transportation may be provided
whenever the above stated transportation options are not feasible be-
cause of the need(s) of the student or because of the unavailability
of adequate means of transportation, in accordance with rules of the
superintendent of public instruction.

(2) Welfare of the student. The transportation of the student
shall be in accordance with chapters 392-143, 392-144, and 392-145
WAC.

(3) Bus aides and drivers. Training and supervision of bus aides
and drivers shall be the responsibility of the school district.

(4) Special equipment. Special equipment may include 1lifts,
wheelchair holders, restraints, and two-way radios. All such special
equipment shall comply with specifications contained in the specifica-
tions for school buses as now or hereafter established by the OSPI.

(5) Transportation time on bus. Wherever reasonably possible, no
student should be required to ride more than sixty minutes one way.
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(6) Transportation for state residential school students to and
from the residential school and the sites of the educational program
shall be the responsibility of the department of social and health
services and each state residential school pursuant to law.

(7) Transportation for a state residential school student, in-
cluding students attending the Washington state school for the deaf
and the Washington state school for the blind, to and from such school
and the residency of such student shall be the responsibility of the
district of residency only if the student's placement was made by such
district or other public agency pursuant to an interagency agreement—
i.e., an appropriate placement in the least restrictive environment.

WAC 392-172A-02100 Home/hospital instruction. (1) Home or hos-
pital instruction shall be provided to students eligible for special
education services and other students who are unable to attend school
for an estimated period of four weeks or more because of disability or
illness.

(2) As a condition to such services, the parent of a student
shall request the services and provide a written statement to the
school district from a qualified medical practitioner that states the
student will not be able to attend school for an estimated period of
at least four weeks.

(3) A student who is not determined eligible for special educa-
tion services, but who qualifies pursuant to this subsection shall be
deemed "as having a disability" only for the purpose of home/hospital
instructional services and funding and may not otherwise qualify as a
student eligible for special education services for the purposes of
generating state or federal special education funds.

(4) A school district shall not pay for the cost of the statement
from a qualified medical practitioner for the purposes of qualifying a
student for home/hospital instructional services pursuant to this sec-
tion.

(5) Home/hospital instructional services funded 1in accordance
with the provisions of this section shall not be used for the initial
or ongoing delivery of services to students eligible for special edu-
cation services in a homebound or hospital placement pursuant to a
student's individualized education program.

(6) Home/hospital instruction shall be limited to services neces-
sary to provide temporary intervention as a result of a physical disa-
bility or illness.

(7) A student eligible for special education services who quali-
fies for home/hospital instruction must continue to receive IEP team
determined educational services that provide a FAPE, so as to enable
the student to continue to participate in the general education cur-
riculum, although in another setting, and to progress toward meeting
the goals set out in the student's IEP.

WAC 392-172A-02105 Emergency response protocols. (1) If the pa-
rent and the school district determine that a student requires ad-
vanced educational planning, the parent and the district may develop
emergency response protocols to be used in the case of emergencies
that pose an imminent likelihood of serious harm, as defined in this
section. Emergency response protocols, 1if developed, must be incorpo-
rated into a student's IEP. Emergency response protocols shall not be
used as a substitute for the systematic use of a behavioral interven-
tion plan that is designed to change, replace, modify, or eliminate a
targeted behavior. Emergency response protocols are subject to the
conditions and limitations as follows:

(a) The student's parent provides consent, as defined in WAC
392-172A-01040, in advance, to the emergency response protocols to be
adopted;

(b) The emergency response protocols specify:

(1) The emergency conditions under which isolation, restraint, or
restraint devices, if any, may be used;

(ii) The type of isolation, restraint, and/or restraint device,
if any, that may be used;

(iii) The staff members or contracted positions permitted to use
isolation, restraint, or restraint devices with the student, updated
annually, and identify any required training associated with the use
of isolation, restraint, or restraint device for each staff member or
contracted position;

(iv) Any other special precautions that must be taken.

(c) Any use of isolation, restraint, and/or restraint device must
be discontinued as soon as the likelihood of serious harm has dissipa-
ted.

(d) Any staff member or other adults using isolation, restraint,
or a restraint device must be trained and currently certified by a
qualified provider in the use of trauma-informed crisis intervention
(including de-escalation technigques) and the safe use of isolation,
restraint, or a restraint device.

(2) School districts must follow the documentation and reporting
requirements for any use of isolation, restraint, or restraint device
consistent with RCW 28A.600.485, regardless of whether the use of iso-
lation, restraint, or restraint device 1is included in the student's
emergency response protocols.

(3) Nothing in this section is intended to limit the application
of a school district's policy developed under RCW 28A.600.485 to pro-
tect the general safety of students and staff from an imminent likeli-
hood of serious harm.

(4) Nothing in this section is intended to limit the provision of
a free and appropriate public education under Part B of the federal
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the fed-
eral Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

WAC 392-172A-02110 Isolation or restraint—Conditions. Any use
of isolation, restraint, and/or a restraint device shall be used only
when a student's behavior poses an imminent likelihood of serious
harm. The limited use of isolation, restraint, or restraint device not
prohibited in WAC 392-172A-02076 1is conditioned upon compliance with
the following procedural and substantive safeguards:

(1) Isolation. The use of isolation as defined by RCW 28A.600.485
is subject to each of the following conditions:

(a) The isolation must be discontinued as soon as the likelihood
of serious harm has dissipated.

(b) The isolation enclosure shall be ventilated, 1lighted, and
temperature controlled from inside or outside for purposes of human
occupancy.

(c) The isolation enclosure shall permit continuous visual moni-
toring of the student from outside the enclosure.

(d) An adult responsible for supervising the student shall remain
in visual range of the student at all times.

(e) Either the student shall be capable of releasing himself or
herself from the enclosure, or the student shall continuously remain
within view of an adult responsible for supervising the student.

(f) Any staff member or other adults using isolation must be
trained and currently certified by a qualified provider in the use of
trauma-informed crisis intervention (including de-escalation techni-
ques), and also trained by the district in isolation requirements, or
otherwise available in the case of an emergency when trained personnel
are not immediately available due to the unforeseeable nature of the
emergency.

(2) Restraint. The use of restraint as defined by RCW 28A.600.485
is subject to each of the following conditions:

(a) The restraint must be discontinued as soon as the likelihood
of serious harm has dissipated.

(b) The restraint shall not interfere with the student's breath-
ing.

(c) Any staff member or other adults using a restraint must be
trained and currently certified by a qualified provider in the use of
trauma-informed crisis intervention (including de-escalation techni-
ques) and such restraints, or otherwise available in the case of an
emergency when trained personnel are not immediately available due to
the unforeseeable nature of the emergency.

(3) Restraint device. The use of a restraint device as defined by
RCW 28A.600.485 is subject to each of the following conditions:

(a) The restraint device must be discontinued as soon as the
likelihood of serious harm has dissipated.

(b) The restraint device shall not interfere with the student's
breathing.

(c) Either the student shall be capable of releasing himself or
herself from the restraint device or the student shall continuously
remain within view of an adult responsible for supervising the stu-
dent.

(d) Any staff member or other adults using a restraint device
must be trained and currently certified by a qualified provider in the
use of such restraint devices, or otherwise available in the case of

an emergency when trained personnel are not immediately available due
to the unforeseeable nature of the emergency.

(4) School districts must follow the documentation and reporting
requirements for any use of isolation, restraint, or restraint device
consistent with RCW 28A.600.485.

EVALUATIONS, ELIGIBILITY DETERMINATIONS, INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PRO-
GRAMS, AND EDUCATIONAL PLACEMENTS

Consent

WAC 392-172A-03000 Parental consent for initial evaluations, in-
itial services and reevaluations. (1) (a) A school district proposing
to conduct an initial evaluation to determine if a student is eligible
for special education services must provide prior written notice con-
sistent with WAC 392-172A-05010 and obtain informed consent from the
parent before conducting the evaluation.

(b) Parental consent for an initial evaluation must not be con-
strued as consent for initial provision of special education and rela-
ted services.

(c) The school district must make reasonable efforts to obtain
the informed consent from the parent for an initial evaluation to de-
termine whether the student is eligible for special education serv-
ices.

(d) If the student is a ward of the state and is not residing
with the student's parent, the school district or public agency is not
required to obtain informed consent from the parent for an initial
evaluation to determine eligibility for special education services if:

(1) Despite reasonable efforts to do so, the school district can-
not discover the whereabouts of the parent of the child;

(ii) The rights of the parents of the child have been terminated;
or

(iii) The rights of the parent to make educational decisions have
been subrogated by a judge 1in accordance with state law and consent
for an initial evaluation has been given by an individual appointed by
the judge to represent the child.

(e) If the parent of a student enrolled in public school or seek-
ing to be enrolled in public school does not provide consent for an
initial evaluation under subsection (1) of this section, or the parent
fails to respond to a request to provide consent, the school district
may, but is not required to, pursue the initial evaluation of the stu-
dent by using due process procedures or mediation.

(f) The school district does not violate its child find and eval-
uation obligations, if it declines to pursue the initial evaluation
when a parent refuses to provide consent under (e) of this subsection.

(2) (a) A school district that is responsible for making FAPE
available to a student must obtain informed consent from the parent of
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the student before the initial provision of special education and re-
lated services to the student.

(b) The school district must make reasonable efforts to obtain
informed consent from the parent for the initial provision of special
education and related services to the student.

(c) If the parent of a student fails to respond to a request for
or refuses to consent to the initial provision of special education
and related services, the school district may not use the due process
procedures or mediation in order to obtain agreement or a ruling that
the services may be provided to the student.

(d) If the parent of the student refuses to consent to the ini-
tial provision of special education and related services, or the pa-
rent fails to respond to a request to provide consent for the initial
provision of special education and related services, the school dis-
trict:

(1) Will not be considered to be in violation of the requirement
to make available FAPE to the student for the failure to provide the
student with the special education and related services for which the
school district requests consent; and

(ii) Is not required to convene an IEP team meeting or develop an
IEP.

(e) If at any time after the initial provision of special educa-
tion and related services, the parent revokes consent in writing for
the continued provision of special education and related services, the
school district:

(1) Must provide prior written notice to the parent in accordance
with WAC 392-172A-05010 Dbefore ceasing to provide special education
and related services and may not continue to provide special education
and related services after the effective date of the prior written no-
tice;

(ii) May not use mediation or the due process procedures in order
to obtain an agreement or a ruling that the services may be provided
to the student;

(iii) Will not be considered to be in violation of the require-
ment to make FAPE available to the student because of the failure to
provide the student with further special education and related serv-
ices; and

(iv) Is not required to convene an IEP team meeting or develop an
IEP for the student for further provision of special education serv-
ices.

(3) (a) A school district must obtain informed parental consent,
prior to conducting any reevaluation of a student eligible for special
education services, subject to the exceptions in (d) of this subsec-
tion and subsection (4) of this section.

(b) If the parent refuses to consent to the reevaluation, the
school district may, but is not required to, pursue the reevaluation
by using the due process procedure to override the parent's refusal to
provide consent or mediation to obtain an agreement from the parent to
provide consent.

(c) The school district does not violate its child find obliga-
tions or the evaluation and reevaluation procedures if it declines to
pursue the evaluation or reevaluation.

(d) A school district may proceed with a reevaluation and does
not need to obtain informed parental consent if the school district
can demonstrate that:

(1) It made reasonable efforts to obtain such consent; and

(ii) The child's parent has failed to respond.
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(4) (a) Parental consent for an initial or a reevaluation 1s not
required before:

(1) Reviewing existing data as part of an evaluation or a reeval-
uation; or

(ii) Administering a test or other evaluation that is adminis-
tered to all students unless, before administration of that test or
evaluation, consent is required of parents of all students.

(b) A school district may not use a parent's refusal to consent
to one service or activity of an initial evaluation or reevaluation to
deny the parent or student any other service, benefit, or activity of
the school district, except as required by this chapter.

(c) If a parent of a child who is home schooled or placed in a
private school by the parents at their own expense does not provide
consent for the initial evaluation or the reevaluation, or the parent
fails to respond to a request to provide consent, the public agency
may not use the consent override procedures and the public agency is
not required to consider the student as eligible for special education
services.

(d) To meet the reasonable efforts requirements to obtain consent
for an evaluation or reevaluation the school district must document
its attempts to obtain parental consent using the procedures in WAC
392-172A-03100 (6) .

EVALUATIONS AND REEVALUATIONS

WAC 392-172A-03005 Referral and timelines for initial evalua-
tions. (1) (a) A parent of a child, a school district, a public agen-
cy, or other persons knowledgeable about the child may initiate a re-
ferral request for an initial evaluation to determine if the student
is eligible for special education services.

(b) The request must be in writing, unless the person is unable
to write and/or communicate orally.

(c) Each school district must have an optional referral form for
requesting an initial evaluation available to the general public and
provide it upon receipt of any referral request in the requestor's na-
tive language or with the support of a qualified interpreter when nee-
ded.

(2) The school district must document the request for an initial
evaluation, including the date the request is received, and:

(a) Notify the parent that the student has been referred because
of a suspected disability and that the district, with parental input,
will determine whether or not to evaluate the student;

(b) Collect and examine existing school, medical and other re-
cords in the possession of the parent and the school district; and

(c) Within twenty-five school days after receipt of the request
for an initial evaluation, make a determination whether or not to
evaluate the student. The school district will provide prior written
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notice of the decision that complies with the requirements of WAC
392-172A-05010.

(d) Exception: Referral requests received through IDEA Part C no-
tification of toddlers potentially eligible for Part B special educa-
tion preschool services are subject to the timelines described under
WAC 392-172A-02080 and not the timeline described in (c) of this sub-
section.

(3) When the student is to be evaluated to determine eligibility
for special education services and the educational needs of the stu-
dent, the school district shall provide prior written notice to the
parent, attempt without unnecessary delay to obtain consent, fully
evaluate the student and arrive at a decision regarding eligibility
within:

(a) Thirty-five school days after the date written consent for an
evaluation has been provided to the school district by the parent; or

(b) Thirty-five school days after the date the consent of the pa-
rent 1s obtained by agreement through mediation, or the refusal to
provide consent is overridden by an administrative law judge following
a due process hearing; or

(c) Such other time period as may be agreed to by the parent and
documented by the school district, including specifying the reasons
for extending the timeline.

(d) Exception. The thirty-five school day time frame for evalua-
tion does not apply if:

(1) The parent of a child repeatedly fails or refuses to produce
the child for the evaluation; or

(11i) A student enrolls in another school district after the con-
sent is obtained and the evaluation has begun but not yet been comple-
ted by the other school district, including a determination of eligi-
bility.

(e) The exception in (d) (ii) of this subsection applies only if
the subsequent school district is making sufficient progress to ensure
a prompt completion of the evaluation, and the parent and subsequent
school district agree to a specific time when the evaluation will be
completed.

