TO THE HONCRABLE GEORGE W BUSH, PRESI DENT OF THE UNI TED STATES,
AND TO THE PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER COF THE HOUSE OF
REPRESENTATI VES, AND TO THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTATI VES OF THE
UNI TED STATES, | N CONGRESS ASSEMBLED:

We, your Menorialists, the Senate and House of Representatives of
the State of Washington, in |legislative session assenbl ed, respectfully
represent and petition as follows:

VWHEREAS, |t has becone obvious that the manner and net hod by which
presidential nom nees are selected in the fifty sovereign states of
this federal union could benefit froma new nethod; and

VWHEREAS, A regional presidential primary system would end the
current practice of states trying to "front |oad" the presidential
pri mary cal endar; and

WHEREAS, Such a plan would allow the selection of national
convention del egates to be grouped by region beginning in 2012 with the
West in March followed by the Mdwest in April, the South in May, and
the East in June; and

WHEREAS, A regional primary could be rotated anong the regions with
the M dwest noving to first, followed by the South, East, and West in
the 2016 el ection; and
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WHEREAS, Provisions could be established to assure that two states
with smaller populations could always have a chance to conduct a
presidential primary before the regional primaries occurred; and

WHEREAS, Possi bl e regional groupings to start the rotating regiona
primary systemin the 2012 presidential election could be as follows:

West : Al aska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Hawaii, |daho,
Mont ana, Nevada, New Mexico, Oegon, Uah, Washington, Wom ng, and
Guam

Mdwest: Illinois, Indiana, Kansas, M chigan, M nnesota, M ssouri
Nebraska, North Dakota, GChio, South Dakota, and W sconsin.

Sout h: Al abama, Arkansas, Florida, Ceorgia, Kentucky, Louisiana,

M ssissippi, North Carolina, Glahoma, South Carolina, Tennessee,
Texas, Virginia, Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands.
East: Connecticut, Delaware, M ne, Mryland, Massachusetts, New

Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Vernont, West Virginia,
and the District of Colunbia; and

WHEREAS, Recogni zing the historically inportant role that smaller
states have played in the presidential election process, the states of
New Hanpshire and lowa would be allowed to conduct their primry
el ection or caucus before the start of the rotation schedul e;

NOW THEREFORE, Your Menorialists respectfully pray that the United
States Congress, wthout delay, provide for a rotating regional
presidential primary systemin 2012.
