AN ACT Relating to creating the Washington state capitol park;
amendi ng RCW 79.24.710, 79.24.730, 46.08.150, 43.34.080, 27.48.040,
43. 34. 090, 46.08.172, 79.24.300, 79.24.540, 79.24.560, and 79.24.570;
addi ng new sections to chapter 79A.05 RCW repealing RCW43.19.125 and
79.24.530; providing an effective date; and decl aring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. Washington state's legislative building is
the nost vital and preem nent public building in this state and serves
as both a working governnental center and a synbol of Washington's free
and denocratic governnent. It is the centerpiece of the five historic
capitol buildings and grounds designed by New York architects Walter
Wl der and Harry Wite. This building and its contents reflect the
dreans and achi evenents of many individuals and organi zati ons across
the history of Washington. Therefore, it is the intent of the
| egislature to establish and recogni ze the capitol canpus and grounds
as a uniquely valuable cultural and historical resource that should be
preserved and pronoted as an outstandi ng exanple of Washington state
heritage. To that end, the legislature creates the Washington state
capitol park. As a capstone state park, the capitol canpus grounds and
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buildings will provide an enhanced | earning and recreational experience
as visitors are exposed to the history of Washi ngton and w t ness nodern
| awmaki ng shaping the future of this great state.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) The capitol canpus as described in RCW
79.24.710 is designated as a state park.

(2) The comm ssion shall develop an action plan for the Washi ngton
state capitol state park containing, at a mninum the follow ng
el enent s:

(a) Proposals to pronpte tourism at the WAshington state capito
canpus, including but not limted to: Concessi onai re enhancenents,
audi o-vi sual self-guided tour options, a central visitor center with
souvenir/retail opportunities, and clear and understandabl e wayfi ndi ng
gui des;

(b) Proposals to enrich the educational experience including but
not limted to both the present and historical activities/utilization
of the capitol canpus as the seat of state governnent, the unique
architectural features of the canpus, and horticultural and art
col l ections; and

(c) Proposals to increase volunteer opportunities at the canpus.

The comm ssion shall submt the action plan to the |egislature by
Novenber 1, 2007.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) The comm ssion shall have custody and
control of the capitol buildings and grounds, supervise and direct
proper care, heating, lighting, and repair thereof, and designate roons
in the capitol buildings to be occupied by various state officials.

(2) The commission may contract with the departnent of genera
admnistration for the maintenance and adm ni stration of the buil dings
and grounds of the state capitol canpus.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. The conm ssion shall devel op, anend, and
nmodify an overall plan for the design and establishnment of state
capitol buildings and grounds on the east capitol site in accordance
with current and prospective requisites of a state capitol befitting
the state of \Washington. The overall plan, anmendnents, and
nodi fications thereto are subject to the approval of the state capitol
comm ttee.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. The commssion is responsible for the
stewar dshi p, preservation, operation, and mai ntenance of the public and

historic facilities of the state capitol, subject to the policy
direction of the state capitol conmttee and the guidance of the
capitol canpus design advisory committee. In admnistering this

responsibility, the conm ssion shall:

(1) Apply the United States secretary for the interior's standards
for the treatnment of historic properties;

(2) Seek to balance the functional requirenents of state governnent
operations with public access and the | ong-term preservati on needs of
the properties thensel ves; and

(3) Consult wth the capitol furnishings preservation conmttee,
the state historic preservation officer, the state arts comm ssi on, and
the state facilities accessibility advisory commttee in fulfilling the
responsibilities provided for in this section.

Sec. 6. RCW79.24.710 and 2005 ¢ 330 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

For the purposes of RCW79.24.720, 79.24.730, 43.01.090, 43.19.500,
and 79.24.087, "state capitol public and historic facilities" includes:

(1) The east, west and north capitol canpus grounds, Sylvester
park, Heritage park, Marathon park, Centennial park, the Deschutes
river basin comonly known as Capitol |ake, the interpretive center,
Deschut es parkway, and the |andscape, nenorials, artwork, fountains,
streets, sidewal ks, lighting, and infrastructure in each of these areas
not including state-owned aquatic lands in these areas nmanaged by the
departnent of natural resources under RCW ((#9-96-450)) 79.105.010;

(2) The public spaces and the historic interior and exterior
elements of the follow ng buildings: The visitor center, the
Governor's mansion, the legislative building, the John L. OBrien
bui | di ng, the Cherberg buil ding, the Newhouse building, the Pritchard
buil ding, the tenple of justice, the insurance building, the Dolliver
bui | di ng, capitol court, and the old capitol buildings, including the
hi storic state-owned furnishings and works of art conmm ssioned for or
original to these buildings; and

