46.82 RCW adding a new section to chapter 28A. 320 RCW repeali ng RCW
28A. 220. 010, 28A. 220. 020, 28A. 220. 030, 28A. 220. 040, 28A. 220. 050,
28A. 220. 060, 28A. 220. 070, 28A. 220. 080, 28A. 220. 900, 43. 131. 397,

Sec. 1. RCW46.20.025 and 1999 ¢ 6 s 6 are each anended to read as
fol | ows:

The foll owi ng persons may operate a notor vehicle on a Washi ngton
hi ghway w thout a valid Washington driver's |icense:

(1) A nenber of the United States Arny, Navy, Air Force, Marine
Corps, or Coast QGuard, or in the service of the National CGuard of this
state or any other state, if licensed by the mlitary to operate an
official nmotor vehicle in such service;

(2) A nonresident driver who is at |east:

(a) Sixteen years of age and has immedi ate possession of a valid
driver's license issued to the driver by his or her hone state; or
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(b) ((FHteen)) Sixteen years of age wth:

(i) Avalid instruction permt issued to the driver by his or her
home state; and

(ii1) Alicensed driver who has had at |east five years of driving
experience occupying a seat beside the driver; or

(c) Sixteen years of age and has immedi ate possession of a valid
driver's license issued to the driver by his or her hone country. A
nonresi dent driver may operate a notor vehicle in this state under this
subsection (2)(c) for up to one year;

(3) Any person operating special highway construction equi pnent as
defined in RCW46.

(4) Any person while driving or operating any farm tractor or
i npl emrent of husbandry that is only incidentally operated or noved over
a hi ghway; or

course as defined in RCWA46.82. 280.

The departnent may require proof of registration in such a course
as it deenms necessary.

(3) Effect of instruction permt. A person holding a driver's
instruction permt may drive a notor vehicle, other than a notorcycle,
upon the public highways if:

(a) The person has i mredi ate possession of the permt; and

(b) An approved instructor, or a licensed driver with at |east five
years of driving experience, occupies the seat beside the driver.

(4) Termof instruction permt. A driver's instruction permt is
valid for one year fromthe date of issue.

(a) The departnment nmay issue one additional one-year permt.

(b) The departnent may issue a third driver's permt if it finds
after an investigation that the permttee is diligently seeking to
i nprove driving proficiency.

The definitions in this section apply throughout this chapter
unl ess the context clearly requires otherw se.

(1) "Behind-the-wheel instruction" neans instruction in an approved
driver training school instruction vehicle according to and inclusive
of the mnimum required curriculum Behi nd-t he-wheel instruction is
characterized by driving experience.

(2) "dassroom nmeans a space dedicated to and used exclusively
((by——drver—tralning—instruetoer)) for the instruction of students.
Wth prior departnent approval, a branch office classroom may be
| ocated within alternative facilities, such as a public or private
l'ibrary, school, community college, college or wuniversity, or a
business training facility.

(6) "Director" neans the director of the departnment of |icensing of
the state of Washi ngton.

(7) "Advisory commttee" nmeans the driving instructors' advisory
commttee as created in this chapter.

(8) "Fraudul ent practices" neans any conduct or representation on
the part of a driver training school owner or instructor including:

(a) Inducing anyone to believe, or to give the inpression, that a
license to operate a notor vehicle or any other |license granted by the
director may be obtained by any neans other than those prescribed by
I aw, or furnishing or obtaining the sanme by illegal or inproper neans,
or requesting, accepting, or collecting noney for such purposes;

(b) ((OSperat+on—eof)) Operating a driver training school wthout a

license, providing instruction wthout an instructor's |icense,
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verifying enrollnment prior to being licensed, msleading or false
statenents on applications for a comercial driver training school
license or instructor's license or on any required records or
supporting docunentati on;

director under RCW46.82.320 to teach either the classroominstruction
phase or the behind-the-wheel instruction phase of the driver training
education course, or both, under rules adopted by the departnent.

(10) "Omer" neans an individual, partnership, corporation,
associ ation, or other person or group that holds a substantial interest
in a driver training school

(11) "Place of business" nmeans a designated | ocation at which the
busi ness of a driver training school is transacted and its records are
kept .

(12) "Person" nmeans any individual, firm corporation, partnershinp,
or associ ation.

