AN ACT Relating to grants for school districts recruiting
mat hematics and special education teachers on college canpuses;
creating a new section; nmeking appropriations; and providing an
expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The superintendent of public instruction
shal |l establish a grant programto provide school districts with funds
to visit college canpuses and recruit undergraduate students to becone
mat hemati cs and speci al education teachers. The recruits may be used
to help school districts neet the need for additional mathematics
teachers and inprove student scores on the Wshington assessnent of
student learning in mathematics. The Washi ngton associ ati on of school
adm ni strators shall develop the criteria for eligible districts, which
may include districts with | ow scores on the Washi ngton assessnent of
student learning in mathematics.

(2) School districts receiving grants under this section may
determ ne how to apply the funds, including but not limted to sign-up
bonuses, tuition paynents, and recruiting students anywhere in the
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United States. Funds may not be directed at teacher preparation
departnments or prograns.

(3) The superintendent of public instruction shall report on the
nunber of school districts that received grants and how the grants were
used, and make recomendations to the |egislature by Decenber 1, 2009.

(4) This section expires Decenber 31, 20009.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) The sum of five hundred thousand
dollars, or as nuch thereof as nmay be necessary, is appropriated for
the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, from the general fund to the
superintendent of public instruction for the purposes of this act.

(2) The sumof five hundred thousand dollars, or as nmuch thereof as
may be necessary, is appropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30,
2009, fromthe general fund to the superintendent of public instruction
for the purposes of this act.
