Sec. 1. RCW9.46.040 and 1974 ex.s. ¢ 155 s 12 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

There shall be a comm ssion, known as the "Wshington state
ganbling comm ssion", consisting of five mnmenbers appointed by the
governor ((wth—the—consent—of—the—senate)). The nenbers of the
comm ssion shall be appointed within thirty days of July 16, 1973 for
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ternms beginning July 1, 1973, and expiring as follows: One nenber of

the commssion for a term expiring July 1, 1975; one nenber of the
commssion for a term expiring July 1, 1976; one nenber of the
comm ssion for a term expiring July 1, 1977; one nenber of the
commission for a term expiring July 1, 1978; and one nenber of the
commi ssion for a termexpiring July 1, 1979; each as the governor so
det er m nes. Their successors, all of whom shall be citizen nenbers
appoi nted by the governor ((wth—the—econsent—ef—the—senate)), upon
bei ng appointed and qualified, shall serve six year terns: PROVI DED

That no nenber of the comm ssion who has served a full six year term
shall be eligible for reappointnent. 1In case of a vacancy, it shall be
filled by appoi ntnent by the governor for the unexpired portion of the
termin which said vacancy occurs. No vacancy in the nenbership of the
comm ssion shall inpair the right of the remaining nenber or nmenbers to
act, except as in RCW9.46.050(2) provided.

GQubernatorial appointnments made under this section are subject to
the advice and consent of the senate.

In addition to the menbers of the conm ssion there shall be four ex
officio menbers w thout vote fromthe | egislature consisting of: (1)
Two nenbers of the senate, one fromthe majority political party and
one from the mnority political party, both to be appointed by the
president of the senate; (2) two nenbers of the house of
representatives, one fromthe majority political party and one fromthe
mnority political party, both to be appointed by the speaker of the
house of representatives; such appointnents shall be for the term of
two years or for the period in which the appointee serves as a
| egi slator, whichever expires first; nmenbers my be reappointed;
vacanci es shall be filled in the same manner as origi nal appointnents
are made. Such ex officio nenbers who shall collect data deened
essential to future |egislative proposals and exchange information wth
the board shall be deened engaged in |egislative business while in
at t endance upon the business of the board and shall be limted to such
al | onances therefor as otherw se provided in RCW44.04. 120, the sane to
be paid fromthe "ganbling revol ving fund" as being expenses relative
t o comm ssi on busi ness.

Sec. 2. RCW9.94A. 880 and 1981 c¢c 137 s 25 are each anmended to read
as foll ows:
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(1) The clenency and pardons board is established as a board within
the office of the governor. The board consists of five nenbers
appoi nted by the governor ( (—subjeet—to—confirmationbythe senate)).

(2) Menbers of the board shall serve terns of four years and until
their successors are appointed and confirned. However, the governor
shal |l stagger the ternms by appointing one of the initial nmenbers for
a term of one year, one for a term of tw years, one for a term of
three years, and two for terns of four years.

(3) The board shall elect a chairman from anong its nenbers and
shal | adopt byl aws governing the operation of the board.

(4) Menbers of the board shall receive no conpensation but shall be
reinbursed for travel expenses as provided in RCW 43.03.050 and
43. 03. 060 as now existing or hereafter anended.

(5) The attorney general shall provide a staff as needed for the
operation of the board.

(6) Appointnents nmade under this section are subject to the advice
and consent of the senate.

Sec. 3. RCW18.64.001 and 1984 c 153 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

There shall be a state board of pharmacy consisting of seven
menbers, to be appointed by the governor ((by—andwththeadvice—-and
consent—ot—the—senate)) . Five of the nmenbers shall be designated as
phar maci st nmenbers and two of the nenbers shall be designated a public
menber .

Each pharnmaci st nenber shall be a citizen of the United States and
a resident of this state, and at the tinme of his appointnent shall have
been a duly registered pharmaci st under the laws of this state for a
period of at least five consecutive years imediately preceding his
appoi ntment and shall at all tinmes during his incunbency continue to be
a duly licensed pharmaci st: PROVIDED, That subject to the availability
of qualified candi dates the governor shall appoint pharmaci st nmenbers
representative of the areas of practice and geographically
representative of the state of Washi ngton.

