The appropriations in this section are subject to the follow ng
conditions and limtations:

(1) As described in section 129(7) of this act, the departnent
shall make recomendati ons and report on nonitoring activities rel ated
to sal non recovery.

(2) $1,556,714 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2006 and $1, 556,713 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2007 are provided solely for the inplenentation of the
Puget Sound conservation and recovery plan and agency action itens DFW
01 t hrough DFW 06, DFWO08 through DFW 12, and DFW 16.

(3) $225,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2006 and $225,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2007 are provided solely for the inplenentation of hatchery
ref orm recommendati ons defined by the hatchery scientific review group.

(4) The departnment shall support the activities of the aquatic
nui sance species coordination commnttee to foster state, federal,
tribal, and private cooperation on aquatic nuisance species iSsues.
The commttee shall strive to prevent the introduction of nonnative
aquatic species and to mnimze the spread of species that are
i nt roduced.
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(5) The departnent shall enphasize enforcenent of laws related to
protection of fish habitat and the illegal harvest of salnon and
steel head. W thin the anount provided for the agency, the departnent
shall provide support to the departnent of health to enforce state
shel | fish harvest | aws.

(6) $180,000 of the wldlife account--state appropriation is
provided solely to test deer and el k for chronic wasting disease and to
docunent the extent of swan |ead poisoning. O this amount, $65,000 is
provided solely to docunent the extent of swan |ead poisoning and to
begi n envi ronnment al cl eanup.

(7) The departnent shall provide quarterly status reports to the
office of financial managenent regarding the replacenent of the
Washi ngton interactive |licensing systemand the inplenentation of the
hydraulic permt managenent system

(8) The departnent shall prepare a report detailing the hydraulic
permt approval program applications and project types. The departnent
shall coordinate with the office of financial managenent in determ ning
the contents of the report. At mninmum the report shall include
permts by applicant (nane, state, local, federal, tribal entity,
etc.), project type (panphlet, mnor, nedium ngjor, extension,
revision, etc.) and project location (county and water resource
inventory area). The departnent shall submt the report to the office
of financial nmanagenent and |legislative fiscal commttees no |later than
Septenber 1, 2006.

(9) $700,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation is provided
solely for environnental data quality and access projects in support of
state salnon recovery efforts. The departnent shall coordinate
pl anning and inplenentation of all activities with the departnent of
information services and the governor's salnon recovery office. The
departnent shall meke certain that any activity using these funds is
consistent with recommendations to be submtted (per section 405,
chapter 488, Laws of 2005) in the joint report to the |egislature and
of fice of financial managenent on Decenber 1, 2006.

(10) $100, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2006 and $400,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2007 are provided solely for a state nmatch to support the
Puget Sound nearshore partnership between the departnent and the U S.
Arny Corps of Engineers.
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(11) $72,000 of the state wildlife account--state appropriation is
provided solely to inplenent House Bill No. 1211 (multiple season big

gane permt). |If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2005, the anount
provided in this section shall |apse.

(12) $528,000 of the aquatic invasive species prevention account--
state appropriation is provided solely to inplenent Senate Bill No.
5699 (preventing and controlling aquatic invasive species and al gae).
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2005, the anounts provided in
this subsection shall |apse.

(13) $703,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2006 is provided solely to purchase six purse seine and three gil
net licenses to neet the provisions of the United States/Canada sal non
treaty.

(14) $10,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2006 and $10,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for
fiscal year 2007 are provided solely for chum sal non production at
M nter creek hatchery.

(15) $45,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation for fiscal
year 2006 and $45,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation for
fiscal year 2007 are provided solely for the managenent of Canada goose
seasons to increase the nunber of hunting days in southwest WAshi ngton.

(16) 9$46,000 of the wldlife account--state appropriation is
provi ded solely to increase the nunber of courses providing the hunter
education training program created in RCW 77.32. 155. The depart nent
shall reduce the current backlog of applicants waiting to take the
training program and provide for a stable supply of training program
courses in order to avoid future backl ogs.

(17) $481,000 of the wldlife account--state appropriation is
provi ded solely to continued operation of the Naselle Hatchery during
t he 2005-07 biennium This will increase production by 3 mllion
Chi nook, 1 mllion Coho, and 30,000 trout.

(18) $223,000 of the wldlife account--state appropriation is

provided solely to inplenent Senate Bill No. 5227 (wldlife harvest
reports). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2005, the anount
provided in this subsection shall | apse.

(19) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely for federal match funding for the control
of predators that damage |ivestock, crops, and property, of which
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$25,000 shall be imediately transferred to the United States ani nal
and plant health inspection service as state matching funds to conduct
an_energency aerial control program for addressing the predation of
baby calves by coyotes, without requiring a permt.

(20) $85,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely for the departnment to produce educati onal
mat erials discouraging activities that harm or disturb the spawning
beds of sal non and steel head. Discouraged activities include, but are
not limted to, wading on spawning beds, driving notor vehicles on
spawni ng beds, use of high-powered jet or propeller-driven boats across
spawni ng beds, dragging anchors through spawning beds, digging or
renmovi ng gravel from spawni ng beds, or any other physical disturbance
capabl e of disturbing spawning fish or damagi ng or destroying nests of
i ncubating eggs.

(a) The educational nmaterials produced by the departnent in
accordance with this subsection nust include, at a m ninmum brochures
that are to be dissemnated to persons applying for fishing and boating
licenses statewi de. The departnent nust also distribute the brochures
widely to retail outlets that cater to outdoor recreation

(b) The departnment shall work cooperatively with the tribal fishery
comanagers in the devel opnent of the educational materials under this
section.

