All paynents nade in person at the issuing bank, or any of its
subsi diaries or branches, shall be considered paynent to the issuer and
shal|l be posted on the day received and at the tinme of day in the bank,
subsidiary, or branch at which the paynent is nade.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 31.12 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Al'l paynments nmade in person at the issuing credit union, or any of
its branches, shall be considered paynent to the issuer and shall be
posted on the day received and at the time of day in the credit union
or branch at which the paynent is nade.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. A new section is added to chapter 32.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Al'l paynments made in person at the issuing savings bank, or any of
its subsidiaries or branches, shall be considered paynent to the issuer
and shall be posted on the day received and at the tine of day in the
savi ngs bank, subsidiary, or branch at which the paynent is nade.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. A new section is added to chapter 33.04 RCW
to read as foll ows:

Al'l paynents nmade in person at the issuing savings association, or
any of its subsidiaries or branches, shall be considered paynent to the
i ssuer and shall be posted on the day received and at the tine of day
in the savings association, subsidiary, or branch at which the paynent
i s made.
