NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The higher education coordinating board,
in consultation with the state board for comunity and technical
col l eges, the office of the superintendent of public instruction, the
wor kf orce training and education coordinating board, and the council of
presidents, shall contract with a private vendor to create a three to
five-year marketing plan to increase student interest in high enployer-
demand prograns of study and to increase public awareness of high
enpl oyer -demand prograns of study. The nmarketing programshall target
unlikely coll ege students in mddle school or high school with a focus

on | owincone and underrepresented communities, likely college students
in mddle school and high school, adult |I|earners, parents, and
educat or s.

(2) The private vendor shall be selected based upon the proven
ability to provide:

(a) Creative planning for educational advertising;

(3) As wused in this section, "high enployer-demand program of
study" nmeans an apprenticeship, or undergraduate or graduate
certificate or degree programin which the nunber of students prepared
for enpl oynent per year fromin-state institutions of higher education
is substantially less than the nunber of projected job openings per
year in that field, statewde or in a substate region

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. The sum of seven hundred thousand doll ars,
or as nuch thereof as nay be necessary, is appropriated for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2009, from the general fund to the higher
educati on coordinating board for the purposes of this act.
