AN ACT Relating to a grant program for nei ghborhood organi zati ons
to support community safety activities; adding a new chapter to Title
43 RCW and maki ng an appropriation.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that neighborhood
organi zations that carry out crinme watch and other crinme prevention
functions are inportant to comunity safety. These groups encourage
nei ghbors to | ook out for crimnal incidents in their nei ghborhoods and
to report such incidents to | aw enforcenent. The |egislature intends
by this act to create an ongoing grant program to support these
functions and to encourage innovation in the activities carried out by
such groups to pronote safe and coordinated <crinme prevention
strat egi es.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. (1) Subject to the availability of funds
appropriated for this purpose, there is established in the departnent
of comunity, trade, and econom c developnent a conpetitive grant
programto encourage conmunities to devel op coordinated strategies to
reduce crine and pronote safety.
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(2) The departnent of community, trade, and econom c devel opnent
shal | make awards under the follow ng terns:

(a) At a mninmum grant applications nust:

(1) Provide evidence that the applicant is a nonprofit entity;

(11) Define the geographic area to be served,

(ii1) I'nclude a needs assessnent describing the inpact of crine in

the area which may include, but is not |imted to, local crine
statistics;
(tv) Explain in detail (A the crinme prevention and safety

pronotion strategy for the area; and (B) an inplenentation plan
i ncl udi ng objectives, tasks, and benchmarks; and

(v) Provide evidence (A) of additional resources commtted to the
applicant's strategy totaling at |east twenty-five percent of funds
awar ded under this section. These resources may consi st of public or
private funds, donated goods or services, and other neasurable

commtnments, including in-kind contributions such as volunteer
services, materials, supplies, physical facilities, or a conbination
thereof; and (B) that the funds applied for, if received, wll not be

used to replace funding for existing activities.

(b) Activities that may be funded through this grant program
i nclude, but are not limted to, those that:

(i) Build comunity anong nei ghbors and nei ghbor hood organi zati ons,
i ncl udi ng | aw enforcenent, other |ocal governnent entities, and | ocal
soci al services providers, to encourage collaboration in reducing crine
and pronoting safety;

(ii1) Pronote awareness of the prograns for which funding is sought;

(ti1) Educate individuals on <crine prevention and safety
t echni ques; and/ or

(iv) Create or build on efforts by existing comrunity prograns,
coordinate their efforts, and/or devel op other cooperative efforts or
initiatives to make nost effective use of resources to carry out the
crime prevention and safety pronotion strategy.

(3) The departnent of community, trade, and econom c devel opnment
shall review applications for funding and, no later than Decenber 1,

2008, select grant recipients. The departnment may select new
recipients every two years thereafter
(4) Upon receiving funds, each recipient shall provide the

departnment with data and other information the departnent deens
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necessary to nonitor the recipient's activities funded under this
section. The purpose of such nonitoring is to determ ne whether the
recipient is making progress in reaching its benchmarks, wth such
benchmar ks havi ng been specified in the initial application.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) The joint legislative audit and revi ew
commttee shall conduct an eval uation of the extent to which:

(a) The departnment has nonitored each grant recipient's activities
funded by the programcreated in section 2 of this act; and

(b) Each grant recipient is making progress in reaching its
benchmarks relating to crine prevention and safety pronotion, wth such
benchmar ks havi ng been specified in the initial application.

The departnent and each grant recipient shall submt to the
departnent and to the joint legislative audit and review commttee such
data and other information as the joint legislative audit and review
committee determnes is necessary and relevant to nake these
determ nati ons.

(2) The joint legislative audit and review commttee may contract
with the Washi ngton state institute for public policy for appropriate
portions of the evaluation required by this section.

(3) The joint legislative audit and review conmttee shall report
to the appropriate conmttees of the |egislature not |ater than August
30, 2010, and August 30, 2012, and every two years thereafter as
determ ned by the legislature in the operating budget. The departnent
shall consider the joint legislative audit and review comittee
evaluation of future applications by evaluated entities and for
projects simlar to evaluated projects.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. The sumof forty-eight thousand dollars, or
as much thereof as may be necessary, is appropriated for the fisca
year endi ng June 30, 2009, fromthe general fund to the departnent of
community, trade, and econom c devel opnent for the purposes of this
act .

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. Sections 1 through 3 of this act constitute
a new chapter in Title 43 RCW
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
