BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:
NEW SECTION.  Sec. 1. The |l egislature finds that providing access

to higher education in the state is a priority, and that it is in the
state's best interest to create and support both need and nerit-based

schol ar shi ps. The legislature also finds that st at e-funded
schol arships require stable funding in order to be effective, and that
creative and alternative sources of funding nust be explored. The

| egi slature further finds that providing access to higher education in
the state is an econom c devel opnent issue, and as such woul d benefit
from an econom c devel opnent perspective. The |egislature intends that
the econom c devel opnent comm ssion study stable funding sources for
state need and nerit-based schol arshi ps.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. The economc developnent conmmssion is
directed, in consultation with the hi gher education coordinating board
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and the workforce training and education coordi nating board, to study
and identify stable funding sources for opportunity grants,
apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based on both need and nerit.

(1) The study nust address:

(a) The feasibility of creating a new |ottery gane, the proceeds of
which go exclusively to opportunity grants, apprenticeship prograns,
and schol arshi ps based on both need and nerit;

(b) The feasibility of inplenenting any nechani sns used by other
states to generate incone through the adm nistration of unenploynent
i nsurance systens, including federal cost-sharing requirenents, to be
used as a potential funding source for opportunity grants,
apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based on both need and nerit;

(c) The feasibility of acquiring private contributions to enhance
or match public funding sources to be used in funding the opportunity
grants, apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based on both need
and nerit;

(d) The potential for |locating additional funding sources to
suppl ement or replace any current expenditures supplanted by funding
t he opportunity grants, apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based
on both need and nerit;

(e) The total systemw de expenditures associated with opportunity
grants, apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based on both need
and nerit, and identify nmechanisns to sinplify the structure, maxim ze
efficiency, and elim nate overl ap; and

(f) Any ideas reasonably cal cul ated to provide sufficient funding
for opportunity grants, apprenticeship prograns, and schol arshi ps based
on both need and nerit.

(2) The econom c devel opment comm ssion nust produce a report by
Decenber 1, 2008, for review by the appropriate standing commttees of
the | egislature.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. The sum of thirty thousand dollars, or as
much thereof as may be necessary, is appropriated for the fiscal year
endi ng June 30, 2008, fromthe general fund to the econom c devel opnent
comm ssion for the purposes of this act.
