AN ACT Relating to the state indigenous mammul; adding a new
section to chapter 1.20 RCW and creating a new section.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that the dynpic
marnot, the only indigenous manmal in Washington state, should be
designated as the state indigenous mammal . The A ynpic marnot inhabits
the QAynpic Peninsula in the western section of the state of
Washi ngton. QA ynpic marnots hi bernate from Septenber to May. During
the norning and afternoon on sumer days they feed and spend tine
sunbat hi ng on rocks. In the evening, they return to their burrow.
Aynpic marnots are relatively easy to see during the sumrer nonths
along Hurricane Ridge in the Aynpic National Park. A ynpic marnots
eat herbs, grasses, and flowers. They prefer plants that are soft and
easy to digest. They nmay also eat fruits, |egunes, and insects.

Aynpic marnots are highly social and may live in groups of over a
dozen ani nal s. Gregarious bonds are made between individuals in a
famly. A ynpic marnots identify each other by touching noses and
snelling cheeks. The legislature intends to pronote awareness of the
