AN ACT Relating to the payment of salary and expenses when
performing the duties of the governor; amending RCW 43.03.011,
43.03.020, and 43.06.040; and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 43.03.011 and 2017 1st sp.s. ¢ 1 s 1 are each
amended to read as follows:

Whenever by reason of the absence

disability of the governor,

the lieutenant governor 1is called upon

temporarily to perform the duties of the office of governor, he or

she shall be paid upon his or her personal voucher therefor the sum

of ten dollars per day for expenses. Such amounts must be paid from

funds appropriated to the office of the governor.

Sec. 3. RCW 43.06.040 and 2009 c 549 s 5014 are each amended to
read as follows:

If the governor absents himself or herself from the state, he or
she shall, prior to his or her departure, notify the lieutenant

governor of his or her proposed absence, and during such absence the
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lieutenant governor shall perform all the duties of the governor. Any

salary or expenses from performing all the duties of the governor

must be paid from funds appropriated to the office of the governor.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. This act 1s necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of
the state government and its existing public institutions, and takes

effect immediately.
