Purpose of the Proposal and Its Anticipated Effects,
Including Any Changes in Existing Rules: This proposal
adopts the National Institute of Standards and Technology
(NIST) handbooks as follows:

(1) 2006 edition of NIST Handbook 44 (Specifications,
Tolerances, and Other Technical Requirements for Weighing
and Measuring Devices) as required by RCW 19.94.195; and
