
WAC 296-20-630  Impairment of bladder function.  (1) Rules for 
evaluation of permanent impairment of bladder function.

(a) In making examinations for evaluation of impairments of blad-
der function, physicians shall use objective techniques including, but 
not limited to, cystoscopy, cystography, voiding cystourethrography, 
cystometry, uroflometry, urinalysis and urine culture.

(b) Categories 2, 3, 4 and 5 include the presence of complaints 
of whatever degree.
