WAC 110-30-0140 When must the department notify the parent,
guardian or legal custodian of allegations of child abuse or neglect
made against them? The department must notify the parent, guardian or
legal custodian of a child of the allegations of child abuse or ne-
glect made against that person at the initial point of contact with
that person, in a manner consistent with the laws maintaining the con-
fidentiality of the persons making the allegations. Investigations of
child abuse and neglect should be conducted in a manner that will not
jeopardize the safety or protection of the child or the integrity of
the investigation process.
