
WAC 132F-112-036  Challenged ballot—Procedure.  A challenged 
ballot shall be placed in an envelope bearing no identifying marks. It 
shall then be placed in another envelope upon which shall be written 
the name of the employee desiring to cast the ballot, the reasons for 
which the ballot was challenged, by whom it was challenged, and the 
polling place at which it was challenged, and the envelope shall be 
sealed and initialed by the election inspectors.
