
WAC 132S-100-297  Creating a public nuisance in neighboring com-
munities.  In furtherance of the college's interest in maintaining 
positive relationships with the community, the college shall hold stu-
dents accountable under this conduct code for misconduct within any 
residential or commercial communities in the area. Conduct that is in 
violation of a state statute or municipal ordinance and has a direct 
quality of life impact on community residents or businesses including, 
but not limited to, creating a public nuisance due to noise, residen-
tial disturbance, intentional destruction of property, urinating in 
public, or criminal trespass.
