The REGULATORY AUTHORITY shall act
when it has reasonable cause to believe that a FOOD EMPLOYEE Or CONDITIONAL
EMPLOYEE has possibly transmitted disease; might be infected with a dis-
ease 1in a communicable form that is transmissible through Froob; might
be a carrier of infectious agents that cause a disease that is trans-
missible through roop; or is affected with a boil, an infected wound,
or acute respiratory infection, by:

(1) Securing a confidential medical history of the FOOD EMPLOYEE OFT
CONDITIONAL EMPLOYEE suspected of transmitting disease or making other in-
vestigations as deemed appropriate; and

(2) Requiring appropriate medical examinations, including collec-
tion of specimens for laboratory analysis, of a suspected FOOD EMPLOYEE
OY CONDITIONAL EMPLOYEE.
