WAC 246-840-526 Degree requirements for nursing faculty teaching
in prelicensure registered nurse or for RN to BSN education programs.
In a nursing education program preparing registered nurses for licen-
sure or for RN to BSN degree, nursing faculty teaching nursing shall:

(1) Have a minimum of a graduate degree in nursing from an ac-
credited college or university and from a nursing education program
that 1is accredited by a nursing education accreditation body recog-
nized by the United States Department of Education; or

(2) A bachelor's degree in nursing from an accredited college or
university and from a nursing education program that is accredited by
a nursing education accreditation body recognized by the United States
Department of Education, and a graduate degree in a health or educa-
tion related field from an accredited college or university.
