(2) Crisis diversion beds are short-term residential habilitative
supports provided by trained specialists and include direct care, su-
pervision or monitoring, habilitative supports, referrals, and consul-
tation. Crisis diversion beds are available to individuals determined
by DDA to be at risk of institutionalization.