WAC 392-172A-03015 Reevaluation timelines. (1) A school dis-
trict must ensure that a reevaluation of each student eligible for
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special education services 1is conducted 1in accordance with WAC
392-172A-03020 through 392-172A-03080 when:

(a) The school district determines that the educational or rela-
ted services needs, including improved academic achievement and func-
tional performance, of the student warrant a reevaluation; or

(b) If the child's parent or teacher requests a reevaluation.

(2) A reevaluation conducted under subsection (1) of this sec-
tion:

(a) May occur not more than once a year, unless the parent and
the school district agree otherwise; and

(b) Must occur at least once every three years, unless the parent
and the school district agree that a reevaluation is unnecessary.

(3) Reevaluations shall be completed within:

(a) Thirty-five school days after the date written consent for an
evaluation has been provided to the school district by the parent;

(b) Thirty-five school days after the date the refusal of the pa-
rent was overridden through due process procedures or agreed to using
mediation; or

(c) Such other time period as may be agreed to by the parent and
documented by the school district, including specifying the reasons
for extending the timeline.

WAC 392-172A-03020 Evaluation procedures. (1) The school dis-
trict must provide prior written notice to the parents of a student,
in accordance with WAC 392-172A-05010, that describes any evaluation
procedures the district proposes to conduct.

(2) In conducting the evaluation, the group of qualified profes-
sionals selected by the school district must:

(a) Use a variety of assessment tools and strategies to gather
relevant functional, developmental, and academic information about the
student, including information provided by the parent, that may assist
in determining:

(1) Whether the student is eligible for special education serv-
ices as defined in WAC 392-172A-01175; and

(ii) The content of the student's IEP, including information re-
lated to enabling the student to be involved in and progress in the
general education curriculum, or for a preschool child, to participate
in appropriate activities;

(b) Not use any single measure or assessment as the sole criteri-
on for determining whether a student's eligibility for special educa-
tion services and for determining an appropriate educational program
for the student; and

(c) Use technically sound instruments that may assess the rela-
tive contribution of cognitive and behavioral factors, in addition to
physical or developmental factors.

(3) Each school district must ensure that:

(a) Assessments and other evaluation materials used to assess a
student:

(1) Are selected and administered so as not to be discriminatory
on a racial or cultural basis;
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(ii) Are provided and administered in the student's native lan-
guage or other mode of communication and in the form most likely to
yield accurate information on what the student knows and can do aca-
demically, developmentally, and functionally unless it is clearly not
feasible to so provide or administer;

(iii) Are wused for the purposes for which the assessments or
measures are valid and reliable. If properly validated tests are un-
available, each member of the group shall use professional judgment to
determine eligibility based on other evidence of the existence of a
disability and need for special education services. Use of professio-
nal judgment shall be documented in the evaluation report;

(iv) Are administered by trained and knowledgeable personnel; and

(v) Are administered in accordance with any instructions provided
by the producer of the assessments.

(b) Assessments and other evaluation materials include those
tailored to assess specific areas of educational need and not merely
those that are designed to provide a single general intelligence quo-
tient.

(c) Assessments are selected and administered so as best to en-
sure that if an assessment is administered to a student with impaired
sensory, manual, or speaking skills, the assessment results accurately
reflect the student's aptitude or achievement level or whatever other
factors the test purports to measure, rather than reflecting the stu-
dent's impaired sensory, manual, or speaking skills (unless those
skills are the factors that the test purports to measure).

(d) If necessary as part of a complete assessment, the school
district obtains a medical statement or assessment indicating whether
there are any other factors that may be affecting the student's educa-
tional performance.

(g) In evaluating each student to determine eligibility or con-
tinued eligibility for special education services, the evaluation is
sufficiently comprehensive to identify all of the student's special
education and related services needs, whether or not commonly linked
to the disability category in which the student has been classified.

(h) Assessment tools and strategies are used that provide rele-
vant information that directly assists persons in determining the edu-
cational needs of the student.

ble annual goals set out in the IEP of the student and to participate,
as appropriate, in the general education curriculum; and

(b) The present levels of academic achievement and related devel-
opmental needs of the student.

(3) The group described in this section may conduct its review
without a meeting.

(4) The school district must administer such assessments and oth-
er evaluation measures as may be needed to produce the data identified
in subsection (2) of this section.

(5) (a) If the IEP team and other qualified professionals, as ap-
propriate, determine that no additional data are needed to determine
whether the student continues to be a student eligible for special ed-
ucation services, and to determine the student's educational needs,
the school district must notify the student's parents of:

(1) That determination and the reasons for the determination; and

(ii) The right of the parents to request an assessment to deter-
mine whether the student continues to be a student eligible for spe-
cial education services, and to determine the student's educational
needs.

(b) The school district is not required to conduct the assessment
described in this subsection (5) unless requested to do so by the stu-
dent's parents.

(a) Universal screening and/or benchmarking at fixed intervals at
least three times throughout the school year;

(b) A high quality core curriculum designed to meet the instruc-
tional needs of all students;

392-172A-01165 are identified for use with students needing additional
instruction;

(d) Scientific research-based interventions used with a student
are appropriate for the student's identified need and are implemented
with fidelity;

(e) A multitiered model is developed for delivering both the core
curriculum and strategic and intensive scientific research-based in-
terventions in the general education setting;

(f) Frequent monitoring of individual student progress occurs in
accordance with the constructs of the multitiered delivery system im-

(g) Decision making using problem solving or standard treatment
protocol techniques is based upon, but not limited to, student cen-
tered data including the use of curriculum based measures, available
standardized assessment data, intensive interventions, and instruc-
tional performance level.

(2) Such policies and procedures outlined in subsection (1) of
this section shall be designed so that districts can establish that:

(a) The student's general education core curriculum instruction
provided the student the opportunity to increase her or his rate of
learning;
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(b) Two or more 1intensive scientific research-based interven-
tions, identified to allow the student to progress toward his or her
improvement targets, were implemented with fidelity and for a suffi-
cient duration to establish that the student's rate of learning using
intensive scientific research-based interventions in the general edu-
cation setting, in addition to or in place of the core curriculum, did
not increase or allow the student to reach the targets identified for
the student;

(c) The duration of the intensive scientific research-based in-
terventions that were implemented was long enough to gather sufficient
data points below the student's aim line to demonstrate student re-
sponse for each of the interventions through progress monitoring to
determine the effectiveness of the interventions.

(c) The relevant behavior, if any, noted during the observation
of the student and the relationship of that behavior to the student's
academic functioning;

(d) Any educationally relevant medical findings;

(e) Whether:

(1) The student does not achieve adequately for the student's age
or meet state grade level standards in one or more of the areas de-
scribed in WAC 392-172A-03055(1); and
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(ii) (A) The student does not make sufficient progress to meet age
or state grade level standards when using a process based on the stu-

(B) The student meets eligibility through a severe discrepancy
model consistent with WAC 392-172A-03070; and

(C) If used as part of the eligibility determination under (A) or
(B) of this subsection, a discussion of the student's pattern of
strengths and weaknesses in performance, achievement or both, relative
to age, state grade level standards, or intellectual development.

(f) The determination of the group concerning the effects of a
visual, hearing, or motor disability; intellectual disability; emo-

(g) If the student has participated in a process that assesses
the student's response to scientific, research-based intervention:

(1) The instructional strategies used and the student-centered

INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAMS

WAC 392-172A-03090 Definition of individualized education pro-
gram. (1) The term IEP means a written statement for each student el-
igible for special education services that is developed, reviewed, and
revised in a meeting in accordance with WAC 392-172A-03095 through
392-172A-03100, and that must include:

(a) A statement of the student's present levels of academic ach-
ievement and functional performance, including:

(1) How the student's disability affects the student's involve-
ment and progress in the general education curriculum (the same cur-
riculum as for nondisabled students); or

(ii) For preschool children, as appropriate, how the disability
affects the child's participation in appropriate activities;

(b) (1) A statement of measurable annual goals, including academic
and functional goals designed to:
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(A) Meet the student's needs that result from the student's disa-
bility to enable the student to be involved in and make progress in
the general education curriculum; and

(B) Meet each of the student's other educational needs that re-
sult from the student's disability; and

(ii) For students who take alternate assessments aligned to al-
ternate achievement standards, a description of benchmarks or short-
term objectives for the areas in which the alternate assessment will
be administered; and

(iii) Documentation that the parent(s) were informed, as part of
the IEP process, that their student's academic achievement will be
measured on alternate standards and how participation in an alternate
assessment may delay or otherwise affect the student from completing
the requirements for a regular high school diploma.

(c) A description of:

(1) How the district will measure the student's progress toward
meeting the annual goals described in (b) of this subsection; and

(ii) When the district will provide periodic reports on the pro-
gress the student is making toward meeting the annual goals (such as
through the use of qguarterly or other periodic reports, concurrent
with the issuance of report cards);

(d) A statement of the special education and related services and
supplementary aids and services, based on peer-reviewed research to
the extent practicable, evaluation data, and input from IEP team mem-
bers, to be provided to the student, or on behalf of the student, and
a statement of the program modifications or supports for school per-
sonnel that will be provided to enable the student:

(1) To advance appropriately toward attaining the annual goals;

(ii) To be involved in and make progress in the general education
curriculum, and to participate in extracurricular and other nonacadem-
ic activities; and

(iii) To be educated and participate with other students includ-
ing nondisabled students in the activities described in this section;

(e) An explanation of the extent, if any, to which the student
will not participate with nondisabled students in the general educa-
tion classroom and extracurricular and nonacademic activities;

(f) (1) A statement of any individual appropriate accommodations
that are necessary to measure the academic achievement and functional
performance of the student on state and district-wide assessments; and

(11i) If the IEP team determines that the student must take an al-
ternate assessment instead of a particular regular state or district-
wide assessment of student achievement, a statement of why:

(A) The student cannot participate in the regular assessment; and

(B) The particular alternate assessment selected is appropriate
for the student;

(g) Extended school year services, if determined necessary by the
IEP team for the student to receive FAPE.

(h) Behavioral intervention plan, 1f determined necessary by the
IEP team for the student to receive FAPE.

(1) Emergency response protocols, 1f determined necessary by the
IEP team for the student to receive FAPE, and the parent provides con-
sent, as defined in WAC 392-172A-01040.

(J) The projected date for the beginning of the services and mod-
ifications described in (d) of this subsection, and the anticipated
frequency, location, and duration of those services and modifications.
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(k) Beginning not later than the first IEP to be in effect when
the student turns sixteen, or younger if determined appropriate by the
IEP team, and updated annually, thereafter, the IEP must include:

(1) Appropriate measurable postsecondary goals based upon age ap-
propriate transition assessments related to training, education, em-
ployment, and, where appropriate, independent living skills;

(ii) The transition services including courses of study needed to
assist the student in reaching those goals; and

(iii) A description of how the postsecondary goals and transition
services align with the high school and beyond plan.

(1) Transfer of rights at age of majority. Beginning not later
than one year before the student reaches the age of eighteen, the IEP
must include a statement that the student has been informed of the
student's rights under the act, if any, that will transfer to the stu-
dent on reaching the age of majority.

(m) The school district's procedures for notifying a parent re-
garding the use of isolation, restraint, or a restraint device as re-
quired by RCW 28A.155.210.

(2) Construction. Nothing in this section shall be construed to
require:

(a) Additional information be included in a student's IEP beyond
what 1s explicitly required by the federal regulations implementing
the act or by state law; or

(b) The IEP team to include information under one component of a
student's IEP that is already contained under another component of the
student's IEP.

(a) The parents of the student;

(b) Not less than one general education teacher of the student if
the student is, or may be, participating in the general education en-
vironment;

(c) Not 1less than one special education teacher of the student,
or where appropriate, not less than one special education provider of
the student;

(d) A representative of the public agency who:

(1) Is qualified to provide, or supervise the provision of, spe-
cially designed instruction to meet the unique needs of students eli-
gible for special education services;

(ii) Is knowledgeable about the general education curriculum; and

(iii) Is knowledgeable about the availability of resources of the
school district.

(e) An individual who can interpret the instructional implica-
tions of evaluation results, who may be a member of the team described
in (b) through (e) of this subsection;
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(f) At the discretion of the parent or the school district, other
individuals who have knowledge or special expertise regarding the stu-
dent, including related services personnel as appropriate; and

(g) Whenever appropriate, the student.

(2) (a) The student must be invited to the IEP team meeting when
the purpose of the meeting will be the consideration of the postsecon-
dary goals for the student and the transition services needed to as-
sist the student in reaching those goals.

(b) If the student does not attend the IEP team meeting, the
school district must take other steps to ensure that the student's
preferences and interests are considered.

(c) To the extent appropriate, with the consent of the parents or
a student who has reached the age of majority, the public agency must
invite a representative of any participating agency that is 1likely to
be responsible for providing or paying for transition services.

(3) The determination of the knowledge or special expertise of
any individual invited pursuant to subsection (1) (f) of this section
must be made by the party who invited the individual to be a member of
the TIEP team.

(4) A school district may designate one of the members of the IEP
team identified in subsection (1) (b), (c), or (e) of this section to
also serve as the district representative, if the criteria in subsec-
tion (1) (d) of this section are satisfied.

(5) (a) A school district member of the IEP team is not required
to attend a meeting, in whole or in part, if the parent of a student
eligible for special education services and the school district agree,
in writing, that the attendance of the member is not necessary because
the member's area of the curriculum or related services 1is not being
modified or discussed in the meeting.

(b) A member of the IEP team described in (a) of this subsection
may be excused from attending an IEP team meeting, in whole or in
part, when the meeting involves a modification to or discussion of the
member's area of the curriculum or related services, if:

(1) The parent, in writing, and the public agency consent to the
excusal; and

(ii) The member submits written input into the development of the
IEP prior to the meeting and provides the input to the parent and oth-
er IEP team members.

(6) In the case of a student who was previously served under Part
C of the act, an invitation to the initial IEP team meeting must, at
the request of the parent, be sent to the Part C service coordinator
or other representatives as specified by the state lead agency for
Part C to assist with the smooth transition of services.

(1) Notifying parents of the meeting early enough to ensure that
they will have an opportunity to attend; and
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(2) Scheduling the meeting at a mutually agreed on time and
place.

(3) The notification required under subsection (1) of this sub-
section must:

(a) Indicate the purpose, time, and location of the meeting and
who will be in attendance;

(b) Inform the parents about the provisions relating to the par-
ticipation of other individuals on the IEP team who have knowledge or
special expertise about the student, and participation of the Part C
service coordinator or other designated representatives of the Part C
system as specified by the state lead agency for Part C at the initial
IEP team meeting for a child previously served under Part C of IDEA;
and

(c) Include whatever action is necessary to ensure that the pa-
rent understands the notification being provided including, but not
limited to, providing the notification in writing in a parent's native
language when necessary for the parent's understanding and arranging
for an interpreter for parents who are deaf or hard of hearing or
whose native language is other than English.