(3) Oher facilities or elenents of facilities as determ ned by the
state capitol commttee, in consultation with the ((departrent—eof

genreral—admnstration)) state parks and recreati on conm ssion.
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Sec. 7. RCW79.24.730 and 2005 ¢ 330 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) To provide for responsible stewardship of the state capitol
public and historic facilities, funding for:

(a) Maintenance and operational needs shall be authorized in the
state's ommibus appropriations act and funded by the genera

general fund and the state parks renewal and stewardship account as
provi ded under RCW 79A. 05. 215;
(b) Devel opment and preservation needs shall be authorized in the

state's capital budget. To the extent revenue is available, the
capitol building construction account under RCW 79.24.087 shall fund
capital budget needs. |If capitol building construction account funds

are not available, the state building construction account funds nmay be
aut horized for this purpose.

(2) The ((departrent—of—general—admnistration)) state parks and
recreation comm ssion may seek grants, gifts, or donations to support
the stewardship of state capitol public and historic facilities. The
((departrent)) state parks and recreation conm ssion may: (a) Purchase
historic state capitol furnishings or artifacts; or (b) sell historic
state capitol furnishings and artifacts that have been designated as
state surplus by the capitol furnishings preservation commttee under
RCW 27. 48. 040(6) . Funds generated from grants, gifts, donations, or
sal es for omi bus appropriations act needs shall be deposited into the
( ( general—admntstratton—services—acecount)) state parks renewal and
stewardshi p account created in RCW 79A. 05.215. Funds generated for
capital budget needs shall be deposited into the capitol building
construction account.

Sec. 8. RCW46.08.150 and 1995 ¢ 384 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

The ((direetor—of—general—admnistration)) state parks and
recreation comm ssion shall have power to devise and ((prerdlgate))
adopt rules and regul ations for the control of vehicular and pedestrian
traffic and the parking of notor vehicles on the state capitol grounds.
However, the nonetary penalty for parking a notor vehicle without a
valid special license plate or placard in a parking place reserved for

( ( physiecally—disabledpersons)) individuals with disabilities shall be
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the same as provided in RCW 46.16. 381. Such rules and regul ations

shall be ((prormugated)) adopted by publication in one issue of a
newspaper published at the state capitol and shall be given such

further publicity as the ((direeter)) state parks and recreation
conmi ssion nmay deem proper.

Sec. 9. RCW43.34.080 and 1990 ¢ 93 s 1 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) The capitol canpus design advisory commttee is established as
an advisory group to the capitol commttee and the ((direetor—of
genreral—admnistration)) state parks and recreation commssion to
review prograns, planning, design, and |andscaping of state capito
facilities and grounds and to nake recommendations that will contribute
to the attainment of architectural, aesthetic, functional, and
envi ronnent al excellence in design and naintenance of capitol
facilities on canmpus and | ocated in nei ghboring conmunities.

(2) The advisory commttee shall consist of the foll ow ng persons
who shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the governor:

(a) Two architects;

(b) A landscape architect; and

(c) An urban planner.

The governor shall appoint the chair and vice-chair and ((shaH-
Hastruet—the—director—oft—general—admntstration—t6)) the state parks
and recreation comm ssion shall provide the staff and resources
necessary for inplenenting this section. The advisory commttee shal
nmeet at | east once every ninety days and at the call of the chair.

The nmenbers of the comnmttee shall be reinbursed as provided in RCW
43. 03. 220 and 44. 04. 120.

(3) The advisory commttee shall also consist of the secretary of
state and two nenbers of the house of representatives, one from each
caucus, who shall be appointed by the speaker of the house of
representatives, and two nenbers of the senate, one from each caucus,
who shall be appointed by the president of the senate.

(4) The advisory commttee shall review plans and designs affecting
state <capitol facilities as they are devel oped. The advisory
commttee's review shall include:

(a) The process of solicitation and selection of appropriate
pr of essi onal design services including design-build proposals;
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(b) Conpliance with the capitol canmpus master plan and design
concepts as adopted by the capitol committee;

(c) The design, siting, and grouping of state capitol facilities
relative to the service needs of state governnent and the inpact upon
the |l ocal conmmunity's econony, environnent, traffic patterns, and other
factors;

(d) The relationship of overall state capitol facility planning to
t he respective conprehensive plans for |ong-range urban devel opnent of
the cities of Aynpia, Lacey, and Tumwater, and Thurston county; and

(e) Landscaping plans and designs, including planting proposals,
street furniture, sculpture, nonunents, and access to the capitol
canpus and bui | di ngs.

Sec. 10. RCW27.48.040 and 1999 c 343 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) Unless the context clearly requires otherwi se, the definitions
in this section apply throughout this section.

(a) "State capitol group"” includes the legislative building, the
i nsurance building, the Cherberg building, the John L. OBrien
bui | di ng, the Newhouse building, and the tenple of justice building.