(13) "Substantial interest holder" neans a person who has actual or
potential influence over the managenent or operation of any driver
training school. Evidence of substantial interest includes, but is not
limted to, one or nore of the foll ow ng:

(a) Directly or indirectly owning, operating, managing, or
controlling a driver training school or any part of a driver training
school

(b) Drectly or indirectly profiting fromor assumng liability for
debts of a driver training school;

(c) Is an officer or director of a driver training school;

(d) Oming ten percent or nore of any class of stock in a privately
or closely held corporate driver training school, or five percent or
nore of any class of stock in a publicly traded corporate driver
trai ni ng school ;
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(e) Furnishing ten percent or nore of the capital, whether in cash,
goods, or services, for the operation of a driver training school
during any cal endar year; or

(f) Directly or indirectly receiving a salary, conmm ssion,
royalties, or other formof conpensation fromthe activity in which a
driver training school is or seeks to be engaged.

(14) "Student" neans any person enrolled in a driver training
educati on course that pays a fee for instruction.

Sec. 8. RCW46.82.290 and 1979 ex.s. ¢ 51 s 2 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The director shall be responsible for the admnistration and
enforcement of the law pertaining to driver training schools as set
forth in this chapter.

(2) The director is authorized to adopt and enforce such reasonabl e
rules as may be consistent with and necessary to carry out this
chapter.

(3)(a) The director, with the advice of the driver instructors'
advisory commttee and the superintendent of public instruction, shal
develop a wuniform driver training education curriculum The
departnment, under the direction of the director, shall produce
instructional materials consistent with the curriculum

(b) The departnent shall develop a conprehensive strategy to engage

parents and quardians in the curriculum including at |east one
cl assroom session with parent or quardi an participation to ensure that
parents and quardi ans understand their supportive roles and the driving

restrictions of the internediate license. The departnent shall supply
a parental guide, available in both English and Spanish, to assist
parents and guardians in supporting the curriculum

(c) The departnent shall undertake a statew de educational canpaign

to educate parents, gquardians, and the public about intermediate
license restrictions.
(4) The director shall establish an oversight group of stakehol ders

and citizens to ensure a consistent, integrated driver training
program Menbership in the oversight group nust consist of the
superintendent of public instruction or his or her designee,
representatives from the departnment, commercial driving schools, and
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i nsurance conpanies, parents and qguardians, and other interested
st akehol ders.

(5) The director shall advise the superintendent of public
instruction of the traffic safety benefits, including reduced accident
rates, of (a) shifting high school start tines to 9 a.m and end tines
to 4 p.m, and (b) closing high school canpuses during the |unch hour.

Sec. 9. RCW 46. 82. 300 and 2006 ¢ 219 s 3 are each anended to read
as foll ows:

(1) The director shall be assisted in the duties and
responsibilities of this chapter by the driver instructors' advisory
commttee, consisting of five nenbers. Menbers of the advisory

commttee shall be appointed by the director for two-year terns and
shall consist of a representative of the driver training schools, a
representative of the driving instructors (who shall not be from the
sanme school as the school menber), a representative of the
superintendent of public instruction, a representative of the
departnent of licensing, and a representative fromthe Washi ngton state
traffic safety conmm ssion. Menbers shall be reinbursed for trave
expenses in accordance with RCW43.03. 050 and 43.03.060. A nenber who
is receiving a salary from the state shall not receive conpensation
other than travel expenses incurred in such service.

(2) The advisory conmttee shall neet at |east sem annually and
shall have additional neetings as nay be called by the director. The
director or the director's representative shall attend all neetings of
t he advisory commttee and shall serve as chairman.

(3) Duties of the advisory commttee shall be to:

(b) Unless revoked, canceled, or denied by the director, the
license shall remain the property of the licensee in the event of
termnation of enploynment or enploynent by another driver training
school

(c) If the director has not received a renewal application on or
before the date a license expires, the license wll be voided requiring
a new application as provided for in this chapter, including
exam nation and paynent of all fees.

(d) If revoked, canceled, or denied by the director, the license

Local schoo
districts my teach this course after regular school hours, on
weekends, on regul ar school days, or as a summer school course.

(2) Instructors providing driver training education under this
section nust be properly qualified and |icensed under chapter 46.82
RCW

(3) Each school district shall submt an annual report to the
superintendent of public instruction on the condition of its driver
trai ni ng educati on course.

(4) The superintendent of public instruction shall nonitor school
districts' driver training education courses and adopt rules, in
consultation with the departnment of |icensing, necessary to inplenent
this section.