The public nenber shall be a citizen of the United States and a
resident of this state. The public nenber shall be appointed fromthe
public at large, but shall not be affiliated with any aspect of
phar macy.
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Menbers of the board shall hold office for a term of four years,
and the terns shall be staggered so that the terns of office of not
nore than two nenbers will expire sinultaneously on the third Monday in
January of each year.

No person who has been appointed to and served for two four year
terms shall be eligible for appointnent to the board.

Each nenber shall qualify by taking the usual oath of a state
officer, which shall be filed with the secretary of state, and each
menber shall hold office for the termof his appointnent and until his
successor i s appointed and qualified.

In case of the resignation or disqualification of a nenber, or a
vacancy occurring from any cause, the governor shall appoint a
successor for the unexpired term

Appoi ntnrents made under this section are subject to the advice and
consent of the senate.

Sec. 4. RCW18.85.071 and 1972 ex.s. ¢ 139 s 6 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

There is established the real estate comm ssion of the state of
Washi ngton, consisting of the director of the conmssion and six
comm ssion nenbers who shall act in an advisory capacity to the
di rector.

The six comm ssion nenbers shall be appointed by the governor in
the follow ng manner: For a termof six years each, with the exception
of the first appointees, who shall be appointed one for a term of one
year, one for a termof two years, one for a termof three years, one
for a termof four years, one for a termof five years, and one for a
termof six years, with all other subsequent appointees to be appointed
for a six year term At least two of the comm ssion nenbers shall be
selected fromthe area in the state west of the Cascade nountain range
and at least two shall be selected fromthat area of the state east of
t he Cascade nountain range. No conm ssion nmenber shall be appointed
who has had | ess than five years experience in the sale, operation, or
managenent of real estate in this state, or has had at |east three
years experience in investigative work of a simlar nature, preferably
in connection with the admnistration of real estate license |aw of
this state or elsewhere. Any vacancies on the conm ssion shall be
filled by appointnent by the governor for the unexpired term
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Appoi nt nents nade under this section are subject to the advice and
consent of the senate.

Sec. 5. RCW 28A.410.200 and 2005 c¢ 497 s 202 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1)(a) The Washington professional educator standards board is
created, consisting of twenty nmenbers to be appointed by the governor
to four-year terns and the superintendent of public instruction.

(b) As the four-year terns of the first appointees expire or
vacancies to the board occur for the first tine, the governor shal
appoi nt or reappoint the nenbers of the board to one-year to four-year
st aggered terns. Once the one-year to three-year terns expire, al
subsequent ternms shall be for four years, with the terns expiring on
June 30th of the applicable year. The terns shall be staggered in such
a way that, where possible, the terns of nenbers representing a
specific group do not expire simultaneously.

(c) No person may serve as a nenber of the board for nore than two
consecutive full four-year terns.

(d) The governor shall annually appoint the chair of the board from
anong the teachers and principals on the board. No board nenber may
serve as chair for nore than two consecutive years.

(2) Seven of the nenbers shall be public school teachers, one shal
be a private school teacher, three shall represent higher education
educat or preparation prograns, four shall be school adm nistrators, two
shall be educational staff associates, one shall be a classified
enpl oyee who assists in public school student instruction, one shall be
a parent, and one shall be a nmenber of the public.

(3) Public school teachers appointed to the board nust:

(a) Have at least three years of teaching experience in a
Washi ngt on public school;

(b) Be currently certificated and actively enployed in a teaching
position; and

(c) Include one teacher currently teaching at the el enmentary school
| evel, one at the mddle school |evel, one at the high school |evel
and one vocationally certificated.

(4) Private school teachers appointed to the board nust:

(a) Have at least three years of teaching experience in a
Washi ngt on approved private school; and

(b) Be currently certificated and actively enployed in a teaching
position in an approved private school.

(5) Appointees from hi gher education educator preparation prograns
must include two representatives frominstitutions of higher education
as defined in RCW 28B. 10. 016 and one representative froman institution
of higher education as defined in RCW28B. 07.020(4).

(6) School adm nistrators appointed to the board nust:

(a) Have at least three years of admnistrative experience in a
Washi ngton public school district;

(b) Be currently certificated and actively enployed in a school
adm ni strator position; and

(c) Include two public school principals, one Washi ngton approved
private school principal, and one superintendent.