(c) The departnent shall report to the | egislature concerning the
ef fectiveness of this subsection after at |east two spawni ng cycl es of
sal non and steel head have occurred.

(21) Wthin the anpbunts appropriated in this section, by Decenber
1, 2006, the departnent shall:

(a) Submt a report detailing the reductions required by ommi bus
appropriations acts since 1997 for activities supported by the state
wldlife fund; and

(b) Submt quarterly revenue and expenditure reports for the state
wildlife account based on current revenue forecasts to the office of
financial nmanagenent and the fiscal commttees of the l|egislature((+

and)) .

(22) The departnent shall assist the office of regulatory
assistance in inplenenting activities consistent with the governor's
regul atory inprovenent program The departnment shall support and
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provi de expertise to facilitate, coordinate, and sinplify citizen and
business interactions so as to inprove state regulatory processes
involving state, local, and federal stakehol ders.

(23) $408,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2006 is provided solely for fire suppression and renediation
activities on departnment |lands and facilities that were inpacted during
the 2005 fire season. Fundi ng shall be used for seeding, planting
vegetation, fertilizing, weed control, and the establishnment of water
bars and ot her erosion control nmeasures.

(24) $266, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fiscal
year 2006 and $214,000 of the state wldlife account--state
appropriation are provided solely for the continued operation of the
Nemah, Mossyrock, Omrak, Colville, Arlington, and Colunbia Basin
hat cheries during the 2005-07 biennium Funding shall be used to
of fset the increased cost of utilities, fuel, fish feed, and mtigation
obligations previously funded fromlocal sources. The departnent shal
consult with the appropriate natural resource and fiscal commttees of
the legislature prior to submtting a 2007-09 budget proposal that
changes current hatchery operations, production, and/or maintenance to
the office of financial managenent. Unless specifically authorized by
the legislature, the departnment shall not close any hatchery facility
currently in operation.

(25) 9$43,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely to inplenent Engrossed Substitute Senate
Bill No. 5385 (invasive species council). If the bill is not enacted
by June 30, 2006, the anmount provided in this subsection shall |apse.

(26) $76,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely to pay for the added |level of fishery
sanpling and nonitoring in the upper Colunbia river area as required
under the endangered species act and federal court orders.

(27) $50,000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely for an interagency working group scoping
of a study of the sinking of ships as dive attractions. The departnent
of fish and wldlife shall, as approved by the office of financial
managenent, enter into an interagency agreenent with the departnent of
natural resources, the state parks and recreation conm ssion, the
departnent of ecology, and the departnent of community, trade, and
econom ¢ developnent to delineate elenents of this study. The
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departnent of fish and wildlife shall report to the office of financial
managenent and the appropriate commttees of the legislature no | ater
t han Novenber 15, 2006.

(28) $500, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely to increase fish production levels on a
statew de basis at state-operated fish hatcheries. By July 31, 2006,
the departnent shall submt to the appropriate policy and fiscal
commttees of the |legislature an inplenmentation plan that outlines in

specific detail how the anmount provided in this subsection wll be
spent in order to increase fish production. The plan wll include
production inplenentation tinelines, increased production goals, by
species, at identified hatcheries that wll receive financial

assistance, and the anmount to be retained by the departnent for
adm ni stration and overhead costs, including the purchase of any new
equi pnent . By July 31, 2007, the departnent shall submt to the
appropriate policy and fiscal commttees of the legislature a report
docunenting the increased production |evels, using fiscal year 2006 as

t he base year for conparison purposes. |If the departnent is unable to
produce the inplenentation plan by July 31, 2006, the anount provided
in this subsection shall | apse.

(29) $75,000 of the general fund--state appropriation in fisca
year 2007 is provided solely for the departnment to prevent inpacts to
nati ve species by controlling the nonnative nutria population in Skagit
county.

(30) $100, 000 of the general fund--state appropriation for fisca
year 2007 is provided solely for the northwest straits conmssion to
remove | ost and abandoned fishing nets and crab and shrinp pots that
may be dangerous to humans and that unintentionally trap and kill
endanger ed sal non and ot her aquatic species.

(31) $4,000 of the wldlife account--state appropriation 1is
provided solely to inplenent House Bill No. 1210 (tenporary fishing
l'icense). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2005, the anount
provided in this subsection shall | apse.

(32) Wthin existing appropriations and utilizing all available
federal noneys allocated for the crab buy-back program the departnent
shall develop and inplenment a crab buy-back program that allows
comercial crab fishers the opportunity to sell their |licenses back to
the state and exit from the crabbing fishery. The departnent shall
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report to the office of financial nmanagenent and the appropriate fiscal
commttees of the legislature its detailed inplenmentation plan no |ater
t han Decenber 1, 2006.

(33) $660,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation is
provided solely to initiate a review of the hydraulic project approval
permt rules and to undergo a public process for adoption of new or
revised rules that ny be needed. Upon conpletion, the departnment shal
conplete a habitat conservation plan for the hydraulic project approval
program and shall seek legislative review prior to adoption of new or
revi sed rules.

(34) $125,000 of the state wildlife account--state appropriation is
provided to inplement Engrossed Senate Bill No. 5232 (turkey tags). |If
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2006, the anpunt provided in this
subsection shall | apse.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnent and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