(4) Beginning not later than the first IEP to be in effect when
the student turns sixteen, or younger if determined appropriate by the
IEP team, the notice also must:

(a) Indicate that a purpose of the meeting will be the considera-
tion of the postsecondary goals and transition services for the stu-
dent and that the agency will invite the student; and

(b) Identify any other agency that may be responsible for provid-
ing or paying for transition services and request consent as defined
in WAC 392-172A-01040 from the parent/adult student to invite a repre-
sentative from the outside agency to the IEP meeting.

(5) If neither parent can attend an IEP team meeting, the school
district must use other methods to ensure parent participation, in-
cluding video or telephone conference calls.

(6) A meeting may be conducted without a parent in attendance if
the school district is unable to convince the parents that they should
attend. In this case, the public agency must keep a record of its at-
tempts to arrange a mutually agreed on time and place, such as:

(a) Detailed records of telephone calls made or attempted and the
results of those calls;

(b) Copies of correspondence sent to the parents and any respon-

(3) Each school district must ensure that:

(a) The student's IEP 1is accessible to each general education
teacher, special education teacher, related services provider, and any
other service provider who is responsible for its implementation; and

(b) Each teacher and provider described in (a) of this subsection
is informed in a timely manner of:

(1) His or her specific responsibilities related to implementing
the student's IEP; and

(ii) The specific accommodations, modifications, and supports
that must be provided for the student in accordance with the IEP.

(4) If a student eligible for special education services trans-
fers from one school district to another school district within Wash-
ington state and had an IEP that was in effect in the previous school
district, the new school district, in consultation with the parents,
must provide FAPE to the student including services comparable to
those described in the student's IEP, until the new school district
either:

(a) Adopts the student's IEP from the previous school district;
or

(b) Develops and implements a new IEP that meets the applicable
requirements in WAC 392-172A-03090 through 392-172A-03110.

(5) If a student eligible for special education services trans-
fers from a school district located in another state to a school dis-
trict within Washington state and had an IEP that was in effect in the
previous school district, the new school district, 1in consultation
with the parents, must provide FAPE to the student including services
comparable to those described in the student's IEP, until the new
school district:

(a) Conducts an evaluation to determine whether the student is
eligible for special education services in Washington state, 1if the
school district determines an evaluation is necessary to establish el-
igibility requirements under Washington state standards; and

(b) Develops and implements a new IEP, if appropriate, that meets

(1) In developing each student's IEP, the IEP team must consider:

(a) The strengths of the student;

(b) The concerns of the parents for enhancing the education of
their student;

(c) The results of the initial or most recent evaluation of the
student; and

(d) The academic, developmental, and functional needs of the stu-
dent.

(2) (a) When considering special factors unique to a student, the
IEP team must:

(1) Consider the wuse of positive behavioral interventions and
supports, to address behavior, in the case of a student whose behavior
impedes the student's learning or that of others; and

(ii) Consider the language needs of the student as those needs
relate to the student's IEP, for a student with limited English profi-
ciency;

(iii) In the case of a student who is blind or visually impaired,
provide for instruction in Braille and the use of Braille unless the
IEP team determines, after an evaluation of the student's reading and
writing skills, needs, and appropriate reading and writing media (in-
cluding an evaluation of the student's future needs for instruction in
Braille or the use of Braille), that instruction in Braille or the use
of Braille is not appropriate for the student;

(iv) Consider the communication needs of the student, and in the
case of a student who is deaf or hard of hearing, consider the stu-
dent's language and communication needs, opportunities for direct com-
munications with peers and professional personnel in the student's
language and communication mode, academic 1level, and full range of
needs, including opportunities for direct instruction in the student's
language and communication mode; and

(v) Consider whether the student needs assistive technology devi-
ces and services.

(b) A general education teacher of a student eligible for special
education services, as a member of the IEP team, must, to the extent
appropriate, participate in the development of the student's IEP, in-
cluding the determination of:

(1) Appropriate positive behavioral interventions and supports
for the student; and

(ii) Supplementary aids and services, program modifications, and
support for school personnel consistent with WAC 392-172A-01185.

(c) After the annual IEP team meeting for a school year, the pa-
rent of a student eligible for special education services and the
school district may agree not to convene an IEP team meeting for the
purposes of making changes to the IEP, and instead may develop a writ-
ten document to amend or modify the student's current IEP. If changes
are made to the student's IEP the school district must ensure that the

(ii) The results of any reevaluations;

(iv) The student's anticipated needs; or

(6) (a) If a participating agency, other than the school district,
fails to provide the transition services described in the IEP in ac-
cordance with WAC 392-172A-03090 (1) (j), the school district must re-
convene the IEP team to identify alternative strategies to meet the
transition objectives for the student set out in the IEP.

(b) Nothing in this chapter relieves any participating agency,

three through five who are enrolled by their parents in approved, non-
profit private, including religious, elementary schools located in the
school district, is to the total number of students eligible for spe-
cial education services in its Jjurisdiction aged three through five.

(ii) As described in (b) (i) of this subsection, students aged
three through five are considered to be parentally placed private
school students enrolled by their parents in private, including reli-
gious, elementary schools, if they are enrolled in an approved, non-
profit private school at the kindergarten level or above.

(c) If a school district has not expended all of the funds for
equitable services described in (a) and (b) of this subsection by the
end of the fiscal year for which Congress appropriated the funds, the
remaining funds must be obligated for special education and related
services to parentally placed nonprofit private school students eligi-
ble for special education services during a carry-over period of one
additional year.

(2) In calculating the proportionate amount of federal funds to
be provided for parentally placed nonprofit private school students
eligible for special education services, the school district, after
timely and meaningful consultation with representatives of approved,
nonprofit private schools under WAC 392-172A-04020, must conduct a
thorough and complete child find process to determine the number of
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parentally placed students eligible for special education services at-
tending nonprofit private schools located in the school district.

(1) Determine the number of parentally placed private school stu-

(2) Decisions about the services that will be provided to paren-
tally placed private school students eligible for special education
services under WAC 392-172A-04010 through 392-172A-04070 must be made
in accordance with subsection (4) of this section and the consultation
process.

(3) The school district must make the final decisions with re-
spect to the services to be provided to eligible parentally placed
private school students eligible for special education services.

(4) If a student eligible for special education services is en-
rolled in a religious or other private school by the student's parents
and will receive special education or related services from a school
district, the school district must:

(a) The names of the parties involved;

(b) The name(s) of the student (s);

(g) A description of the district responsibility and process of
data collection and reporting for the student(s), including the data
required under IDEA, restraint or isolation (RCW 28A.600.485) reports
to parents and the OSPI, and school discipline;

392-172A-02110 are met (including requirements for parental consent,
notification, and reporting);

(1) Assurance that the agency will notify the school district and
OSPI of program changes within the agency that may affect the agency's
ability to contract or any complaints against the agency regarding
services to students eligible for special education services; and

(j) Any other contractual elements including those identified in
WAC 392-121-188 that may be necessary to assure compliance with state
and federal rules.

(2) Each school district must ensure that a student eligible for
special education services placed in or referred to a nonpublic agency
under WAC 392-172A-04080(1) or with another private or public agency
under WAC 392-172A-04080(2) is provided special education and related
services:

(a) In conformance with an IEP developed by the school district
that meets the requirements of this chapter; and

(b) At no cost to the parents.

(3) Each school district remains responsible for ensuring that
the student is provided FAPE.

(4) The school district remains responsible for evaluations and
IEP meetings for the student. If the school district requests that the
nonpublic agency conduct evaluations or IEP meetings, the school dis-
trict will ensure that all applicable requirements of Part B of the
act are met.

(6) The student must be provided with an opportunity to partici-
pate in state and district assessments.

(a) The nonpublic agency is approved by the state board as a pri-
vate school, and has at least one certificated teacher with a special
education endorsement, other certificated teachers who meet state
standards, and related services staff meeting state licensure require-
ments for their profession. If the education program is associated
with a facility, such as a hospital mental health, or treatment fa-
cility, and the program is not an approved private school, the program
must comply with the licensing requirements for the facility, such as
the department of health, and the facility will assure that it has
teachers who meet certification requirements developed by the profes-
sional educators standards board, related services staff meeting state
licensure requirements for their profession as applicable, and at
least one certificated teacher with a special education endorsement.

(c) The private school or facility meets applicable health and
safety standards.

(d) The private school or facility can demonstrate through audits
that it is financially stable, and has accounting systems that allow
for separation of school district funds.

(e) The private school or facility has procedures in place that
address staff hiring and evaluation including:

(1) Checking personal and professional references for employees;

(ii) Criminal background checks in accordance with state rules
for public school employees;

(iii) Regular scheduling of staff evaluations of the competencies
that enable the staff to work with students.

(f) The private school or facility has a policy of nondiscrimina-
tion.

(g) The private school or facility meets state education rules
for hours and days of instruction.

(h) The private school or facility understands and has procedures
in place to protect the procedural safeguards of the students eligible
for special education services and their families.

(2) After approval as a nonpublic agency, the private school or
facility must provide annual review information to the OSPI and school
districts with whom they contract the following two years. The nonpub-
lic agency must complete a renewal application, including scheduling a
site visit by a contracting school district every third year following
approval.

(3) OSPI may modify, substitute, add, or waive as necessary any
requirements for nonpublic agency approval under this section, and
provide an indication of a change to the approval requirements for any
nonpublic agency on the list of currently approved nonpublic agencies
available to the public maintained on the OSPI website.

WAC 392-172A-04115 Placement of students when FAPE is at issue.
(1) If a student eligible for special education services has a FAPE
available and the parents choose to place the student in a private
school or facility, the school district is not required by this chap-
ter to pay for the student's education, including special education
and related services, at the private school or facility. However, the
school district shall include that student in the population whose
needs are addressed consistent with WAC 392-172A-04000 through
392-172A-04070.

(2) Disagreements between the parents and a school district re-
garding the availability of a program appropriate for the student and
the question of financial reimbursement are subject to the due process
procedures at WAC 392-172A-05080 through 392-172A-05125.

(3) If the parents of a student, who previously received special
education and related services under the authority of a school dis-
trict, enroll the student in a private preschool, elementary or secon-
dary school, or other facility without the consent of or referral by a
school district or other public agency, a court or an administrative
law judge may require a school district or other public agency to re-
imburse the parents for the cost of that enrollment if the court or
administrative law judge finds that a school district or other public
agency had not made a free appropriate public education available to
the student in a timely manner prior to that enrollment and that the
private placement is appropriate. A parental placement may be found to
be appropriate by a hearing officer or a court even if it does not
meet the state standards that apply to education provided by a school
district or other public agency.

(4) The cost of reimbursement may be reduced or denied if:

(a) (1) At the most recent individualized education program meet-
ing that the parents attended prior to removal of the student from the
public school, the parents did not inform the team that they were re-
jecting the placement proposed by a school district to provide a FAPE
to their student, including stating their concerns and their intent to
enroll their student in a private school at public expense; or

(ii) At least ten business days (including any holidays that oc-
cur on a business day) prior to the removal of the student from the
public school, the parents did not give written notice to a school
district of the information described in (a) (i) of this subsection; or

(b) Prior to the parents' removal of the student from the public
school, a school district informed the parents, through the notice re-
quirements described in this chapter, of its intent to evaluate the
student (including a statement of the purpose of the evaluation that
was appropriate and reasonable), but the parents did not make the stu-
dent available for the evaluation; or

(c) Upon a judicial finding of unreasonableness with respect to
actions taken by the parents.

duced or denied for failure to provide the notice if:

(a) The school district prevented the parent from providing the
notice; or

(b) The parent had not received the procedural safeguards con-
taining notice of the requirement to notify a school district of the
information required in subsection (4) (a) (i) of this section.

(6) An administrative law judge or court may, in its discretion,
determine that the cost of reimbursement will not be reduced or denied
for failure to provide the notice in subsection (4) (a) (i) of this sec-
tion if:

(a) The parents are not literate or cannot write in English; or

(b) Compliance with subsection (4) (a) (i) of this section would
likely result in serious emotional harm to the student.

WAC 392-172A-05001 Parent participation in meetings. (1) (a) The
parents of a student eligible for special education services must be
afforded an opportunity to participate in meetings with respect to the
identification, evaluation, educational placement and the provision of
FAPE to the student.

(b) Each school district must provide notice consistent with WAC
392-172A-03100 (1) and (3) to ensure that parents of students eligible
for special education services have the opportunity to participate in
meetings described in (a) of this subsection.

(c) A meeting does not include informal or unscheduled conversa-
tions involving school district personnel and conversations on issues
such as teaching methodology, lesson plans, or coordination of service
provision. A meeting also does not include preparatory activities that
school district personnel engage in to develop a proposal or response
to a parent proposal that will be discussed at a later meeting.

(2) (a) Each school district must ensure that a parent of each
student eligible for special education services is a member of any
group that makes decisions on the educational placement of the pa-
rent's child.
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(b) In implementing the requirements of (a) of this subsection,
the school district must use procedures consistent with the procedures
described in WAC 392-172A-03100 (1) through (3).

(c) If neither parent can participate in a meeting in which a de-
cision is to be made relating to the educational placement of their
child, the school district must use other methods to ensure their par-
ticipation, including individual or conference telephone calls, or
video conferencing.

(d) A placement decision may be made by a group without the in-
volvement of a parent, if the school district is unable to obtain the
parent's participation in the decision. In this case, the school dis-
trict must have a record of its attempt to ensure their involvement.

(e) A parent of a student eligible for special education services
may request permission to observe their student's current educational
placement, and to observe any educational placement proposed or under
consideration either by a parent or a group that makes decisions on
the educational placement of the parent's child, in accordance with
applicable school district policy and state law.

(3) When conducting IEP team meetings and placement meetings and
in carrying out administrative matters such as scheduling, exchange of
witness lists and status conferences for due process hearing requests,
the parent and the district may agree to use alternative means of
meeting participation such as video conferences and conference calls.

(4) For any meeting under this section, including meetings rela-
ted to a student's IEP, school discipline, and truancy, in accordance
with RCW 28A.155.230, each school district must take whatever action
is necessary to ensure that the parent understands the proceedings of
the meeting including, but not limited to:

(a) Notifying parents in advance in the parent's native language
of the availability of interpretation and translation services at no
cost to the parents;

(b) Arranging for an interpreter for parents who are deaf or hard
of hearing or whose native language is other than English; and

(c) Documenting the language in which families prefer to communi-
cate and whether a qualified interpreter for the student's family was
provided.

(5) A parent may request consent to record meetings under this
section, 1in accordance with applicable school district policies and
state law. Any recording that is maintained by the school district is
an "education record" within the meaning under the Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act, 34 C.F.R. Part 99.

WAC 392-172A-05005 Independent educational evaluation. (1) (a)
Parents of a student eligible for special education services have the
right under this chapter to obtain an independent educational evalua-
tion of the student if the parent disagrees with the school district's
evaluation subject to subsections (2) through (7) of this section.