(b) "Historic furnishings" neans furniture, fixtures, and artwork
fifty years of age or ol der.

(2) The capitol furnishings preservation commttee is established
to pronote and encourage the recovery and preservation of the original
and historic furnishings of the state capitol group, prevent future
| oss of historic furnishings, and review and advi se future renodeling
and restoration projects as they pertain to historic furnishings. The
commttee's authority does not extend to the placenent of any historic
furnishings within the state capitol group.

(3) The capitol furnishings preservation conmttee account is
created in the custody of the state treasurer. All receipts designated
for the account from appropriations and from other sources nust be
deposited into the account. Expenditures fromthe account nay be used
only to finance the activities of the capitol furnishings preservation
comm ttee. Only the director of the Wshington state historical
society or the director's designee may authorize expenditures fromthe
account when authorized to do so by the commttee. The account is
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subject to allotnment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW but an
appropriation is not required for expenditures.

(4) The conmittee nmay:

(a) Authorize the director of the Wshington state historical
society or the director's designee to expend funds from the capitol
furni shings preservation conmttee account for |imted purposes of
purchasi ng and preserving historic furnishings of the state capitol
group;

(b) Accept nonetary donations, grants, and donations of historic
furnishings from but not Ilimted to, (i) current and former
| egislators, state officials, and |obbyists; (ii) the famlies of
former legislators, state officials, and |obbyists; and (iii) the
general public. Mneys received under this section nust be deposited
in the capitol furnishings preservation conmttee account; and

(c) Engage in or encourage fund-raising activities including the
solicitation of charitable gifts, grants, or donations specifically for
the limted purpose of the recovery of the original and historic
f ur ni shi ngs.

(5) The nmenbership of the conmttee shall include: Two nenbers of
the house of representatives, one fromeach najor caucus, appoi nted by
t he speaker of the house of representatives; two nenbers of the senate,
one from each major caucus, appointed by the president of the senate;
the chief clerk of the house of representatives; the secretary of the
senate; the governor or the governor's designee; the |ieutenant
governor or the lieutenant governor's designee; a representative from
the office of the secretary of state, the office of the state
treasurer, the office of the state auditor, and the office of the
i nsurance conm ssioner; a representative from the suprene court; a
representative from the Washington state historical society, ((the
departrwent—of—general—admnistrat+onr)) a representative designated by
the state parks and recreation conmssion, and the Thurston county
pl anni ng council, each appointed by the governor; and three private
citizens, appointed by the governor.

(6) Oiginal or historic furnishings fromthe state capitol group
are not surplus property under chapter 43.19 RCW or other authority
unl ess designated as such by the commttee.

Sec. 11. RCW43.34.090 and 2002 ¢ 164 s 1 are each anmended to read
as follows:

(1) The legislature shall approve names for new or existing
bui |l dings on the state capitol grounds based upon recommendati ons from

the state capitol commttee and the ((d&+reetor—of—the—departwent—of
general—admnistration)) state parks and recreation comm ssion, wth

the advice of the capitol canmpus design advisory commttee, subject to
the followng [imtations:

(a) An existing building may be renanmed only after a substantia
renovation or a change in the predom nant tenant agency headquartered
in the building.

(b) A new or existing building may be naned or renaned after

(i) An individual who has played a significant role in WAshi ngton
hi story;

(1i) The purpose of the building;

(1i1) The single or predom nant tenant agency headquartered in the
bui | di ng;

(tv) A significant place nane or natural place in Washington;

(v) A Native Anerican tribe |ocated in Washi ngton;

(vi) A group of people or type of person;

(vii) Any other appropriate person consistent with this section as
reconmmended by the ((direetor—of—the—department—of—¢general
admnistration)) state parks and recreation comn ssion.

(c) The nanmes on the facades of the state capitol group shall not
be renoved

(2) The legislature shall approve nanes for new or existing public
roonms or spaces on the west capitol canpus based upon recomrendati ons

fromthe state capitol commttee and the ((direetor—ef—thedepartrent
of—generaladmnistration)) state parks and recreation conm ssion, wth

the advice of the capitol canmpus design advisory commttee, subject to
the followng [imtations:

(a) An existing room or space may be renanmed only after a
substantial renovation;

(b) A new or existing room or space may be naned or renaned only
after:

(i) An individual who has played a significant role in WAshi ngton
hi story;

(11) The purpose of the room or space;
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(ti1) A significant place nanme or natural place in Washington;

(tv) A Native Anerican tribe |ocated in Washi ngton

(v) A group of people or type of person;

(vi) Any other appropriate person consistent wwth this section as
reconmmended by the ((direetor—of—the—department—eof—¢general
admnistration)) state parks and recreation comn ssion.