(7) Educational staff associates appointed to the board nust:

(a) Have at least three years of educational staff associate
experience in a Washi ngton public school district; and

(b) Be currently certificated and actively enployed in an
educational staff associate position.

(8) Public school classified enployees appointed to the board nust:

(a) Have at least three years of experience in assisting in the
instruction of students in a Washi ngton public school; and

(b) Be currently enployed in a position that requires the enpl oyee
to assist in the instruction of students.

(9) Each mjor caucus of the house of representatives and the

senate shall submt a list of at |east one public school teacher. In
maki ng the public school teacher appointnents, the governor shal
select one nomnee from each |ist provided by each caucus. The

governor shall appoint the remaining nenbers of the board froma |i st
of qualified nomnees submtted to the governor by organizations
representative of the constituencies of the board, from applications
from ot her quallfled i ndi viduals, or fromboth nom nees and applicants.

(10) ((A
sHbfeek—%e—eeﬂ#+#ﬁakken—by—%he—seﬂaPe)) Appoi ntnents nade under this
section are subject to the advice and consent of the senate.

(11) The governor shall appoint the nmenbers of the initial board no
| ater than June 1, 2000.

(12) In appointing board nenbers, the governor shall consider the
diversity of the popul ation of the state.
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(13) Each nenber of the board shall be conpensated in accordance
wth RCW43.03.240 and shall be reinbursed for travel expenses incurred
in carrying out the duties of the board in accordance with RCW
43. 03. 050 and 43. 03. 060.

(14) The governor nmay renove a nenber of the board for negl ect of
duty, msconduct, nalfeasance or msfeasance in office, or for
i nconpet ency or unprofessional conduct as defined in chapter 18.130
RCW In such a case, the governor shall file with the secretary of
state a statenent of the causes for and the order of renoval from
office, and the secretary of state shall send a certified copy of the
statenment of causes and order of renoval to the |ast known post office
address of the nenber.

(15) If a vacancy occurs on the board, the governor shall appoint
a replacenment nmenber fromthe nom nees as specified in subsection (9)
of this section to fill the remainder of the unexpired term When
filling a vacancy of a nmenber nomnated by a major caucus of the
| egi sl ature, the governor shall select the new nenber froma list of at
| east one nane submtted by the sanme caucus that provided the list from
which the retiring nmenber was appoint ed.

(16) Menbers of the board shall hire an executive director and an
adm ni strative assistant to reside in the office of the superintendent
of public instruction for adm nistrative purposes only.

Sec. 6. RCW 28B.07.030 and 1985 c¢ 370 s 48 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) The Washi ngton higher education facilities authority is hereby
established as a public body corporate and politic, wth perpetual
corporate succession, constituting an agency of the state of Washi ngton
exercising essential governnental functions. The authority is a
"public body" within the nmeani ng of RCW 39. 53. 010.

(2) The authority shall consist of seven nmenbers as follows: The
governor, |lieutenant governor, executive director of the higher
education coordinating board, and four public nenbers, one of whom
shal |l be the president of a higher education institution at the tinme of
appoi ntnment. The public nenbers shall be residents of the state and
appoi nted by the governor ((;—subjeect—to——confirmationbythe senate;))
on the basis of their interest or expertise in the provision of higher
education and the financing of higher education. GQuber nat ori al
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appointnments nade under this section are subject to the advice and
consent of the senate. The public nmenbers of the authority shall serve
for terns of four years. The initial ternms of the public nenbers shal
be staggered in a manner determ ned by the governor. |In the event of
a vacancy on the authority due to death, resignation, or renoval of one
of the public nenbers, and upon the expiration of the term of any
public nmenber, the governor shall appoint a successor for a term
expiring on the fourth anniversary of the successor's date of the
appointnent. |If any of the state offices are abolished, the resulting
vacancy on the authority shall be filled by the state officer who shal
succeed substantially to the power and duties of the abolished office.
Any public nmenber of the authority may be renoved by the governor for
m sf easance, mal feasance, wil|ful neglect of duty, or any other cause
after notice and a public hearing, unless such notice and hearing shall
be expressly waived in witing.