(b) Each school district shall provide to parents, upon request
for an independent educational evaluation, information about where an
independent educational evaluation may be obtained, and the agency
criteria applicable for independent educational evaluations as set
forth in subsection (7) of this section.
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(c) For the purposes of this section:

(1) Independent educational evaluation means an evaluation con-
ducted by a qualified examiner who is not employed by the school dis-
trict responsible for the education of the student in question; and

(ii) Public expense means that the school district either pays
for the full cost of the evaluation or ensures that the evaluation is
otherwise provided at no cost to the parent, consistent with this
chapter.

(2) (a) A parent has the right to an independent educational eval-
uation at public expense if the parent disagrees with an evaluation
conducted or obtained by the school district.

(b) A parent 1is entitled to only one independent educational
evaluation at public expense each time the school district conducts an
evaluation with which the parent disagrees.

(c) If a parent requests an independent educational evaluation at
public expense consistent with (a) of this subsection, the school dis-
trict must either:

(1) Initiate a due process hearing within fifteen days to show
that its evaluation is appropriate; or

(ii) Ensure that an independent educational evaluation is provi-
ded at public expense without unnecessary delay, unless the school
district demonstrates in a hearing under this chapter that the evalua-
tion obtained by the parent did not meet agency criteria.

(3) If the school district initiates a hearing and the final de-
cision is that the district's evaluation is appropriate, the parent
still has the right to an independent educational evaluation, but not
at public expense.

(4) If a parent requests an independent educational evaluation,
the school district may ask for the parent's reason why he or she ob-
jects to the school district's evaluation. However, the explanation by
the parent may not be required and the school district must either
provide the independent educational evaluation at public expense or
initiate a due process hearing to defend the educational evaluation.

(5) If the parent obtains an independent educational evaluation
at public or private expense, the results of the evaluation:

(a) Must be considered by the school district, if it meets agency
criteria, in any decision made with respect to the provision of FAPE
to the student; and

(b) May be presented as evidence at a hearing under this chapter
regarding that student.

(6) If an administrative law Jjudge requests an independent educa-
tional evaluation as part of a due process hearing, the cost of the
evaluation must be at public expense.

(7) (a) If an independent educational evaluation is at public ex-
pense, the criteria under which the evaluation is obtained, including
the location of the evaluation and the qualifications of the examiner,
must be the same as the criteria that the school district uses when it
initiates an evaluation, to the extent those criteria are consistent
with the parent's right to an independent educational evaluation.

(b) Except for the criteria described in (a) of this subsection,
a school district may not impose conditions or timelines related to
obtaining an independent educational evaluation at public expense.

(a) Proposes to initiate or change the identification, evalua-
tion, or educational placement of the student or the provision of FAPE
to the student; or

(b) Refuses to initiate or change the identification, evaluation,
or educational placement of the student or the provision of FAPE to
the student.

(a) A description of the action proposed or refused by the agen-
cy;

(b) An explanation of why the agency proposes or refuses to take
the action;

(c) A description of each evaluation procedure, assessment, re-
cord, or report the agency used as a basis for the proposed or refused
action;

(d) A statement that the parents of a student eligible or refer-
red for special education services have protection under the procedur-
al safeguards and, if this notice is not an initial referral for eval-
uation, the means by which a copy of a description of the procedural
safeguards can be obtained;

(e) Sources for parents to contact to obtain assistance in under-
standing the procedural safeguards and the contents of the notice;

(f) A description of other options that the IEP team considered
and the reasons why those options were rejected; and

(g) A description of other factors that are relevant to the agen-
cy's proposal or refusal.

(3) (a) The notice required under subsections (1) and (2) of this
section must be:

(1) Written in language understandable to the general public; and

(ii) Provided in the native language of the parent or other mode
of communication used by the parent, unless it is clearly not feasible
to do so.

(b) If the native language or other mode of communication of the
parent is not a written language, the school district must take steps
to ensure:

(1) That the notice is translated orally or by other means to the
parent in his or her native language or other mode of communication;

(ii) That the parent understands the content of the notice; and

(iii) That there is written evidence that the requirements in (b)
of this subsection have been met.

(b) Upon receipt of the first state complaint and receipt of the
first due process complaint in a school year;

(c) When a decision is made to remove a student for more than ten

(3) The procedural safeguards notice must include a full explana-
tion of all of the procedural safeguards available under this chapter
that relate to:

(e) An opportunity to present and resolve complaints through the
due process hearing request and state complaint procedures, including:

(1) The time period in which to file a state complaint and due
process hearing request;

(ii) The opportunity for the school district to resolve the due
process hearing request; and

(iii) The difference between the due process hearing request and
the state complaint procedures, including the Jjurisdiction of each
procedure, what issues may be raised, filing and decision timelines,
and relevant procedures;

(f) The availability of mediation;

(g) The student's placement during the pendency of any due proc-
ess hearing;

(h) Procedures for students who are subject to placement in an
interim alternative educational setting;

(1) Requirements for unilateral placement by parents of students
in private schools at public expense;

(j) Hearings on due process hearing requests, including require-
ments for disclosure of evaluation results and recommendations;

(k) Civil actions, including the time period in which to file
those actions; and

(1) Attorneys' fees.

(4) (a) The procedural safeguards notice must be:

STATE COMMUNITY COMPLAINT PROCEDURES

WAC 392-172A-05025 Procedures for filing a complaint. (1) An
organization or individual, including an organization or individual
from another state, may file with the OSPI special education division,
a written, signed complaint that the OSPI, or a subgrantee of the OSPI
including, but not limited to, an ESD, school district, or other sub-
grantee 1is violating or has violated Part B of the Individuals with
Disabilities Education Act or regulations implementing the act.

(2) (a) A written complaint filed with OSPI will include:

(1) (A) A statement that the agency has violated or is violating
one or more requirements of Part B of IDEA including the state and
federal regulations implementing the act; or

(B) A statement that the school district is not implementing a
mediation agreement or a resolution agreement;

(11) The facts on which the statement is based;

(iii) The signature and contact information, including an address
of the complainant; and

(iv) The name and address of the school district, or other agency
subject to the complaint.

(b) If the allegations are with respect to a specific student the
information must also include:

(1) The name and address of the student, or in the case of a
homeless child or youth, contact information for the student;

(11) The name of the school the student attends and the name of
the school district;

(iii) A description of the nature of the problem of the student,
including the facts relating to the problem; and

(iv) A proposed resolution of the problem to the extent known and
available to the party at the time the complaint is filed.

(c) The complainant must send a copy of the complaint to the
agency serving the student at the same time the complainant files the
complaint with OSPI. Complaints under this chapter are filed with the
assistant superintendent of special education, OSPI.

(d) The complaint must allege a violation that occurred not more
than one year prior to the date that the complaint is received.

(e) The OSPI has developed a form for use by persons or organiza-
tions filing a complaint. Use of the form is not required, but the
complaint must contain the elements addressed in (a) and (b) of this
subsection.

WAC 392-172A-05030 Investigation of the complaint and decision.
(1) Upon receipt of a properly filed complaint, the OSPI shall send a
copy of the complaint to the school district or other agency for their
investigation of the alleged violations. A complaint against OSPI
shall be investigated pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05040.

(2) The OSPI will provide the complainant the opportunity to sub-
mit additional information, either orally or in writing, about the al-
legations contained in the complaint. If the additional information
contains new information, the OSPI may, in its discretion, either no-
tify the district of the additional issues or inform the parent of the
option to open a new complaint.

(3) The school district or other agency shall respond in writing
to the OSPI with documentation of the investigation, no later than
seventeen calendar days after the date of receipt of the complaint.

(4) The response to the OSPI shall clearly state whether:

(a) The allegations contained in the complaint are denied and the
basis for such denial; or

(b) The allegations are admitted and with proposed reasonable
corrective action(s) deemed necessary to correct the violation.

(5) The OSPI will provide the complainant a copy of the school
district's or other agency's response to the complaint and provide the
complainant an opportunity to reply. If the complainant is not author-
ized to review personally identifiable information, that information
will not be provided to the complainant.

(6) Upon review of all relevant information including, if neces-
sary, information obtained through an independent on-site investiga-
tion by the OSPI, the OSPI will make an independent determination as
to whether the school district or other public agency has or is vio-
lating a requirement of Part B of the act, the federal regulations im-
plementing the act, this chapter, or whether the public agency is not
implementing a mediation or resolution agreement.

(7) The OSPI shall issue a written decision to the complainant
that addresses each allegation in the complaint including findings of
fact, conclusions, and the reasons for the decision. The decision will
be issued within sixty days after receipt of the complaint unless:

(a) Exceptional circumstances related to the complaint require an
extension; or

(b) The complainant and school district or other agency agrees in
writing to extend the time to use mediation or an alternative dispute
resolution method.

(8) If the OSPI finds a violation, the decision will include any
necessary corrective action to be undertaken and any documentation to
be provided to ensure that the corrective action is completed. If the
decision 1is that a school district or other public agency has failed
to provide appropriate services, the decision will address:

(a) How to remediate the failure to provide those services, in-
cluding, as appropriate, compensatory education, monetary reimburse-
ment, or other corrective action appropriate to the needs of the stu-
dent; and
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(b) Appropriate future provision of services for all students el-
igible for special education services.

(9) Corrective action ordered by OSPI must be completed within
the timelines established in the written decision, unless another time
period is established through an extension of the timeline. If compli-
ance by a school district or other public agency is not achieved pur-
suant to subsection (8) of this section, the OSPI will initiate fund
withholding, fund recovery, or any other sanction deemed appropriate.

WAC 392-172A-05035 Community complaints and due process hear-
ings. (1) If a written complaint is received that is also the subject
of a due process hearing under this chapter or contains multiple is-
sues, of which one or more are part of that hearing, the OSPI must set
aside any part of the complaint that is being addressed in the due
process hearing, until the conclusion of the hearing. However, any is-
sue in the complaint that is not a part of the due process hearing
must be resolved using the time limit and procedures described in this
section.

MEDIATION

WAC 392-172A-05060 Mediation purpose—Availability. (1) The
purpose of mediation is to offer both the parent and the school dis-
trict an opportunity to resolve disputes and reach a mutually accepta-
ble agreement concerning the identification, evaluation, educational
placement or provision of FAPE to the student through the use of an
impartial mediator.

(2) Mediation is wvoluntary and requires the agreement of both
parties. It may be terminated by either party at any time during the
mediation process.

(3) Mediation cannot be used to deny or delay a parent's right to
a due process hearing under this chapter, or to deny any other rights
afforded under this chapter.

(4) Mediation services are provided by the OSPI at no cost to ei-
ther party, including the costs of meetings described in WAC
392-172A-05075. To access the statewide mediation system, a request
for mediation services may be made in writing or verbally to adminis-
trative agents for the OSPI. Written confirmation of the request shall
be provided to both parties by an intake coordinator and a mediator
shall be assigned to the case.

(5) The OSPI will provide mediation services for individuals
whose primary language is not English or who use another mode of com-
munication when requested unless it is clearly not feasible to do so.
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Each session in the mediation process shall be scheduled in a timely
manner and shall be held in a location that is convenient to the par-
ties to the dispute.

(a) May not be an employee of any school district or other public
or private agency that is providing education or related services to a
student who is the subject of the mediation process; and

(b) Shall not have a personal or professional conflict of inter-

(c) A person who otherwise qualifies as a mediator is not an em-
ployee of a school district or other public agency solely because he
or she is paid by the agency to serve as a mediator.

(3) (a) The O0SPI, through its contracted administrative agents,
shall maintain a list of individuals who are qualified mediators and
knowledgeable in laws and regulations relating to the provision of
special education and related services.

(b) Mediators will be selected on a random, rotational or other
impartial basis.

WAC 392-172A-05070 Resolution of a dispute through mediation.
(1) If the parties resolve a dispute through the mediation process,
the parties must execute a legally binding agreement that sets forth
that resolution and that:

(a) States that all discussions that occurred during the media-

(b) Is signed by both the parent and a representative of the
agency who has the authority to bind such agency.

(2) A written, signed mediation agreement is enforceable in a
state court of competent Jjurisdiction or in a district court of the
United States.

(3) Discussions that occur during the mediation process must be
confidential and may not be used as evidence 1in any subsequent due
process hearing or civil proceeding of any federal or state court.

WAC 392-172A-05075 Meeting to encourage mediation. (1) A school
district may establish procedures to offer parents who elect not to
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use the mediation process to meet, at a time and location convenient
to the parents, with a disinterested party:

(a) Who is under contract with appropriate alternative dispute
resolution entity or a parent training and information center; and

(b) Who would explain the benefits of the mediation process, and
encourage the parents to use the process.

(2) A school district or other public agency may not deny or de-
lay a parent's right to a due process hearing under this chapter if
the parent fails to participate in the meeting described in this sec-
tion.

(3) A school district shall submit its procedures for implement-
ing this section to the OSPI for review and approval, including pro-
jected costs for carrying out the process.

DUE PROCESS HEARING PROCEDURES

WAC 392-172A-05080 Right to a due process hearing. (1) A parent
or a school district may file a due process hearing request on any of
the matters relating to the identification, evaluation or educational
placement, or the provision of FAPE to a student.

(2) The due process hearing request must be made within two years
of, and allege a violation that occurred not more than two years be-
fore, the date the parent or school district knew or should have known
about the alleged action that forms the basis of the due process com-
plaint except the timeline does not apply to a parent if the parent
was prevented from filing a due process hearing request due to:

(a) Specific misrepresentations by the school district that it
had resolved the problem forming the basis of the due process hearing
request; or

(b) The school district withheld information from the parent that
was required under this chapter to be provided to the parent.

(3) (a) Information about any free or low-cost legal and other
relevant services available in the area 1is maintained on OSPI's web-
site and is provided by the office of administrative hearings to pa-
rents whenever a due process hearing request is filed by either the
parent or the school district; and

(b) School districts must provide this information to parents
whenever a parent requests the information.

WAC 392-172A-05085 Due process hearing request filing and re-
sponse. (1) (a) To file a due process hearing request, the parent or
the school district (party), or the attorney representing a party,
must:
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(1) Serve the request, which must remain confidential, directly
with the other party; and

(ii) File a copy of the request wvia mail, fax, or electronically
directly with the OSPI's designee, the office of administrative hear-
ings, at the following:

(b) Due process hearing timelines will begin upon receipt of the
request by both the other party and the office of administrative hear-
ings, whichever date is later.

(c) When a parent is filing a due process hearing request, the
party to be served is the superintendent of the school district, or
public agency responsible for the student.