(3) When nam ng or renam ng buil di ngs, roons, and spaces under this
section, consideration nust be given to: (a) Any disparity that exists
with respect to the gender of persons after whom buil di ngs, roons, and
spaces are naned on the state capitol grounds; (b) the diversity of
human achi evenent; and (c) the diversity of the state's citizenry and
hi story.

(4) For purposes of this section, "state capitol grounds” neans
bui | di ngs and | and owned by the state and ot herw se designated as state
capitol grounds, including the west capitol canpus, the east capitol
canpus, the north capitol canpus, the Tummater canpus, the Lacey
canpus, Sylvester Park, Centennial Park, the Ad Capitol Building, and
Capi tol Lake.

Sec. 12. RCW46.08.172 and 1995 ¢ 215 s 4 are each anended to read
as follows:

The director of the departnent of general admnistration, in
conjunction with the state parks and recreation conmm ssion, shall
establish equitable and consistent parking rental fees for the capitol
canpus and may, if requested by agencies, establish equitable and
consi stent parking rental fees for agencies off the capitol canpus, to
be charged to enployees, visitors, clients, service providers, and
others, that reflect the legislature's intent to reduce state
subsi di zation of parking or to neet the commute trip reduction goals
established in RCW 70.94. 527. All fees shall take into account the
mar ket rate of conparable privately owned rental parking, as determ ned
by the director. However, parking rental fees are not to exceed the
| ocal market rate of conparable privately owned rental parking.

The director may del egate the responsibility for the collection of
parking fees to other agencies of state governnent when cost-effective.

Sec. 13. RCW79.24.300 and 1977 ¢ 75 s 90 are each anmended to read
as foll ows:
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The state capitol commttee may construct parking facilities for
the state capitol adequate to provide parking space for autonobiles,
said parking facilities to be either of a single level, nultiple |evel,
or both, and to be either on one site or nore than one site and | ocated
either on or in close proximty to the capitol grounds, though not
necessarily contiguous thereto. The state capitol conmttee may sel ect
such lands as are necessary therefor and acquire them by purchase or
condemat i on. As an aid to such selection the commttee nmay cause
| ocation, topographical, economc, traffic, and other surveys to be
conducted, and for this purpose may utilize the services of existing
state agencies, nmay enploy personnel, or may contract for the services

of any person, firm or corporation. In selecting the location and
plans for the construction of the parking facilities the committee
shal | consi der recommendati ons  of the director of gener al

adm ni strati on.

Space in parking facilities my be rented to the officers and
enpl oyees of the state on a nonthly basis at a rental to be determ ned
by the director of general admnistration, in conjunction with the
state parks and recreation conm Ssion. The state shall not sell
gasoline, oil, or any other commodities or performany services for any
vehi cl es or equi pnent other than state equi pnent.

Sec. 14. RCW79.24.540 and 1961 c¢ 167 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

State agencies which are authorized by law to acquire land and
construct buildings, whether from appropriated funds or from funds not
subject to appropriation by the |legislature, may buy land in the east
capitol site and construct buildings thereon so |ong as the | ocati on,
design, and construction neet the requirenments established by the

( ( departrent—eof—general—admntstratton)) state parks and recreation

comm ssion and approved by the state capitol conmttee.

Sec. 15. RCW79.24.560 and 1961 ¢ 167 s 7 are each anended to read
as foll ows:

The ((departrent—oft—general—admnistratioen)) state parks and

recreation comm ssion shall have the power to rent, |ease, or otherw se
use any of the properties acquired in the east capitol site.

SB 5163 p. 10
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Sec. 16. RCW79.24.570 and 2000 ¢ 11 s 24 are each anmended to read
as follows:

Al'l noneys received by the ((departwent—of—general—admnistration))
state parks and recreation conm ssion fromthe managenent of the east
capitol site, excepting (1) funds otherw se dedicated prior to Apri
28, 1967((+)). (2) parking and rental charges and fines which are
required to be deposited in other accounts((s;));. and (3) reinbursenents

of service and other wutility charges nade to the ((departrent—eof
general—admnistration)) state parks and recreation conm ssion, shal

be deposited in the capitol purchase and devel opnent account of the
state general fund.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 17. The followng acts or parts of acts are
each repeal ed:

(1) RCW 43.19.125 (Powers and duties--Division of capito
bui I dings) and 1965 ¢ 8 s 43.19.125; and

(2) RCW 79.24.530 (Departnment of general adm nistration to design
and devel op site and buil di ngs--Approval of capitol commttee) and 1961
c 167 s 4.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 18. Sections 1 through 5 of this act are each
added to chapter 79A 05 RCW

NEW SECTION. Sec. 19. Section 17 of this act is necessary for the
i mredi ate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or
support of the state governnent and its existing public institutions,
and takes effect June 30, 2007.