(3) The governor shall serve as chairperson of the authority. The
authority shall elect annually one of its nenbers as secretary. |If the
governor shall be absent froma neeting of the authority, the secretary
shal | preside. However, the governor may designate an enpl oyee of the
governor's office to act on the governor's behalf in all other respects
during the absence of the governor at any neeting of the authority. |If
the designation is in witing and is presented to the person presiding
at the neetings of the authority who is included in the designation
the vote of the designee has the sane effect as if cast by the
gover nor.

(4) Any person designated by resolution of the authority shall keep
a record of the proceedings of the authority and shall be the custodi an
of all books, docunents, and papers filed with the authority, the
m nute book or a journal of the authority, and the authority's official
seal, if any. The person may cause copies to be made of all m nutes
and other records and docunents of the authority, and may give
certificates to the effect that such copies are true copies. Al
persons dealing with the authority may rely upon the certificates.

(5) Four nenbers of the authority constitute a quorum The
authority may act on the basis of a notion except when authorizing the
i ssuance and sale of bonds, in which case the authority shall act by
resol ution. Bond resolutions and other resolutions shall be adopted
upon the affirmative vote of four nenbers of the authority, and shal
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be signed by those nenbers voting yes. Motions shall be adopted upon
the affirmative vote of a mpjority of a quorum of nenbers present at
any neeting of the authority. Al actions taken by the authority shal
take effect imedi ately wi thout need for publication or other public
notice. A vacancy in the nenbership of the authority does not inpair
t he power of the authority to act under this chapter.

(6) The nenbers of the authority shall be conpensated in accordance
with RCW43.03.240 and shall be entitled to rei nbursenent, solely from
the funds of the authority, for travel expenses as determ ned by the
authority incurred in the discharge of their duties under this chapter.

Sec. 7. RCW28B. 20.100 and 2006 ¢ 78 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The governance of the University of Washington shall be vested
in a board of regents to consist of ten nenbers, one of whom shall be
a student. The governor shall select the student nenber froma list of
candi dates, of at least three and not nore than five, submtted by the
governi ng body of the associated students. They shall be appoi nted by
t he governor ((wth—the—consent—ofthesenate-)) and, except for the
student nenber, shall hold their offices for a termof six years from
the first day of COctober and until their successors shall be appointed
and qualified. The student nmenber shall hold his or her office for a
termof one year fromthe first day of July until the first day of July
of the following year or until his or her successor is appointed and
qual i fied, whichever is later. The student nenber shall be a full-tine
student in good standing at the university at the tinme of appointnent.

(2) Six nmenbers of said board shall constitute a quorum for the

transaction of business. In the case of a vacancy, or when an
appointnment is nmade after the date of the expiration of a term the
governor shall fill the vacancy for the remainder of the term of the

regent whose office has becone vacant or expired.

(3) Except for the term of the student nenber, no nore than the
terms of two nenbers will expire sinultaneously on the |ast day of
Sept enber in any one year.

(4) A student appointed under this section shall excuse hinself or
herself from participation or voting on matters relating to the hiring,
discipline, or tenure of faculty nenbers and personnel.

(a) Eleven shall be citizen nenbers appointed by the governor((+
wHt-h—t-he—consent—ofthe—senate)) for four-year terms. |In nmaking the
appointments the governor shall ensure that a balanced geographic
representation of the state is achieved and shall attenpt to choose
persons experienced in high-technology fields, including at |east one
representative of |abor. Any person appointed to fill a vacancy
occurring before a term expires shall be appointed only for the
remai nder of that term and
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(b) Seven of the nenbers shall be as follows: One representative
fromeach of the state's two research universities, one representative
of the state college and regional universities, the director for the
state system of comunity and technical colleges or the director's
desi gnee, the superintendent of public i nstruction or t he
superintendent's designee, a representative of the higher education
coordinating board, and the director of the departnent of comunity,
trade, and econom c devel opnent or the director's designee.

(3) Menbers of the board shall not receive any salary for their
services, but shall be reinbursed for travel expenses under RCW
43.03. 050 and 43.03.060 for each day actually spent in attending to
duties as a nenber of the board.

(4) Acitizen nmenber of the board shall not be, during the term of
office, a nenber of the governing board of any public or private
educational institution, or an enployee of any state or |ocal agency.

(5) Appointnents nmade under this section are subject to the advice
and consent of the senate.