(2) The due process hearing request required in subsection (1) of
this section must include:

(a) The name of the student;

(b) The address of the residence of the student;

(c) The name of the school the student is attending, and the name
of the district or public agency that is responsible for the student's
special education program in the school;

(d) In the case of a homeless child or youth, available contact
information for the student in addition to the information in (c¢) of
this subsection;

(e) A description of the nature of the problem of the student re-
lated to the proposed or refused initiation or change, including facts
relating to the problem; and

(f) A proposed resolution of the problem to the extent known and
available to the party at the time.

(3) OSPI has developed a due process hearing request form to as-
sist parents and school districts filing a due process hearing. Pa-
rents and school districts are not required to use this form, and may
use the form, or another form or other document, so long as the form
or document that is used, meets the requirements in subsection (2) of
this section.

(4) A party may not have a hearing on a due process hearing re-
quest until the party, or the attorney representing the party, files a
due process hearing request that meets the requirements of subsection
(2) of this section.

(5) (a) The due process hearing request will be deemed sufficient
unless the party served with the due process hearing request notifies
the administrative law Jjudge and the other party in writing, within
fifteen days of receipt of the due process hearing request, that the
receiving party believes the due process hearing request does not meet
the requirements in subsection (2) of this section.

(b) Within five days of receipt of notification that a due proc-
ess hearing request 1s not sufficient, the administrative law judge
must make a determination on the face of the due process hearing re-
quest of whether the request meets the requirements of subsection (2)
of this section, and must immediately notify the parties in writing of
that determination.

(6) A party may amend its due process hearing request only if:
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(a) The other party consents in writing to the amendment and is
given the opportunity to resolve the due process hearing request
through a resolution meeting held pursuant to the procedures in WAC
392-172A-05090; or

(b) The administrative law Jjudge grants permission, except that
the administrative law Jjudge may only grant permission to amend not
later than five days before the due process hearing begins.

If a party is allowed to amend the due process hearing request
under (a) or (b) of this subsection, the timelines for the resolution
meeting in WAC 392-172A-05090 (2) (a) and the time period to resolve in
WAC 392-172A-05090 (2) (b) begin again with the filing of the amended
due process hearing request.

(7) (a) If the school district has not sent a prior written notice
under WAC 392-172A-05010 to the parent regarding the subject matter
contained in a parent's due process hearing request, the school must
send the parent a response, within ten days of receiving the due proc-
ess hearing request, that includes:

(1) An explanation of why the agency proposed or refused to take
the action raised in the due process hearing request;

(ii) A description of other options that the IEP team or evalua-
tion group considered and the reasons why those options were rejected;

(iii) A description of each evaluation procedure, assessment, re-
cord, or report the agency used as the basis for the proposed or re-
fused action; and

(iv) A description of the other factors that are relevant to the
district's proposed or refused action.

(b) A response by a school district under subsections (7) and (8)
of this section shall not be construed to preclude the school district
from asserting that the parent's due process hearing request was in-
sufficient, where appropriate.

(8) Except as provided in subsection (7) (a) of this section, the
party receiving a due process hearing request must send the party a
response that specifically addresses the 1issues raised 1in the due
process hearing request within ten days of receiving the due process
hearing request.

WAC 392-172A-05090 Resolution process. (1) (a) Within fifteen
days of receiving notice that a parent has served a due process hear-
ing request on the district and filed a copy of the due process re-
quest with the office of administrative hearings, and prior to the in-
itiation of a due process hearing under WAC 392-172A-05100, the school
district must convene a meeting with the parent and the relevant mem-
ber or members of the IEP team who have specific knowledge of the
facts identified in the due process hearing request and that:

(1) Includes a representative of the school district who has de-
cision-making authority on behalf of that district; and

(ii) May not include an attorney of the school district unless
the parent is accompanied by an attorney.

(b) The purpose of the meeting is for the parent of the child to
discuss the due process hearing request, and the facts that form the
basis of the request, so that the school district has the opportunity
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to resolve the dispute that is the basis for the due process hearing
request.

(c) The meeting described in (a) of this subsection need not be
held if:

(1) The parent and the school district agree in writing to waive
the meeting; or

(ii) The parent and the school district agree to use the media-
tion process described in WAC 392-172A-05060.

(d) The parent and the school district determine the relevant
members of the IEP team to attend the meeting.

(2) (a) If the school district has not resolved the due process
hearing request to the satisfaction of the parent within thirty days
of the parent's filing of the due process hearing request under WAC
392-172A-05085, the due process hearing may occur.

(b) Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, the
timeline for issuing a final decision under WAC 392-172A-05105 begins
at the expiration of this thirty-day period.

(c) Unless the parties have jointly agreed to waive the resolu-
tion process or to use mediation, notwithstanding (a) and (b) of this
subsection, the failure of the parent filing a due process hearing re-
quest to participate in the resolution meeting will delay the time-
lines for the resolution process and due process hearing until the
meeting is held.

(d) If the school district is unable to obtain the participation
of the parent in the resolution meeting after reasonable efforts have
been made and documented using the procedures in WAC
392-172A-03100(6), the school district may, at the conclusion of the
thirty-day period, request that an administrative law Jjudge dismiss
the parent's due process hearing request.

(e) If the school district fails to hold the resolution meeting
within fifteen days as specified in subsection (1) of this section or
fails to participate in the resolution meeting, the parent may seek
the intervention of an administrative law judge to begin the due proc-
ess hearing timeline.

(3) The forty-five day timeline for the due process hearing
starts the day after one of the following events:

(a) Both parties agree in writing to waive the resolution meet-
ing;

(b) After either the mediation or resolution meeting starts but
before the end of the thirty-day period, the parties agree in writing
that no agreement is possible;

(c) If both parties agree in writing to continue the mediation at
the end of the thirty-day resolution period, but later, the parent or
school district withdraws from the mediation process.

(4) (a) If a resolution to the dispute is reached at the meeting
described in subsection (1) (a) and (b) of this section, the parties
must execute a legally binding agreement that is:

(1) Signed by both the parent and a representative of the school
district who has the authority to bind the district; and

(ii) Enforceable in any state court of competent jurisdiction or
in a district court of the United States.

(b) If the parties execute an agreement pursuant this section, a
party may void the agreement within three business days of the agree-
ment's execution.

WAC 392-172A-05095 Administrative law judges. (1) A due process
hearing is conducted for OSPI by the office of administrative hear-
ings.

(2) Administrative law judges that conduct the hearings:
(a) Must not be:

(1) An employee of OSPI or the school district that is involved
in the education or care of the student; or

(ii) A person having a personal or professional interest that
conflicts with the person's objectivity in the hearing.

(b) Must possess knowledge of, and the ability to understand, the
provisions of the act, federal and state regulations pertaining to the
act, and legal interpretations of the act by federal and state courts;

(c) Must possess the knowledge and ability to conduct hearings in
accordance with appropriate, standard legal practice; and

(d) Must possess the knowledge and ability to render and write
decisions in accordance with appropriate, standard legal practice.

(3) An administrative law Jjudge who otherwise qualifies to con-
duct a hearing under subsection (2) of this section is not an employee
of the OSPI solely because he or she is paid using OSPI funds.

(4) OSPI maintains a list of the persons who serve as administra-
tive law Jjudges which includes a statement of the qualifications of
each of those persons.

WAC 392-172A-05100 Hearing rights. These hearing rights govern
both due process hearings conducted pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05080
through 392-172A-05125 and hearings for disciplinary matters conducted
pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05160.

(1) Any party to a due process hearing has the right to:

(a) Be represented by counsel and accompanied and advised by in-
dividuals with special knowledge or training with respect to the prob-
lems of students eligible for special education services;

(b) Present evidence and confront, cross-examine, and compel the
attendance of witnesses;

(c) Prohibit the introduction of any evidence at the hearing that
has not been disclosed to that party at least five business days be-
fore the hearing;

(d) Obtain a written, or, at the option of the parents, electron-
ic, verbatim record of the hearing; and

(e) Obtain written, or, at the option of the parents, electronic
findings of fact and decisions.

(2) (a) At least five business days prior to a due process hearing
conducted pursuant to this section, each party must disclose to all
other parties all evaluations completed by that date and the recommen-
dations based on the offering party's evaluations that the party in-
tends to use at the hearing.

(b) An administrative law judge may bar any party that fails to
comply with (a) of this subsection from introducing the relevant eval-
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uation or recommendation at the hearing without the consent of the
other party.

(3) The party requesting the due process hearing may not raise
issues at the due process hearing that were not raised in the due
process hearing request unless the other party agrees otherwise.

(4) Either party may file a separate due process hearing request
on an issue separate from a due process hearing request already filed.
(5) Parents involved in hearings must be given the right to:

(a) Have the student who is the subject of the hearing present;

(b) Open the hearing to the public; and

(c) Have the record of the hearing and the findings of fact and
decisions described in subsection (1) (d) and (e) of this section pro-
vided to the parent at no cost.

(6) To the extent not modified by the hearing procedures ad-
dressed in this section, the timelines addressed in WAC
392-172A-05110, and the timelines and procedures for civil actions ad-
dressed in WAC 392-172A-05115, the general rules applicable for admin-
istrative hearings contained in chapter 10-08 WAC govern the conduct
of the due process hearing.

WAC 392-172A-05105 Hearing decisions. (1) An administrative law
judge's determination of whether a student received FAPE must be based
on substantive grounds.

(2) In matters alleging a procedural violation, an administrative
law judge may find that a student did not receive a FAPE only if the
procedural inadequacies:

(a) Impeded the student's right to a FAPE;

(b) Significantly impeded the parent's opportunity to participate
in the decision-making process regarding the provision of a FAPE to
the parent's child; or

(c) Caused a deprivation of educational benefit.

(3) Nothing in subsections (1) and (2) of this section shall be
construed to preclude an administrative law Jjudge from ordering a
school district to comply with the procedural requirements contained
in this chapter.

(4) The state deletes personally identifiable information con-
tained in due process hearing decisions, transmits those decisions to
the state advisory panel and makes decisions available to the public.

WAC 392-172A-05110 Timelines and convenience of hearings. (1)
Not later than forty-five days after the expiration of the thirty day
resolution period, or the adjusted time periods described in WAC
392-172A-05090 (3) :

(a) A final decision shall be reached in the hearing; and
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(b) A copy of the decision shall be mailed to each of the par-
ties.

(2) Reconsideration of the decision under RCW 34.05.470 is not
allowed under Part B of the act due to the timelines for issuing a fi-
nal decision.

(3) An administrative law judge may grant specific extensions of
time beyond the period in subsection (1) of this section at the re-
quest of either party.

(4) Each due process hearing must be conducted at a time and
place that is reasonably convenient to the parents and student in-
volved.

WAC 392-172A-05115 Civil action. (1) Any party aggrieved by the
findings and decision made under WAC 392-172A-05105 through
392-172A-05110 or 392-172A-05165 has the right to bring a civil action
with respect to the due process hearing request. The action may be
brought in any state court of competent Jjurisdiction or in a district
court of the United States without regard to the amount in controver-
SYy.

(2) The party bringing the action shall have ninety days from the
date of the decision of the administrative law judge to file a civil
action in federal or state court.

(3) In any action brought under subsection (1) of this section,
the court:

(a) Receives the records of the administrative proceedings;

(b) Hears additional evidence at the request of a party; and

(c) Basing its decision on the preponderance of the evidence,
grants the relief that the court determines to be appropriate.

(4) The district courts of the United States have jurisdiction of
actions brought under section 615 of the act without regard to the
amount in controversy.

(5) Nothing in this part restricts or limits the rights, proce-
dures, and remedies available under the Constitution, the Americans
with Disabilities Act of 1990, Title V of the Rehabilitation Act of
1973, or other federal laws protecting the rights of students with
disabilities, except that before the filing of a civil action under
these laws seeking relief that is also available under section 615 of
the act, the due process procedures under WAC 392-172A-05085 and
392-172A-05165 must be exhausted to the same extent as would be re-
quired had the action been brought under section 615 of the act.

WAC 392-172A-05120 Attorneys' fees. (1) In any action or pro-
ceeding brought under 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1415 of the act, the court, in
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its discretion, may award reasonable attorneys' fees as part of the
costs to:

(a) The prevailing party who is the parent of a student eligible
or referred for special education services;

(b) To a prevailing party who 1is a school district, or OSPI,
against the attorney of a parent who files a due process request or
subsequent cause of action that is frivolous, unreasonable, or without
foundation, or against the attorney of a parent who continued to liti-
gate after the litigation clearly became frivolous, unreasonable, or
without foundation; or

(c) To a prevailing school district or OSPI against the attorney
of a parent, or against the parent, if the parent's request for a due
process hearing or subsequent cause of action was presented for any
improper purpose, such as to harass, to cause unnecessary delay, or to
needlessly increase the cost of litigation.

(2) (a) Funds under Part B of the act may not be used to pay at-
torneys' fees or costs of a party related to any action or proceeding
under section 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1415 and 34 C.F.R. Secs. 300.500 through
300.599.

(b) Subsection (2) (a) of this section does not preclude a school
district or OSPI from using funds under Part B of the act for conduct-
ing an action or proceeding under 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1415.

(3) (a) Fees awarded under subsection (1) of this section must be
based on rates prevailing in the community in which the action or pro-
ceeding arose for the kind and quality of services furnished. No bonus
or multiplier may be used in calculating the fees awarded.

(b) Attorneys' fees may not be awarded and related costs may not
be reimbursed in any action or proceeding under 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1415
for services performed after a written offer of settlement to a parent
if:

(1) The offer is made within the time prescribed by Rule 68 of
the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure or, in the case of an administra-
tive proceeding, at any time more than ten days before the proceeding
begins;

(i1i) The offer is not accepted within ten days; and

(iii) The court or administrative law judge finds that the relief
finally obtained by the parents is not more favorable to the parents
than the offer of settlement.

(c) Attorneys' fees may not be awarded relating to any meeting of
the IEP team unless the meeting is convened as a result of an adminis-
trative proceeding or judicial action.

(1) A resolution session meeting shall not be considered a meet-
ing convened as a result of an administrative hearing or judicial ac-
tion; or

(ii) An administrative hearing or judicial action for purposes of
this section.

(4) Notwithstanding subsection (3) (b) of this section an award of
attorneys' fees and related costs may be made to a parent who is the
prevailing party and who was substantially justified in rejecting the
settlement offer.

(5) Except as provided in subsection (5) of this section, the
court will reduce, accordingly, the amount of the attorneys' fees
awarded under this section if the court finds that:

(a) The parent, or the parent's attorney, during the course of
the action or proceeding, unreasonably protracted the final resolution
of the controversy;
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(b) The amount of the attorneys' fees otherwise authorized to be
awarded unreasonably exceeds the hourly rate prevailing in the commun-
ity for similar services by attorneys of reasonably comparable skill,
reputation, and experience;

(c) The time spent and legal services furnished were excessive
considering the nature of the action or proceeding; or

(d) The attorney representing the parent did not provide to the
school district the appropriate information in the due process request
notice in accordance with WAC 392-172A-006085(2).