Sec. 12. RCW 28C.18.020 and 1991 c 238 s 3 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) There is hereby created the work force training and education
coordi nating board as a state agency and as the successor agency to the
state board for vocational education. Once the coordinating board has
convened, all references to the state board for vocational education in
the Revised Code of Washington shall be construed to nean the work
force training and educati on coordi nati ng board, except that reference
to the state board for vocational education in RCW49.04.030 shall nean
the state board for community and technical coll eges.

(2)(a) The board shall consist of nine voting nmenbers appoi nted by
t he governor ((wi-th—the—consent—of the senater)) as follows: Three
representatives of business, three representatives of |abor, and,
serving as ex officio nenbers, the superintendent of public
instruction, the executive director of the state board for comunity
and technical colleges, and the conm ssioner of the enploynent security

depart nment. The chair of the board shall be a nonvoting nenber
selected by the governor with the consent of the senate, and shall
serve at the pleasure of the governor. In selecting the chair, the

governor shall seek a person who understands the future econom c needs
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of the state and nation and the role that the state's training system
has in neeting those needs.

(c) The |labor representatives shall be selected from anong
nom nations provided by statew de |abor organizations. However, the
governor nmay request, and the organizations shall provide, an
additional list or lists fromwhich the governor shall select the |abor
representatives. The nom nations and selections shall reflect the
cultural diversity of the state, including wonen, people wth

disabilities, and racial and ethnic mnorities.

(d) Each business nenber may cast a proxy vote or votes for any
busi ness nmenber who is not present and who authorizes in witing the
present nmenber to cast such vote.

(e) Each labor nmenber may cast a proxy vote for any |abor nenber
who is not present and who authorizes in witing the present nenber to
cast such vote.

(f) The chair shall appoint to the board one nonvoting nenber to
represent racial and ethnic mnorities, wonen, and people wth
disabilities. The nonvoting nenber appointed by the chair shall serve
for a term of four years with the term expiring on June 30th of the
fourth year of the term

(g) The busi ness nenbers of the board shall serve for terns of four
years, the ternms expiring on June 30th of the fourth year of the term
except that in the case of initial nmenbers, one shall be appointed to
a two-year termand one appointed to a three-year term
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(h) The | abor nenbers of the board shall serve for ternms of four
years, the ternms expiring on June 30th of the fourth year of the term
except that in the case of initial nmenbers, one shall be appointed to
a two-year termand one appointed to a three-year term

(i) Any vacancies anong board nenbers representing business or
| abor shall be filled by the governor with nom nations provided by
st atewi de organi zations representing business or |abor, respectively.

(j) The board shall adopt bylaws and shall neet at |east binonthly
and at such other times as determned by the chair who shall give
reasonabl e prior notice to the nmenbers or at the request of a mgjority
of the voting nenbers.

(k) Menbers of the board shall be conpensated in accordance with
RCW 43. 03. 040 and shall receive travel expenses in accordance wth RCW
43. 03. 050 and 43. 03. 060.

() The board shall be forned and ready to assune its
responsibilities under this chapter by Cctober 1, 1991.

(m The director of the board shall be appointed by the governor
froma list of three nanmes submitted by a commttee nade up of the
busi ness and | abor nenbers of the board. However, the governor may

request, and the conmmttee shall provide, an additional list or lists
fromwhi ch the governor shall select the director. The lists conpiled
by the commttee shall not be subject to public disclosure. The

governor may dism ss the director only with the approval of a mpjority
vote of the board.

(2)(a) The eastern state hospital board and the western state
hospital board are each established. Menbers of the boards shall be
appoi nted by the governor ((wth—the——consent—oef—the—senate)). Each
board shal | incl ude:

(1) The director of the institute for the study and treatnent of
ment al di sorders established at the hospital;

(ii) One famly nmenber of a current or recent hospital resident;

(1i1) One consuner of services;

(tv) One community nental health service provider;

(v) Two citizens with no financial or professional interest in
ment al heal th services;

(vi) One representative of the regional support network in which
the hospital is |ocated,

(vii) One representative fromthe staff who is a physician;

(viii) One representative fromthe nursing staff;

(1x) One representative fromthe other professional staff;
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(x) One representative fromthe nonprofessional staff; and

(xi) One representative of a mnority conmunity.

(b) At |least one representative listed in (a)(viii), (ix), or (x)
of this subsection shall be a union nenber.