(6) The provisions of subsection (4) of this section do not apply
in any action or proceeding if the court finds that the school dis-
trict unreasonably protracted the final resolution of the action or
proceeding or there was a violation under the provisions of 20 U.S.C.
Sec. 1415.

WAC 392-172A-05125 Student's status during proceedings. (1) (a)
Except for due process hearings involving special education discipline
procedures, during the pendency of any administrative hearing or judi-
cial proceeding regarding the due process hearing proceedings, the
student involved in the hearing request must remain in his or her cur-
rent educational placement, unless the school district and the parents
of the child agree otherwise.

(b) The student's status during the pendency of any proceedings
does not preclude the IEP team from meeting, as needed or as required
under this chapter, and updating and implementing the student's IEP,
unless those changes are in dispute.

(2) If the hearing request involves an application for initial
admission to public school, the student, with the consent of the pa-
rents, must be placed in the public school until the completion of all
the proceedings.

(3) If the hearing request involves an application for initial
Part B services for a child who is transitioning from Part C of the
act to Part B and is no longer eligible for Part C services because
the child has turned three, the school district is not required to
provide the Part C services that the child had been receiving. If the
student is found eligible for special education and related services
and the parent consents to the initial provision of special education
and related services, then the school district must provide those spe-
cial education and related services that are not in dispute between
the parent and the school district.

(4) If the administrative law judge agrees with the student's pa-
rents that a change of placement is appropriate, that placement must
be treated as an agreement between the school district and the parents
for purposes of subsection (1) of this section.

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SURROGATE PARENTS

WAC 392-172A-05130 Surrogate parents. (1) School districts must
ensure that the rights of a student are protected when:

(a) No parent as defined in WAC 392-172A-01125 can be identified;

(b) The school district, after reasonable efforts, cannot locate
a parent;

(c) The student is a ward of the state; or

(d) The student is an unaccompanied homeless youth as defined in
section 725(6) of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.

(2) School districts must develop procedures for assignment of an
individual to act as a surrogate for the parents. This must include a
method:

(a) For determining whether a student needs a surrogate parent;

(b) For assigning a surrogate parent to the student; and

(c) Ensuring that an assignment of a surrogate parent is provided
within thirty days of the district's determination that a surrogate
parent is required.

(3) If a student is a ward of the state, the judge overseeing the
student's case, may appoint a surrogate parent, provided that the sur-
rogate meets the requirements in subsections (4) (a) and (5) of this
section.

(4) School districts must ensure that a person selected as a sur-
rogate parent:

(a) Is not an employee of the OSPI, the school district, or any
other agency that is involved in the education or care of the student;

(b) Has no personal or professional interest that conflicts with
the interest of the student the surrogate parent represents; and

(c) Has knowledge and skills that ensure adequate representation
of the student.

(5) A person otherwise qualified to be a surrogate parent under
subsection (4) of this section is not an employee of the OSPI, school
district or other agency solely because he or she is paid by the agen-
cy to serve as a surrogate parent.

(6) In the case of a student who is an unaccompanied homeless
youth, appropriate staff of emergency shelters, transitional shelters,
independent 1living programs, and street outreach programs may be ap-
pointed as temporary surrogate parents without regard to subsection
(4) (a) of this section until a surrogate parent can be appointed that
meets all of the requirements of subsection (4) of this section.

(7) The surrogate parent may represent the student in all matters
relating to the identification, evaluation, educational placement and
the provision of FAPE to the student.

TRANSFER OF RIGHTS AT AGE OF MAJORITY
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WAC 392-172A-05135 Transfer of parental rights to the student at
age of majority. (1) Subject to subsections (4) and (5) of this sec-
tion, when a student eligible for special education services reaches
the age of eighteen or is deemed to have reached the age of majority,
consistent with RCW 26.28.010 through 26.28.020:

(a) The school district shall provide any notices required under
this chapter to both the student and the parents; and

(b) All other rights accorded to parents under the act and this
chapter transfer to the student.

(2) All rights accorded to parents under the act transfer to stu-
dents at the age of majority who are incarcerated in an adult or juve-
nile, state, or local correctional institution.

(3) Whenever a school district transfers rights under this sec-
tion, it shall notify the student and the parents of the transfer of
rights.

(4) Students who have been determined to be incapacitated pur-
suant to chapter 11.88 RCW shall be represented by the legal guardian
appointed under that chapter.

(5) Students over the age of eighteen who have not been deter-
mined incapacitated under chapter 11.88 RCW, may be certified as un-
able to provide informed consent or to make educational decisions, and
have an educational representative appointed for them pursuant to the
following procedures:

(a) Two separate professionals must state in writing they have
conducted a personal examination or interview with the student, the
student is incapable of providing informed consent to make educational
decisions, and the student has been informed of this decision. The
professionals must be:

(1) A medical doctor licensed in the state where the doctor prac-
tices medicine;

(ii) A physician's assistant whose certification is countersigned
by a supervising physician;

(iii) A certified nurse practitioner;

(iv) A licensed clinical psychologist; or

(v) A guardian ad litem appointed for the student.

(b) When it receives the required written certification, the
school district will designate an educational representative from the
following list and in the following order of representation:

(1) The student's spouse;

(ii) The student's parent(s):;

(iii) Another adult relative willing to act as the student's edu-
cational representative; or

(iv) A surrogate educational representative appointed pursuant to
and acting in accordance with WAC 392-172A-05130.

(c) A student shall be certified as unable to provide informed
consent pursuant to this section for a period of one year. However,
the student, or an adult with a bona fide interest in and knowledge of
the student, may challenge the certification at any time. During the
pendency of any challenge, the school district may not rely on the ed-
ucational representative under this section until the educational rep-
resentative obtains a new certification under the procedures outlined
in (a) of this subsection. If a guardianship action is filed on behalf
of the student while a certification is in effect, the school district
must follow any court orders in the guardianship proceeding regarding
the student's capacity.

(6) Nothing within this section shall prevent a student, who has
reached the age of majority, from authorizing another adult to make
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educational decisions on that student's behalf using a power of attor-
ney consistent with the requirements in chapter 11.125 RCW.

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

WAC 392-172A-05140 Purpose. The purpose of WAC 392-172A-05140
through 392-172A-05175 is to ensure that students eligible for special
education services are not improperly excluded from school for disci-
plinary reasons and are provided services 1in accordance with WAC
392-172A-05145, 392-172A-05148, and 392-172A-05149. Each school dis-
trict shall take steps to ensure that each employee, contractor, and
other agent is knowledgeable of the disciplinary procedures to be fol-
lowed for students eligible for special education services and stu-
dents who may be deemed to be eligible for special education services,
and knowledgeable of the rules and procedures contained in chapter
392-400 WAC governing discipline for all students.

WAC 392-172A-05145 Authority of school personnel. (1) School
personnel may consider any unique circumstances on a case-by-case ba-
sis when determining whether a change in placement, consistent with
the other requirements of this section, is appropriate for a student
eligible for special education services, who violates a code of stu-
dent conduct.

(2) (a) School personnel may remove a student eligible for special
education services who violates a code of student conduct from his or
her current placement to an appropriate interim alternative education-
al setting, another setting, or suspension, for not more than ten con-
secutive school days to the extent those alternatives are applied to
students without disabilities under this section, and for additional
removals of not more than ten consecutive school days in that same
school year for separate incidents of misconduct as long as those re-
movals do not constitute a change of placement under WAC
392-172A-05155.

(b) A school district is only required to provide services during
periods of removal to a student eligible for special education serv-
ices who has been removed from his or her current placement for ten
school days or less in that school year, if it provides services to a
student without disabilities who is similarly removed. The services
may be provided in an interim alternative educational setting.
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(3) After a student eligible for special education services has
been removed from his or her current placement for ten school days in
the same school year, and the removal is a change of placement under
WAC 392-172A-05155, during any subsequent days of removal the student
must continue to receive educational services, that provide a FAPE, so
as to enable the student to continue to participate in the general ed-
ucation curriculum, although in another setting, and to progress to-
ward meeting the goals set out in the student's IEP. The student's IEP
team determines appropriate services. The services may be provided in
an interim alternative educational setting.

(4) After a student eligible for special education services has
been removed from his or her current placement for ten school days in
the same school year, if the current removal is for not more than ten
consecutive school days and is not a change of placement under WAC
392-172A-05155, during any subsequent days of removals, school person-
nel, in consultation with at least one of the student's teachers, de-
termine the extent to which services are needed, to enable the student
to continue to participate in the general education curriculum, al-
though in another setting, and to progress toward meeting the goals
set out in the student's IEP. The services may be provided in an in-
terim alternative educational setting.

WAC 392-172A-05146 Manifestation determination. (1) Within ten
school days of any decision to change the placement of a student eli-
gible for special education services because of a violation of a code
of student conduct, the school district, the parent, and relevant mem-
bers of the student's IEP team (as determined by the parent and the
school district) must review all relevant information in the student's
file, including the student's IEP, any teacher observations, and any
relevant information provided by the parents to determine:

(a) If the conduct in question was caused by, or had a direct and
substantial relationship to, the student's disability; or

(b) If the conduct in question was the direct result of the
school district's failure to implement the IEP.

(2) The conduct must be determined to be a manifestation of the
student's disability if the school district, the parent, and relevant
members of the student's IEP team determine that a condition in sub-
section (1) (a) or (b) of this section was met.

If the school district, the parent, and relevant members of the
student's IEP team determine the conduct was manifestation of the stu-
dent's disability, the school district must take immediate steps to
remedy those deficiencies.

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WAC 392-172A-05147 Conduct is a manifestation of student's disa-
bility. If the school district, the parent, and relevant members of
the student's IEP team determine the conduct to be a manifestation of
the student's disability, the IEP team must either:

(1) Conduct a functional behavioral assessment, unless the school
district had conducted a functional behavioral assessment before the
behavior that resulted in the change of placement occurred, and imple-
ment a behavioral intervention plan for the student; or

(2) If a behavioral intervention plan already has been developed,
review the behavioral intervention plan, and modify it, as necessary,
to address the behavior; and

(3) Except in special circumstances as described 1in WAC
392-172A-05149, return the student to the placement from which the
student was removed, unless the parent and the school district agree
to a change of placement as part of the modification of the behavioral
intervention plan.

(1) When disciplinary changes 1in placement exceed ten
consecutive school days, and the behavior that gave rise to the viola-
tion of the school code is determined not to be a manifestation of the
student's disability pursuant to WAC 392-172A-05146, school personnel
may apply the relevant disciplinary procedures to students eligible
for special education services in the same manner and for the same du-
ration as a district would apply discipline procedures to students
without disabilities, except that services shall be provided in ac-
cordance with subsection (2) of this section.

(2) A student who is removed from the student's current placement
pursuant to subsection (1) of this section must:

(a) Continue to receive educational services, that provide a
FAPE, so as to enable the student to continue to participate in the
general education curriculum, although in another setting, and to pro-
gress toward meeting the goals set out in the student's IEP; and

(b) Receive, as appropriate when a student's removal 1is not a
manifestation of the student's disability, a functional behavioral as-
sessment, and behavioral intervention services and modifications that
are designed to address the behavior violation so that it does not re-
cur.

(3) The student's IEP team determines appropriate services.

(4) The services required may be provided in an interim alterna-
tive educational setting.

(5) The student's IEP team determines the interim alternative ed-
ucational setting.

(a) Carries a weapon to or possesses a weapon at school, on
school premises, or to or at a school function under the jurisdiction
of a school district;

(b) Knowingly possesses or uses illegal drugs, or sells or solic-
its the sale of a controlled substance, while at school, on school
premises, or at a school function under the Jjurisdiction of a school
district; or

(c) Has inflicted serious bodily injury upon another person while
at school, on school premises, or at a school function under the ju-
risdiction of a school district.

(2) A student removed to an interim alternative educational set-
ting under this section must: Continue to receive educational services
that provide a FAPE, so as to enable the student to continue to par-
ticipate in the general education curriculum, although in another set-
ting, and to progress toward meeting the goals set out in the stu-
dent's IEP.

(a) The student's IEP team determines appropriate services.

(b) The student's IEP team determines the interim alternative ed-
ucational setting.

(3) A student removed to an interim alternative educational set-
ting under this section must receive a functional behavioral assess-
ment and behavioral intervention services to the extent required in
WAC 392-172A-05147 or 392-172A-05148.

(4) Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following def-
initions apply:

(a) Controlled substance means a drug or other substance identi-
fied under Schedules I, II, III, IV, or V in Section 202(c) of the
Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 812 (c)).

(b) Illegal drug means a controlled substance; but does not in-
clude a controlled substance that is legally possessed or used under
the supervision of a licensed health care professional or that is le-
gally possessed or used under any other authority under that act or
under any other provision of federal law.

(c) Serious bodily injury has the meaning given the term "serious
bodily injury"™ under Section 1365 (h) (3) of Title 18, U.S.C.

(d) Weapon has the meaning given the term "dangerous weapon" un-
der Section 930 (g) (2) of Title 18, U.S.C.

WAC 392-172A-05155 Change of placement because of disciplinary
removals. (1) For purposes of removals of a student eligible for spe-
cial education services from the student's current educational place-
ment, because of disciplinary removals, a change of placement occurs
if:

(a) The removal is for more than ten consecutive school days; or

(b) The student has been subjected to a series of removals that
constitute a pattern:

(1) Because the series of removals total more than ten school
days in a school year;

(ii) Because the student's behavior is substantially similar to
the student's behavior in previous incidents that resulted in the ser-
ies of removals; and

(iii) Because of such additional factors as the length of each
removal, the total amount of time the student has been removed, and
the proximity of the removals to one another.

(2) The school district determines on a case-by-case basis wheth-
er a pattern of removals constitutes a change of placement.

(3) The determination regarding a disciplinary change of place-
ment is subject to review through due process and judicial proceed-
ings.

WAC 392-172A-05160 Appeal of placement decisions and manifesta-
tion determinations. (1) The parent of a student eligible for special
education services who disagrees with any decision regarding placement
under WAC 392-172A-05145 and 392-172A-05155, or the manifestation de-
termination under WAC 392-172A-05146, or a school district that be-
lieves that maintaining the current placement of the student is sub-
stantially 1likely to result in injury to the student or others, may
appeal the decision by requesting a due process hearing. The hearing
is requested by filing a due process hearing request pursuant to WAC
392-172A-05080 and 392-172A-05085.

(2) (a) An administrative law Jjudge under WAC 392-172A-05095
hears, and makes a determination regarding an appeal under subsection
(1) of this section.

(b) In making the determination under (a) of this subsection, the
administrative law Jjudge may:

(1) Return the student to the placement from which the student
was removed if the administrative law judge determines that the remov-
al was a violation of WAC 392-172A-05145 through 392-172A-05155 or
that the student's behavior was a manifestation of the student's disa-
bility; or

(ii) Order a change of placement of the student to an appropriate
interim alternative educational setting for not more than forty-five
school days if the administrative law Jjudge determines that maintain-
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ing the current placement of the student is substantially likely to
result in injury to the student or to others.