(c) Menbers shall serve four-year terns. Menmbers of the board
shall be reinbursed for travel expenses as provided in RCW 43.03. 050
and 43.03.060 and shall receive conpensation as provided in RCW
43. 03. 240.

(3) The boards established under this section shall:

(a) Monitor the operation and activities of the hospital;

(b) Review and advise on the hospital budget;

(c) Make recommendations to the governor and the |egislature for
i nproving the quality of service provided by the hospital

(d) Monitor and review the activities of the hospital in
i npl enenting the intent of the legislature set forth in this section;
and

(e) Consult with the secretary regardi ng persons the secretary may
sel ect as the superintendent of the hospital whenever a vacancy occurs.

(4)(a) There is established at eastern state hospital and western
state hospital, institutes for the study and treatnment of nental
di sorders. The institutes shall be operated by joint operating
agreenents between state coll eges and universities and the departnent
of social and health services. The institutes are intended to conduct
training, research, and clinical program devel opnment activities that
will directly benefit ((weptally+H—persens)) individuals with nental
illnesses receiving treatnent in Washington state by performng the
follow ng activities:

(i) Pronmote recruitnent and retention of highly qualified
professionals at the state hospitals and comunity nental health
progr ans;

(ti) Inmprove clinical care by exploring new, innovative, and
scientifically based treatnent nodels for persons presenting
particularly difficult and conplicated clinical syndrones;

(iii1) Provide expanded training opportunities for existing staff at
the state hospitals and conmunity nmental heal th prograns;

(tv) Pronote bilateral wunderstanding of treatnment orientation,
possibilities, and chall enges between state hospital professionals and
community nental health professionals.
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(b) To acconplish these purposes the institutes may, within funds
appropriated for this purpose:

(1) Enter joint operating agreenents with state universities or
other institutions of higher education to acconplish the placenent and
training of students and faculty in psychiatry, psychology, social
wor k, occupational therapy, nursing, and other relevant professions at
the state hospitals and conmunity nental heal th prograns;

(ii1) Design and inplenment clinical research projects to inprove the
quality and effectiveness of state hospital services and operations;

(ti1) Enter into agreenents with comunity nental health service
providers to acconplish the exchange of professional staff between the
state hospitals and community nental health service providers;

(tv) Establish a student I|oan forgiveness and conditiona
scholarship program to retain qualified professionals at the state
hospitals and comunity nmental health providers when the secretary has
determ ned a shortage of such professionals exists.

(c) Notw thstanding any other provisions of law to the contrary,
the institutes may enter into agreenments with the departnent or the
state hospitals which nmay involve changes in staffing necessary to
i npl ement i nproved patient care prograns contenplated by this section.

(d) The institutes are authorized to seek and accept public or
private gifts, grants, contracts, or donations to acconplish their
pur poses under this section.

(5) Appointnents nmade under this section are subject to the advice
and consent of the senate.

sepate)). The initial termof appointnent shall be three years.

(8) The director of the departnment of |abor and industries.

(9) The director of the departnment of retirenment systens.

(10) One nenber who is an active nenber of the school enployees’
retirement systemand has at |east five years of service credit. This
menber shall be appointed by the superintendent of public instruction
((subject to confirmation by the senate)). The initial term of
appoi ntnment shall be three years.

(11) Five nonvoting nmenbers appointed by the state investnent board
who are considered experienced and qualified in the field of
i nvest nent s.

The legislative nmenbers shall serve terns of two years. The
initial |egislative nenbers appointed to the board shall be appointed
no sooner than January 10, 1983. The position of a |egislative nenber
on the board shall becone vacant at the end of that nenber's term on
t he board or whenever the nmenber ceases to be a nmenber of the senate or
house of representatives fromwhich the nenber was appoi nted.

After the initial term of appointnent, all other nenbers of the
state investnent board, except ex officio nenbers, shall serve terns of
three years and shall hold office until successors are appointed.
Menmbers' ternms, except for ex officio nenbers, shall commence on
January 1 of the year in which the appointnents are nade.

(ti1) Not be an officer or enployee of, or in any way affiliated
with, the Bonneville power admnistration or any electric utility

(tv) Not be involved in the financial affairs of the operating
agency as an underwriter or financial adviser of the operating agency
or any of its menbers or any of the participants in any of the