(c) The procedures under subsection (1) of this section and (b)
of this subsection may be repeated, if the school district believes
that returning the student to the original placement is substantially
likely to result in injury to the student or to others.

(3) Whenever a hearing is requested under subsection (1) of this
section, the parents and the school district involved in the dispute
must have an opportunity for an impartial due process hearing consis-
tent with the requirements of WAC 392-172A-05080 through
392-172A-05090 and 392-172A-05100 through 392-172A-05110, except:

(a) The due process hearing must be expedited, and must occur
within twenty school days of the date the due process hearing request
is filed. The administrative law judge must make a determination with-
in ten school days after the hearing.

(b) Unless the parents and school district agree in writing to
waive the resolution meeting described in (b) (i) of this subsection,
or agree to use the mediation process:

(1) A resolution meeting must occur within seven days of the date
the due process hearing request is filed; and

(ii) The due process hearing may proceed unless the matter has
been resolved to the satisfaction of both parties within fifteen days
of the date the due process hearing request is filed.

(4) The administrative hearing decisions on expedited due process
hearings may be appealed, by initiating a civil action consistent with

determined in accordance with subsection (2) of this section that the
student was a student eligible for special education services before
the behavior that precipitated the disciplinary action occurred.
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(2) Basis of knowledge. A school district must be deemed to have
knowledge that a student is eligible for special education services if
before the behavior that precipitated the disciplinary action occur-
red:

(a) The parent of the student expressed concern in writing to su-
pervisory or administrative personnel of the appropriate educational
agency, or a teacher of the student, that the student is in need of
special education and related services;

(b) The parent of the student requested an evaluation of the stu-
dent pursuant to WAC 392-172A-03005; or

(c) The teacher of the student, or other personnel of the school
district, expressed specific concerns about a pattern of behavior dem-
onstrated by the student directly to the director of special education
or to other supervisory personnel of the school district.

(3) A school district would not be deemed to have knowledge under
subsection (2) of this section if:

(a) The parent of the student:

(1) Has not allowed an evaluation of the student pursuant to WAC
392-172A-03000 through 392-172A-03080; or

(ii) Has refused services under this chapter; or

(b) The student has Dbeen evaluated in accordance with WAC
392-172A-03005 through 392-172A-03080 and determined to not be eligi-
ble for special education and related services under this part.

(4) (a) If a school district does not have knowledge that a stu-
dent is eligible for special education services prior to taking disci-
plinary measures against the student, the student may be disciplined
using the same disciplinary measures applied to students without disa-
bilities who engage in comparable behaviors consistent with (b) of
this subsection.

(b) (1) If a request is made for an evaluation of a student during
the time period in which the student is subjected to disciplinary
measures under WAC 392-172A-05145, 392-172A-05148, or 392-172A-05149
the evaluation must be conducted in an expedited manner.

(ii) Until the evaluation 1is completed, the student remains in
the educational placement determined by school authorities, which can
include suspension or expulsion.

(iii) If the student is determined to be eligible for special ed-
ucation services, taking into consideration information from the eval-
uation conducted by the school district and information provided by
the parents, the agency must provide special education and related
services in accordance with this chapter and follow the discipline re-
quirements, including the provision of a free appropriate public edu-
cation for students suspended or expelled from school.

the application of federal and state law to crimes committed by a stu-
dent eligible for special education services.

(2) An agency reporting a crime committed by a student eligible
for special education services must ensure that copies of the special
education and disciplinary records of the student are transmitted for
consideration by the appropriate authorities to whom the agency re-
ports the crime, to the extent that the transmission is permitted by
the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act.

CONFIDENTIALITY OF STUDENT INFORMATION AND EDUCATIONAL RECORDS

WAC 392-172A-05180 Definitions—Destruction of records, educa-
tional records, participating agency. As used in WAC 392-172A-05180
through 392-172A-05245:

(1) Destruction means physical destruction or removal of personal
identifiers from information so that the information is no longer per-
sonally identifiable.

(2) Education records means the type of records covered under the
definition of "education records" in the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act, 34 C.F.R. Part 99.

(3) "Participating agency" means any agency or institution which
collects, maintains, or uses personally identifiable information or
from which information is obtained in implementing this chapter, and
includes the OSPI, school districts and other public agencies.

cess to extracurricular and nonacademic activities;

(f) The provision of procedural safeguard protections and imple-
mentation of the procedural safeguards notices;

(g) Confidentiality of records and information;

(h) Transition of children from Part C to Part B services;

(1) Participation of students enrcolled in private school pro-
grams, using a proportional share of Part B funds;

(j) Placement of students in private school programs to provide
FAPE or placement of students in private school programs by their pa-
rents when FAPE is at issue;

(k) Use of funds;

(1) Personnel preparation;

(m) Availability of documents relating to the eligibility of the
school district;

(n) Provision to OSPI of all necessary information and data for
the state's performance goals;

(0) Provision of instructional materials to blind persons or per-
sons with print disabilities;

(p) Timely correction of noncompliance; and

(g) A goal and detailed timetable for providing full educational
opportunity to all students eligible for special education services.

(2) Identification of the school district designee responsible
for child identification activities and confidentiality of informa-
tion.

(3) Information that addresses the school district's progress or
slippage in meeting the state's performance goals and in addressing
the state's annual performance plan.

(4) A description of the use of funds received under Part B of
the act.

(5) Any other information requested by the OSPI which is necessa-
ry for the management of the special education program, including com-
pliance with enforcement activities related to monitoring, due proc-
ess, community complaints, or determinations status.

(4) If two or more school districts jointly establish eligibility
in accordance with WAC 392-172A-06075 and 392-172A-06080, the minimum
average amount is the average of the combined minimum average amounts
determined in accordance with the definition of excess costs in those
school districts for elementary or secondary school students, as the
case may be.

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(b) When determining the amount of funds that the school district
must budget to meet the requirement in (a) of this subsection, the
school district may take into consideration, to the extent the infor-
mation 1is available, the exceptions and adjustment provided in WAC
392-172A-06020 and 392-172A-06025 that the school district:

(1) Took in the intervening year or years between the most recent
fiscal year for which information is available and the fiscal year for
which the school district is budgeting; and

(i1i) Reasonably expects to take in the fiscal year for which the
school district is budgeting.

(c) Expenditures made from funds provided by the federal govern-
ment for which the OSPI is required to account to the federal govern-
ment or for which the school district is required to account to the
federal government directly or through the OSPI may not be considered
in determining whether a school district meets the standard in (a) of
this subsection.

(2) (a) Compliance standard. Except as provided under WAC
392-172A-06020 and 392-172A-06025, funds provided to school districts
or other public agencies under Part B of the IDEA may not be used to
reduce the level of expenditures for the education of students eligi-
ble for special education services made by it from local funds below
the level of those expenditures for the preceding fiscal year.

(b) A school district meets this standard i1if it does not reduce
the level of expenditures made by the school district for the educa-
tion of students eligible for special education services from at least
one of the following sources below the level of those expenditures
from the same source for the preceding year except as provided under
WAC 392-172A-06020 and 392-172A-06025:

(i) Local funds only.

(11i) The combination of state and local funds.

(iii) Local funds only on a per capita basis; or

(iv) The combination of state and local funds on a per capita ba-
sis.

(c) The OSPI may not consider any expenditures made from funds
provided by the federal government for which the OSPI is required to
account to the federal government or for which the school district is
required to account to the federal government directly or through the
OSPI in determining a school district's compliance with the require-
ment in subsection (1) (a) and (b) of this section.

(3) (a) Subsequent years. If, in the fiscal year beginning on July
1, 2013, or July 1, 2014, a school district fails to meet the require-
ments of 34 C.F.R. 300.203 in effect at that time, the level of expen-
ditures required of the school district for the fiscal year subsequent
to the year of the failure is the amount that would have been required
in the absence of that failure, not the school district's reduced lev-
els of expenditures.

(b) If, in any fiscal year beginning on July 1, 2015, a school
district fails to meet the requirement of subsection (1) (a) (i) or
(iii) of this section and the school district 1is relying on local
funds only, or local funds only on a per capita basis, to meet the re-
quirements of 34 C.F.R. 203 (a) and (b), the level of expenditures re-
quired of the school district for the fiscal year subsequent to the
year of the failure is the amount that would have been required under
subsection (1) (a) (1) or (iii) of this section in the absence of that
failure, not the school district's reduced level of expenditures.

(c) If, in any fiscal year beginning on July 1, 2015, a school
district fails to meet the requirement of subsection (1) (a) (ii) or
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(iv) of this section and the school district is relying on the combi-
nation of state and local funds or the combination of state and local
funds on a per capita basis, to meet the requirements of 34 C.F.R. 203
(a) and (b), the level of expenditures required of the school district
for the fiscal vyear subsequent to the vyear of the failure 1is the
amount that would have been required under subsection (1) (a) (1ii) or
(iv) of this section in the absence of that failure, not the school
district's reduced level of expenditures.

(4) If a school district fails to maintain its level of expendi-
tures for the education of student's eligible for special education
services 1in accordance with subsection (1) of this section, OSPI is
liable in a recovery action under 20 U.S.C. 1234a to return to the
United States Department of Education, using nonfederal funds, an
amount equal to the amount by which the school district failed to
maintain its level of expenditures in accordance with this subsection
(1) of this section in that fiscal year, or the amount of the school
district's Part B subgrant, in that fiscal year, whichever is lower.

(1) Require the publisher to prepare and, on or before delivery
of the print instructional materials, provide to NIMAC electronic
files containing the contents of the print instructional materials us-
ing the NIMAS; or

(ii) Purchase instructional materials from the publisher that are
produced in, or may be rendered in, specialized formats.
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(b) Make all reasonable attempts to provide instructional materi-
als to blind persons or other persons with print disabilities in a
timely manner.

(c) In carrying out this section, the school district, to the
maximum extent possible, must work with the state instructional re-
sources center.

(3) For the purposes of this section:

(a) Blind persons or other persons with print disabilities means
students served under this part who may qualify to receive books and
other publications produced in specialized formats in accordance with
the act entitled "An Act to provide books for adult blind," approved
March 3, 1931, 2 U.S.C. 135a;

(b) National Instructional Materials Access Center or NIMAC means
the center established pursuant to section 674 (e) of the act;

(c) National Instructional Materials Accessibility Standard or
NIMAS has the meaning given the term in section 674 (e) (3) (B) of the
act;

(d) Specialized formats has the meaning given the term in section
674 (e) (3) (D) of the act.

(4) The definitions in subsection (3) of this section apply to
each school district, whether or not the school district chooses to
coordinate with the NIMAC.

(5) Nothing in this section shall be construed to require a
school district to coordinate with the NIMAC.

(6) If a school district chooses not to coordinate with the NI-
MAC, the school district must provide an assurance to the OSPI that
the school district will provide instructional materials to blind per-
sons or other persons with print disabilities by other means in a
timely manner.

(7) Nothing in this section relieves a school district of its re-
sponsibility to ensure that students eligible for special education
services who need instructional materials in accessible formats but
are not included under the definition of blind or other persons with
print disabilities or who need materials that cannot be produced from
NIMAS files, receive those instructional materials in a timely manner.

(3) Nothing in this section shall be construed to either limit or
create a right to FAPE under Part B of the act or to delay appropriate
evaluation of a student suspected of having a disability.

(4) Each school district that implements coordinated early inter-
vening services under this section must annually report to the OSPI
on:

(a) The number of students served under this section who received
coordinated early intervening services; and

(b) The number of students served under this section who received
coordinated early intervening services and later received special edu-
cation and related services within the following two year period.

(5) Funds made available to carry out this section may be used to
carry out coordinated early intervening services aligned with activi-
ties funded by, and carried out under the ESEA if those funds are used
to supplement, and not supplant, funds made available under the ESEA
for the activities and services assisted under this section.

(6) Districts who have been identified as having significant dis-
proportionality will be required to reserve the maximum amount of fif-
teen percent of its Part B funds to develop and implement comprehen-
sive coordinated early intervening services (CCEIS) for students, in
accordance with WAC 392-172A-07040.

WAC 392-172A-07000 Methods of ensuring services. (1) The OSPI
must ensure that an interagency agreement or other mechanism for in-
teragency coordination is in effect between each noneducational public
agency described in this section and the OSPI, in order to ensure that
all services that are needed to ensure FAPE are provided, including
the provision of these services during the pendency of any dispute un-
der (c) of this subsection. The agreement or mechanism shall contain:

(a) An identification of, or a method of defining, the financial
responsibility of each agency for providing services to ensure FAPE to
students eligible for special education services. The financial re-
sponsibility of each noneducational public agency, including the state
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medicaid agency and other public insurers of students eligible for
special education services, must precede the financial responsibility
of the school district.

(b) The conditions, terms, and procedures under which a school
district must be reimbursed by other agencies.

(c) Procedures for resolving interagency disputes (including pro-
cedures under which school districts may initiate proceedings) under
the agreement or other mechanism to secure reimbursement from other
agencies or otherwise implement the provisions of the agreement or
mechanism.

(d) Policies and procedures for agencies to determine and identi-
fy the interagency coordination responsibilities of each agency to
promote the coordination and timely and appropriate delivery of serv-
ices described in subsection (2) (a) of this section.

(2) (a) If any public agency other than an educational agency is
otherwise obligated under federal or state law, or assigned responsi-
bility under state policy or pursuant to subsection (1) of this sec-
tion, to provide or pay for any services that are also considered spe-
cial education or related services such as, but not limited to, assis-
tive technology devices and services, related services, whether provi-
ded as specially designed instruction or related services; supplemen-
tary aids and services, and transition services that are necessary for
ensuring FAPE to students eligible for special education services, the
noneducational public agency must fulfill that obligation or responsi-
bility, either directly or through contract or other arrangement pur-
suant to subsection (1) of this section.

(b) A noneducational public agency described in subsections
(1) (a) and (2) of this section may not disqualify an eligible service
for medicaid reimbursement because that service 1is provided in a
school context.

(c) If a noneducational public agency other than a school dis-
trict fails to provide or pay for the special education and related
services described in (a) of this subsection, the school district de-
veloping the student's IEP must provide or pay for these services to
the student in a timely manner. The school district is authorized to
claim reimbursement for the services from the noneducational public
agency that failed to provide or pay for these services and that agen-
cy must reimburse the school district or state agency in accordance
with the terms of the interagency agreement or other mechanism descri-
bed in subsection (1) of this section.

(3) The requirements of subsection (1) of this section may be met
through:

(a) State statute or regulation;

(b) Signed agreements between respective agency officials that
clearly identify the responsibilities of each agency relating to the
provision of services; or

(c) Other appropriate written methods determined by the superin-
tendent of the office of public instruction.

(b) May not require parents to incur an out-of-pocket expense
such as the payment of a deductible or co-pay amount incurred in fil-
ing a claim for services provided pursuant to this part, but may pay
the cost that the parents otherwise would be required to pay;

(c) May not use a student's benefits under a public benefits or
insurance program if that use would:

(1) Decrease available 1lifetime coverage or any other insured
benefit;

(ii) Result in the family paying for services that would other-
wise be covered by the public benefits or insurance program and that
are required for the student outside of the time the student is in
school;

(iii) Increase premiums or lead to the discontinuation of bene-
fits or insurance; or

(iv) Risk loss of eligibility for home and community-based waiv-
ers, based on aggregate health-related expenditures; and

(d) Prior to accessing a student's or parent's public benefits or
insurance for the first time, and after providing notification to the
student's parents consistent with subsection (3) of this section, the
school district must obtain written, parental consent that:

(1) Meets the requirements of 34 C.F.R. Sec. 99.30 and WAC
392-172A-05225, which consent must specify:

(A) The personally identifiable information that may be dis-
closed, such as records or information about the services that may be
provided to a particular student;

(B) The purpose of the disclosure, such as billing for services
under the act; and

(C) The agency to which the disclosure may be made such as the
health care authority; and

(ii) Specifies that the parent understands and agrees that the
public agency may access the parent's or student's public benefits or
insurance to pay for services under the act.

(3) Prior to accessing a student's or parent's public benefits or
insurance for the first time, and annually thereafter, the school dis-
trict must provide written notification, consistent with  WAC
392-172A-05010(3) to the student's parents, that includes:

(a) A statement of the parental consent provisions in subsection
(2) (d) (1) of this section;

(b) A statement of the "no cost" provisions in subsection (2) (b)
and (c) of this section;

(c) A statement that the parents have the right under 34 C.F.R.
Part 99 and WAC 392-172A-05225 to withdraw their consent to disclosure
of their child's personally identifiable information to the agency re-
sponsible for the administration of the state's public benefits or in-
surance program at any time; and
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(d) A statement that the withdrawal of consent or refusal to pro-
vide consent under 34 C.F.R. Part 99 and WAC 392-172A-05225 to dis-
close personally identifiable information to the agency responsible
for the administration of the state's public benefits or insurance
program does not relieve the school district of its responsibility to
ensure that all required services are provided at no cost to the pa-
rents.

(4) With regard to services required to provide FAPE to an eligi-
ble student under this part, a school district may access the parents'
private insurance proceeds only if the parents provide consent. Each
time the public agency proposes to access the parents' private insur-
ance proceeds, the school district must:

(a) Obtain parental consent; and

(b) Inform the parents that their refusal to permit the public
agency to access their private insurance does not relieve the school
district of its responsibility to ensure that all required services
are provided at no cost to the parents.

(5) (a) If a school district is unable to obtain parental consent
to use the parents' private insurance, or public benefits or insurance
when the parents would incur a cost for a specified service required
under this part, to ensure FAPE the public agency may use its Part B
funds to pay for the service.

(b) To avoid financial cost to parents who otherwise would con-
sent to use private insurance, or public benefits or insurance if the
parents would incur a cost, the school district may use its Part B
funds to pay the cost that the parents otherwise would have to pay to
use the parents' benefits or insurance such as deductible or co-pay
amounts.

(6) Proceeds from public benefits or insurance or private insur-
ance will not be treated as program income for purposes of 34 C.F.R.
80.25.

(7) If a school district spends reimbursements from federal funds
such as medicaid, for services under this part, those funds will not
be considered state or local funds for purposes of the maintenance of
effort provisions.

(8) Nothing in this part should be construed to alter the re-
gquirements imposed on a state medicaid agency, or any other agency ad-
ministering a public benefits or insurance program by federal statute,
regulations or policy under Title XIX, or Title XXI of the Social Se-
curity Act, 42 U.S.C. Secs. 1396 through 1396v and 42 U.S.C. Secs.
1397aa through 139773, or any other public benefits or insurance pro-
gram.

WAC 392-172A-07010 Monitoring. (1) The OSPI monitors school
districts' special education programs to:

(a) Improve educational results and functional outcomes for all
students eligible for special education services;

(b) Ensure that school districts meet the program requirements
under Part B of the act with a particular emphasis on those require-
ments that are most closely related to improving educational results
for students eligible for special education services;

(c) Determine the school district's compliance with this chapter,
chapter 28A.155 RCW, and federal regulations implementing 20 U.S.C.
Sec. 1400, et seqg.;

(d) Validate information included in school district requests for
federal funds; and

(e) Measure and report school district performance on relative
targets and priorities from federally approved state performance
plans.

(2) Procedures for monitoring school districts and other public
agencies may include any or all of the following:

(a) Conducting on-site visits, off-site desk reviews, and/or dis-
trict self-assessments;

(b) Collection, review, and analysis of such quantitative and
qualitative data and other information as OSPI determines necessary to
measure performance in the following areas:

(1) Provision of a FAPE in the least restrictive environment;

(ii) State exercise of general supervision, including child find,
effective monitoring, and the use of resolution meetings, mediation,
and a system of transition services; and

(iii) Racial and ethnic disproportionality with regard to the
identification, placement, or discipline of students receiving special
education services.

(3) As part of the monitoring process, a notification of identi-
fied noncompliance shall be issued to the school district. This noti-
fication will initiate a process of correction, verification, and val-
idation to ensure that the noncompliance is corrected as soon as pos-
sible, but no later than one year from the identification of noncom-
pliance. If noncompliance is systemic in nature, a systemic corrective
action plan may be required.

(4) If the school district does not timely address compliance
with corrective actions, the OSPI shall institute procedures to ensure
compliance with applicable state and federal rules and priorities and
targets from the state performance plan. Such procedures may include
one or more of the following:

(a) Verification visits by the OSPI staff, or its designee, to:

(1) Determine whether the school district is taking the required
corrective action(s); and/or

(ii) Provide any necessary technical assistance to the school
district or other public agency in its efforts to comply.

(b) Withhold, in whole or part, a specified amount of state
and/or federal special education funds, to address noncompliance.

(c) Request assistance from the state auditor's office.

WAC 392-172A-07012 Determinations. (1) The OSPI annually re-
views the data it obtains from school districts through monitoring,
submission of other required data reports, required by the district,
and other public information provided by the district. Based on the
data and information provided, OSPI determines if the school district:

(a) Meets the requirements and purposes of Part B of the act;

(b) Needs assistance in implementing the requirements of Part B
of the act;

(c) Needs intervention in implementing the requirements of Part B
of the act; or

(d) Needs substantial intervention in implementing the require-
ments of Part B of the act.

(2) If the OSPI determines, for two or more consecutive vyears,
that a district needs assistance in implementing the OSPI's annual
performance requirements, OSPI will advise the district of available
sources of technical assistance that may help the district address the
areas in which the district needs assistance, which may include assis-
tance from the OSPI, office of special education programs, other offi-
ces of the United States Department of Education, other federal agen-
cies, technical assistance providers approved by the Department of Ed-
ucation, and other federally or state funded nonprofit agencies, and
require the district to work with appropriate entities. Such technical
assistance may include:

(a) The provision of advice by experts to address the areas in
which the district needs assistance, including explicit plans for ad-
dressing the areas of concern within a specified period of time;

(b) Assistance in identifying and implementing professional de-
velopment, instructional strategies, and methods of instruction that
are based on scientifically based research;

(c) Designating and using distinguished superintendents, princi-
pals, special education administrators, special education teachers,
and other teachers to provide advice, technical assistance, and sup-
port; and

(d) Devising additional approaches to providing technical assis-
tance, such as collaborating with institutions of higher education,
educational service districts, national centers of technical assis-
tance, and private providers of scientifically based technical assis-
tance.

(3) If the OSPI determines, for three or more consecutive years,
that a district needs intervention in implementing the OSPI's annual
performance requirements, OSPI may take actions described under sub-
section (2) of this section and will take one or more of the following
actions:

(a) Require the district to prepare a corrective action plan or
improvement plan if the OSPI determines that the district should be
able to correct the problem within one year;

(b) Withhold, in whole or in part, any further payments to the
district under Part B of the act;

(4) Notwithstanding subsection (2) or (3) of this section, at any
time that the OSPI determines that a district needs substantial inter-
vention in implementing the requirements of Part B of the act or that
there 1is a substantial failure to comply with any condition of a
school district's eligibility under Part B of the act, OSPI will with-
hold, in whole or in part, any further payments to the district under
Part B of the act, in addition to any other actions taken under sub-
section (2) or (3) of this section.

WAC 392-172A-07035 Child count. The OSPI reports to the Secre-
tary of the United States Department of Education annually as required
by the office of special education programs the number of students
aged three through twenty-one residing in the state who are receiving
special education and related services. This report is based on the
school districts' annual federal count of eligible students provided
to OSPI on a date selected by OSPI between October 1st and December
lst of each year.

(1) Information required in the report includes:

(a) The number of students receiving special education and rela-
ted services;

(b) The number of students aged three through five receiving spe-
cial education and related services in an early childhood setting
within each disability category;

(c) The number of students aged five (and are also in kindergart-
en) through twenty-one within each disability category; and

(d) The number of students aged three through twenty-one for each
year of age (three, four, five, etc.).

(2) For the purpose of this part, a student's age is the stu-
dent's actual age on the date of the child count.

(3) A student may not be reported under more than one disability
category.

(4) If a student eligible for special education services has more
than one disability, the student is reported as follows:

(a) A student with deafblindness and not reported as having a de-
velopmental delay must be reported under the category " deafblind-
ness."

(b) A student who has more than one disability (other than deaf-
blindness or developmental delay) must be reported under the category
"multiple disabilities.™

(5) School districts must provide OSPI a certification signed by
an authorized official of the district, stating that the information
provided by the district is an accurate and unduplicated count of stu-
dents receiving special education and related services on the dates in
question.

SPECIAL EDUCATION FUNDS

WAC 392-172A-07055 State safety net fund for high need students.
(1) The state has established a special education safety net fund for
students eligible for special education services. The rules for apply-
ing for reimbursement for the fund are contained in WAC 392-140-600
through 392-140-685 or as may be amended.

(2) Part B funding is available through the safety net fund to
reimburse costs associated with the provision of services identified
in an IEP consistent with federal and state procedural requirements
and WAC 392-140-609 for applicants with eligible high need students
whose cost is at least three times the average per pupil expenditure;
and whose placement is consistent with least restrictive environment
provisions and other applicable rules regarding placement, including
placement in nonpublic agencies.

(3) Disbursements provided under subsection (2) of this section
must not be used to pay costs that otherwise would be reimbursed as
medical assistance for a student eligible for special education serv-
ices under the state medicaid program under Title XIX of the Social
Security Act.

(4) The costs associated with educating a high need student eli-
gible for special education services, in subsections (2) and (3) of
this section, are only those costs associated with providing direct
special education and related services to the student that are identi-
fied in that student's IEP, including the cost of room and board for a
residential placement determined necessary, consistent to implement a
student's IEP.

(5) The disbursements to an applicant must not be used to support
legal fees, court costs, or other costs associated with a cause of ac-
tion brought on behalf of a student to ensure FAPE for such student.

(6) Federal funds reserved for the safety net fund from the ap-
propriation for any fiscal year, but not expended to eligible appli-
cants for safety net funding must be allocated to school districts in
the same manner as other funds from the appropriation for that fiscal
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year are allocated to school districts during their final vyear of
availability.

(7) The funds in the high cost fund remain under the control of
the state until disbursed to a school district to support a specific
child who qualifies under this section and the state regulations for
safety net funding described in subsection (1) of this section.

(8) Nothing in this section:

(a) Limits or conditions the right of a student eligible for spe-
cial education services who is assisted under Part B of the act to re-
ceive a FAPE in the least restrictive environment; or

(b) Authorizes the state or a school district to establish a lim-
it on what may be spent on the education of a student eligible for
special education services.

(2) Records shall be maintained to show program compliance, in-
cluding records related to the location, evaluation, and placement of
students eligible for special education services and the development
and implementation of individualized education programs. Program and
fiscal information records shall be available to authorized represen-
tatives of the OSPI for the purpose of compliance monitoring.

STATE SPECIAL EDUCATION ADVISORY COUNCIL

WAC 392-172A-07060 State special education advisory council.
(1) The state special education advisory council (SEAC) is established
in order to help facilitate the provision of special education and re-
lated services to meet the unique needs of students receiving special
education services.

(2) (a) The membership of the council is appointed by the superin-
tendent of the office of public instruction and shall include at least
one representative of each of the following groups or entities:

(1) Parents of children, aged birth to twenty-six, with disabili-
ties;
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(11) Individuals with disabilities;
(11ii) Teachers;

(iv) Institutions of higher education that prepare special educa-
tion and related services personnel;

(v) State and local district officials who carry out activities
under subtitle B of Title VII of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assis-
tance Act;

(vi) Local administrators of special education programs;

(vii) State agencies involved in the financing or delivery of re-
lated services to students eligible for special education services;

(viii) Representatives of private schools and public charter
schools;

(ix) Not less than one vocational, community, or business organi-
zation concerned with the provision of transition services to students
eligible for special education services;

(x) A state child welfare agency employee responsible for serv-
ices to children in foster care;

(x1) State juvenile and adult corrections agencies;

(xii) Other individuals or groups as may hereafter be designated
and approved by the superintendent of public instruction.

(b) A majority of the members of the council shall be individuals
with disabilities or parents of students eligible for special educa-
tion services who are not also employed by a school district, educa-
tional service district, or the office of the superintendent of public
instruction.

(3) The council's purposes are to:

(a) Advise the superintendent of public instruction and make rec-
ommendations on all matters related to special education and specifi-
cally advise the superintendent of unmet needs within the state in the
education of students eligible for special education services;

(b) Comment publicly on any rules or regulations proposed by the
state regarding the education of students eligible for special educa-
tion services;

(c) Advise the state in developing evaluations and reporting such
information as may assist the state in its data requirements under
section 618 of the act;

(d) Advise the state in developing corrective action plans to ad-
dress findings identified in federal monitoring reports under Part B
of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act; and

(e) Advise the state in developing and implementing policies re-
lating to the coordination of services for students eligible for spe-
cial education services.

(f) Review state due process findings and decisions.

(g) In the event that the state submits a waiver under 34 C.F.R.
Sec. 300.164 regarding state-level nonsupplanting, the OSPI must con-
sult with the SEAC prior to the submission.

(4) The council shall follow the procedures in this subsection.

(a) The council shall meet as often as necessary to conduct its
business.

(b) By July 1lst of each year, the council shall submit an annual
report of council activities and suggestions to the superintendent of
public instruction. This report must be made available to the public
in a manner consistent with other public reporting requirements of
this chapter.

(c) Official minutes will be kept on all council meetings and
shall be made available to the public on request to the OSPI.
